The members of the Plymouth Congre-
gational ehurrh voted unanimously last
evening to extend a call to Rev. W. H.
'' T-mpie, of Philitps church. In So T ;th
Boston, to com* and assume charge of
their tdmrch. In place of Rev. Wallace
Nu'tlng, who severed his connection with
It se-veral months ago

Tn» meeting, In the v asement of the
church, was attended by about 3W of the
promine-m men and womrn of the church,
including a!! the officers of the t> »ar i of
trustees and deacons. F. S. Tucker, chair-
man of the board of trustees, acted as
chairman, with W. D. Comer, clerk of tho
church, as secretary.

A. P. B urwell, as <-hairman of th* board
"t deacons, to which had been delegated
the duty of making a s» i-action of pastor,
mad> a v. nan Imous report, verbally, in
f.»vor of Rev. Mr. Temple. In support of
this choi"e Air. Harwell read several let-
ters r»- -eived from various ministers. Th t>

first was from the late pastor of the
r-hur-h. Rev. Mr. Nutth.g, dated from
Provlden e, R I . m whi- h he spoke of
having m*t Rev. Mr. T.-mpie, and told
him of the church and its people. He
repre?. nted Rev. Mr. Temple as an earn-
est and sensitive man, clerical In appear-
ance, Intellectual and a preacher who
spoke without notes. He described him
as a man about 4.% years of age, of me-
dium height. bald, waring gWsr---s and a
man fully alive to the needs of his people,
who would make a stir in the church,

A letter from Father Clark, of the
Christian Endeavor Society, the man who
first recommend'-J Hev. Mr. Temple to
th« congregation, endorsed him for the
position in a few strong and earnest
sentences.

There was also a letter from Her. D.
Alden, of Host in, who Mr.
Temple saying he would be a splendid
man for Seattle, though he, Allen, wf-uld
r.er recommend hi* leaving h!? chur-h in
South Boston. Temple's church In Bos-
ton. he said was the largest there as re-
lated to resident members.

A long leitfr from Mr. Temple to Mr.
Burwetl was r«»ad. In which the reverend
gentleman agrees to accept a call if made
unanimous, notwithstanding that the sal-
ary offered Is SI,OOO less than he is now re-
ceiving. The very bolJncss of the offer,
he saye, attracted his attention arid chal-
lenge.! his admintlon. He spoke of his
Interview with Mr Nutting, and as a te-
sult setd he felt already In close tou h
with tie people of SWt\ic lie sa 1 he had
a holy horror of candidacy; to him It
placed a minlste ? tn a false position -the
position of a man preaching for himself
instead of hit O^d.

The question of salary was referred to
In Mr Temple's letter, and he request?)
