Any man may apply for appointment
on th« fore* at any one of the division
iprecinct> houses. In order to secure em-
ployment as a police constable he must he

over 21 and under !*\u25a0. He must be at
leaj<t 5 fee* tail. Me must be to r-ad
well, write l<»«nhly and have a fair knowl-

of spelling. He must be. free from
diio-ase arid of strong constitution. He
must be recommended by two houaeholi-
ers who have known him for five years,
by his last employer, and by the minister
or church warden of his parish. He
must not have more than two living chil-
dren. He must file a ptat-ment of his
debts and be able to pay such of them
as the commissioner of direct.

After his appointment he can do no
work for pay aside from his police duty;

and his wife cannot keep a shop. His pay
is decreased when he is on si k leave.
His uniform arid coals for his cooking at

home or elsewhere are supplied hy the
department without expense to him. if
he is unmarried and sleeps at the sta-

tion house, he is charged 2i> cents a week
for lodgings. He cannot resign without
permission. He Is liable to instant dis-
missal for drunkenness and many other
faults, and he can be punished in many
wa>s, principally by fines.

He begins at a salary of a week.
This will be advanced 25 cents a week
©very that his conduct is good un-
til. at the end of eight years of service,

he may be paid $S a week. One case of
drunkenness, or other violation of the
rules, is certain to bring about a reduc-
tion of pay to the original He must
then begin his advancement over attain.

The pension system is very complete.
M«n who have served fifteen years may
retire on pensions of fifteen-fiftieths of
their regular pay; and this Increases to
two-thirds of the regular pay for those
who have served twenty-six years and
upwards A two-thirds pension may also
be granted to a constable who is inca-
pacitated for duty by injuries received In
the actual p rformance of service at any-
time, no matter how long he has been on
the force. If he receives latal injuries
in the performance! of his duty a similar
pension may be granted to his widow.

The ranks are Constable, ser-
geant. in-pector (analogous to the New
York police captain), superintendent (an-

alogous to the New York inspector),
chi- f superintendent (analogous to New
York's superintendent). Beyond these
thcr» are a commissioner and three as-
sistant commissioners. These, In turn,
are sul*Ordlnat« to the home secretary?-
now Mr. Asqtrith who is also known as

the secretary of state. Thus the police of
are practically a government in-

stitution, as the home secretary is a
queen's cabinet minister.

The safeguards against favoritism in
the acceptance of men for the force are
many. The candidate Is first examined
by a district or precinct surg<-on and
then by the chief snrjteon appointed by
the home secretary. Then he may be put
on probation for fourteen days or longer,
during which time he receives a small
wage and is drilled on the drill ground

at Scotland Yard, residing meanwhile in
the candidates' barracks. After ap-
pointment he is drafted into some district
or precinct in which a vacancy exists,
and must live. and. if he Is married, his
family must live, in that district.
