A sorrow-stricken and perhaps desper-
ate w oman in search of the man who took
her husband's life called at the county

Jail yesterday afternoon, and her every
action indicated that she meant to do
violence in case she succeeded in getting

! an interview. She was Mrs. Harry L.
Fraser, whose husband was shot in the
Northern hotel barroom early Monday
morning, and the m«n she demanded to
see was Paul Page, now in Jail awaiting
the determination of the accusation
acainst him. Pay Jailer Turkman recog-
nized the woman, and told her that Page
wis not in the Jail?which was true, for
the prisoner was undergoing his prelim-
inary examination. Yet Mrs. Fraser an!
Page pa.ssed each other in carriages later,

although neither of them was aware of
the fact. Page was returning from the
Justice court where the arraignment took
place, and Mrs. Fraser was coming down
Yesler avenue hill after her unsuccessful
visit to the courthouse.

It was by a peculiar combination of clr-
cnrmsia.nces that Page and Mrs. Frazer
came to pass each other on the street
and perhaps It was luck that Mrs. Fraser
did not recognize him. Mrs. Page and
h<-r daughter Anna, \u25a0who arrived yester-
day morning l from California. w»nt up to
the court tifnie* In the middle of the aft-
ernoon to s»e the prisoner, who has t.et<i
quite unwell since Friday evening.
meeting took place In Sheriff Van do
Vanter's private office and lasted about
an hour. Pag» k®pt up well, but Just AS
he was clasped in his mother's arms
came near falling to the floor fmm one
of th<">!*** momentary fainting flts of whl<"h
he has had several during: the paj»t few
days. After the meeting of mother and
son, Page was taken In a carriage by
Sheriff Van de Vanter down to Justice
McK!wain's court. where be w as formally
arraln«r<»d on the charge of murder In (hn
first degree. The pr&llminarv examina-
tion was set for 10 o'clock next Tuesday
morning.

Only a short t!rrw» after the sheriff and
Pace left a heavily veiled woman, clad In
deep mourning, and who fmm her actions
was evidently laboring under excitement,
walked inM the jailer's office and took a
chair. Jailer Burkman dil not have to
wait lor.tr before he found out the object
of her visit.

"I want to roe Paul Page." said the
woman. In a low. husky voice Burkman
Is a very large man, good nafuned and
always a gentleman. He looked at his
visitor a moment and then said:

"Madam, please raise your veil "
