THIRTY BUCKSHOT HIT DICK.

Two Desperndoes of the Dalton-Doolin
Gang Slain in Oklahoma by &
Marshal’s Posse.

Guthrie, 0. T., May 2—At Spengle's
undertaking houss fn this city lle the
bodien of two of the most notorious des-
peradoes of the Dalton-Doolin gang. The
deadt men, siretched on two boards, are
George Newocomb, allas “Bitter Creek,™
alias “Slaughter Kid. " and Charley Plercs,
slias “Dynamite Dick.”

The advent of the officers with the re.
malae of the outlaws was a complete
surprise to the community, as no one hai
been apprised of the fact that the ban-
Aits were bLeing pursued, much less that
thers had been a fight and that two of
them had been killed, They were brought
fn just as they were when kilied, fully
clothed, with their boots and spurs oa
and armed to the teeth. Beside Win-
chesters, each had on a revolver, and
belts of cartridges for both nstrumen's
of death. As their clothes were cut from
thelr bodles, 1t waa seen that “Dynamite
Isck’” had at least thirty buckshot in
him, while two Winchester balls let the
life out of “Biiter Creek.™ “Dynamite
Dick” was shot all over, but mostly in
the right shoulder and side, although he
Bad fully six shot In his stomach and as
many in one foot. One of his eyes was
open, as though he had heen In the act of
twaking sight along a Winchester. lm:
Winchester bullet struck “Bitter Creek
in the forehead and tore out his brain at
the back of his head, and the other hit
tis hand as he was pulling the trigger.

Marshal Mix does not want to say
much about the killing, as the marshals
who did the work are still after other
men. The outlaws were killed at the
southeast corner of Pawnes county, at
the house of Dunn brothers, hear In-
galls, the oid rendezvous of the outlaws,
They were killed by Depoty Marshal
Behaffer, at the head of six other mar-
shals. The bhandits went to the Dunns’
house about % o'clock last evemng. It be-
ing moonlight, they were easily seen, and
Dynamite Irck was kilied outright, being
filled full of buckshot. Bitter Creek
made a fight, and two Winochester balls
golied him off his horse before he could
pull the trigger of his gun.

The two men killed are a part of the
gang that held up the Rock Island tmain
at Dover some timeago. They had been
chased ever since. Charles Pierce, alias
Dynamite Dick, Is a haif-brother to Tul-
= Jack, who was killed In the Cheyenne
country by Deputy Marshal Dudley
Panks. The express companies have hig
rewards out for these outlaws. The bodies
were embalmed and the express detectives
have heen wired for,

Deputy Hanks saw the bodies and rec-
ognized them, Osecar Hansell recognized
Blitter Oreek. The outlaw used to herd
onttle for hm. O. F. Hicks, a cowboy,
looked at him and said he punched cattle
with him several years ago. The horsas
of the outlaws were kiled, and their
gaddies and guns brought to this city.
None of the marshals were hurt.

Horrible Marder at Marysville, Cal.
Marysville, Cal,, May 2.--Joe Plerre, an
aged and decrepit Frenchman, who con-
ducted a pawnshop frequently under the
esplonagd of the authorities, was found
dead In his shop this morning, bound,
gagged and covered with blood. It Is
surmised that the murderers, whose ob-
joct was robbery, secreted themselves in
his quarters last night while Plerre was
known to be at a Salvation Army meet-
ing. After vainly searching for the oid
man’'s hidden treasure, they tried to force
the desired information from their vie-
tim, beating hilm when he refused to Jdi-
vulge the hiding place, and fracturing his
skull in two places. Despite his secure
tastenings, the «o!d fellow had evidently
struggied hard and long His blood he-
gpattered all the furniture in the room,
which was In great disorder. Today a
box of gold and silver watches and $i
in coin was found in the rooms. This
afternoon the police arrested Btewart
CGreen, alias George Duroy, an slectriclan,
and a harher named Miller. When arrest-
ed the latter tried to get his pistel, but
was prevented. COreen’s mistress gave
the clue to the authorities. Subsequent-
Iy, Green madoe a full confession, stating
that he and Miller had committed the
murder, but had got nothing.

masnly attributes, and would make good
use of it.
Senator R. C. Wilson, of this city, has
been engaged by Troy in the matter, and
it appears that for some time past Wison
has had the case in hand. As iz his prac-
tice he bas made a special study of the
estates of decedents, it !s sale to say
that Troy's interests have been%well pro-
tected. Wilson says that the will in fa-
vor of Troy was very carefully drawn,
and conveys the entire esiate of the de-
ceased, and that it has been preservd
As 1o the report that there were other
wills, he said he was not concerned, as
the Troy will was the jatest, except possi-
iy a will that is claimed to have been
executed devising to a neighbor’s daugh-
ter the ranch occupled by White, and
this will was afterwards destroyed by
White. With an attorney’'s usgal reti-
cence, he was not inclined to say much
coneerning the case, but the following
facts surrounding the life of White wers
gleaned from other sources, principally
from Aunditor John W. Troy, brother of
P. M. Troy:

At the time of his death White had not
seen his relatives in Utica, N. Y., for over
fifty years, nor had he corresponded with
them. His nephew, Plerpont White, who
was In this city a short time ago, says
that Ansel left home with a broken heart.
It = surmised by those who knew him
here that he had some difficulty with
his relatives hefore leaving home, and
there is a possibility of there having been
a woman in the case, as in later years he
made a practice of avolding them when
possible, His farm was located next to
that of Hon. Smith Troy, father of P.
M. Troy, and his prospective helr was
but four years old when White first met
him. As the boy grew up he became a
favorite of the old man, and was often
employed to work on White's farm. When
Preston was thirteen years old, the will
now ready to be produced was made In
his favor, and shertly afterwards it was
placed in the hands of the boy's fnhef.
After making the instrument, White's
interest in Preston visibly increased, and
he often questioned him concerning the
course he Intended to pursue in life. At
this time it i doubtful if the old man
had any expectation of receiving the
enormous fortune which was left him by
his relatives, as his long absence led him
to believe they would ignore him, but he
was evidently aware of the fact that his
relatives were wealthy, and spoke a num-
ber of times >f the large estates pos-
sessed by his father and two sisters. His
eccentric ways were net the outcome of
a diseased mind, for he was considered
by his nelghbors to be intelligent and
possessed of gosd judgment, espechhy
4n business matters.

TWELVEWAREKILLED

Kansas Cyclone Worse Than at
_ First Reported.

WIDE RANGE OF COUNTRY SWEPT

On One Side of the Twister Rain Fell—
Two of the Wounded Dying—
The Funerals.

Halstead, Kan.,, May 2—The cyclone
which late yesterday afternoon passed
through the western portion of Harvey
county, killing tweive persons near Hal-
stead and seriously Injuring several oth-
ers, was one of the most destructive that
has ever visited Kansas, Along a line
beginning in Sedgwick county, at the
mouth of the Brilge, within gunshot of
the oid Carlisie raach, and drawn straight
in a northeasterly direction to a point a
little to the southeast of Mound Ridge,
in McPherson county, twenty-five miles
in length, by actual and careful count
there is, or was, upon aAn average of one
farm to the mile, every one of which was
either totally demolished, or so nearly so
that in most cases It might as well have
beer

Deputy Hall is able to give an exact ac-
count of the beginning of this terrible
catastrophe. He resides five miles east
of Mount Hope, and was returning with
his wife from Mount Hope, when, just
after crossing the mouth of the bridge
over the Arkansas, thex observed signs
of clouds, suddenly thrown into violent
commotion, and after a few moments as-
sume the regulation funnel shape and de-
gcend rapidly to the earth a few hundred
yards in front and to the north of them.
Clouds of dust arose along its nath.

As far as known the dead are:

Four members of the Smith family—
father, mother, gon and daughter: Mrs,
Joseph Wear and three of her children,
Miss Cora 8. Neff, Willlam Armstrong,
Grandma A. Chapin, Farmer Bachman.

Among the injured? are: Joseph Wear's
child, dying; the widow Frye. internally
injured, recovery dowhtful; Mrs. J. A.
Oummings, serfously: J. R. Frizzel; Jake
Salineki, injured interally and on head,
‘unconscious; Mre. Armstrong, Willlam
Morrig, sertously; Cyrus Henson, fatally.

The storm lifted and passed directly
over Mount Ridge, doing mmch damage
and filling the town with debris. A ve-
culiar feature of the storm was the fact
that #t rained heavily east of the path
of destruction, but not west of i,

The funeral of the Wear family took
plate at' Halstead today, as did also the
funeral of Misg Neff. The city was in
deep mourning, and the funeral was at-
tended by peaple for miles about. The
funeral of Mr. Armtrong and Mrs. Chapin
took place at Burrton, and there was also
a large crowd and general mourning.
Crowds of people visitad the scens from
Hutchinson, Newton, Wichita and other
places. The doctors say that Mrs. Coats

Mrs. Armstrong, whose hushand was
kMfed, cannot recover. Mr. Wear, who
was reported fatally injured, was able to
attend the funeral of his wife and chil-
dren today. The neighboring farmers and
oltizens of Halstead held a public meet-
ing tonight to devise means to get rellef
for the injured people.

JAPAN NOT TO BE BULLDOZED.

China Will Ratify the Treaty— Then
Japan Will Recede a Little.

Tientsin, May 2.—-The emperor will rat-
ify the treaty of peace with Japan.

Prince Kung, president of the Tsung
Yamen and head of the military and na-
val forces of China, has resumed his
dutles, after a prolonged absence caused
by lil-health.

London, May 2.—~The Times' Paris cor-
respondent says that the papers of that
city are trying desperately hard to com-
plicate the question of the attitude of the
powers in regard to the Chinese-Japanese
treaty of peace. The correspondent adds:

“From an excellent source I am In-
formed that the rumors of an ultimatum,
collective notes, ete., are not founded on
fact. Russia, In fact, is not so determined
as i= generally supposed to push matters
to the practical issue of open hostilities.
The military resources of Slheria are not
such as to justify such an enterprise.
Germany, while apparently firmly deter-
mined to afford moral support by diplo-
matie pressure, has given no grounds for
supposing that she will actively intervene.
France, while faithfully keeping Russia
company, has certainly not entered upon
any agreement by which she'will embark
on an adventurous complication. Final-
1y, it is not true that Great Britain is in-
eiting Japan to resist; Indeed, it is quite
the contrarv.

“Great RBritain urges Japan to meet
tha susceptibilitios of Europe with all
the concessions compatible with Japanese
dignity and permanent {nterests. This
advice will not ha given in vain. It &s
expocted that Japan will give the Euro-
pean powers a mark of deference, and
wil renounce a defintte occupation of
the leoaoctung peninsula, consenting that
all other occupations cense with the ful-
fillment of other clanses of the treaty. I
{ @0 not believe that Eurape will demand
! more than this, and [ do not beldeve that
Japan will refuse to go as near as this,
This arrangement may be taken as prob-
adle, and 1t will shortly come about.”

In a leader, the Thnes says: The diplo-
matic gamae hatween Japan and the pow-
ors appears to be proceading in strict ac-
cord with the regular rules. Bverywhere
confidence prevalls that a pacific solution
will he attained.

(] The New German Tariff.

Berlin, May 2. —The reichstag today
passed the customs tariff amendments
hill. The measure includes a paragraph
giving .«e governmant full power to im-
pose additional duties as reprisals for hos-
tile duties of foreign ®tates, bat provid-
ing that discriminating duties on goods
on the free list shall not exceed 20 per
cent. ad walorem. The measure ralses
the duties on perfumes containing alco-
hol from 200 to 3% marks, and imposes a
protective duty on qudbiacho wood used
for tanning purposes. The new tariff
meéasure goes into effect July 1.

COL. WARING ON THE,.G. A. R.

An Outrageons Statement by a New
York OfMicial.
New York Telegram.

A morning newspaper published a long
article purporting to be an account of a
conversation held between Col. Waring, of
the street cleaning department, and Dr.
John Wilson Gibbs, formerly of the health
department. In the course of thé talk
Col. Waring was made to say that G. A,
R. veterans are “a damned lot of drunken
bums."

This moerning Col. Waring fssued the
follwing statement in regard to the mat-
ter:

“It 18 really too bad that a simple and
unoffending gentleman like myself should
have to make public annnouncement of
the fact that he is not a blackguard.

“A miorning newspaper reports me as
having said that the Grand Army of the
Republic are a damned lot of drunken
bums,’ and follows up this statgment with
a lot of unfounded rubiblish about my In-
terview with a Dr. Gibbs, who came intn
the room of tha board of health while I
was tmansacting some official business
with that body. He said he had had a
bill passed compelling the employment of
veterans; that he now made appMcation
for ‘a $1,200.place,’ and he demanded his
appointment. A discussion of the veteran
subject followed.

“Dr. Gibbs said that ha was a ecaptain
of cavuiry, and that he took John Mor-
gan. The official certificate of veteran-
ship on which he bases his applceation
for a position shows that he was dis-
charged from the service in Junuary,
1868, as a sergeant of infantry, and that
he had entered as an enlisted man in
April, 1885, He belonged to Company K,
1931 Regiment{, of New York Volunteers.

“I sald I thought injury had been done
to veterans by this legislation, that I for
one never appointed a veteran, however
good, without tellling him that I d4id so
with regret, for the reason that I ocould
not get rid of him without A!fficulty {f he
proved unsatisfactory. I may have said
that If veterans were the men now that

stand on thelr own fest and take their
chances on thalr merits. I =aid that if a
vetaran should be dismissed for sufficient
cause he would not go into tha courts,
becausae his chances of success would not
bea good enough to warmant anybody in
lending him the money for his expensas,
“Dr. Gibbs sald the Grand Army would
do that, and asked mo If T was a Grand
Army man. I said no, and that T would
not ba. I sald that I regarded the Grand
Army of ths Republic as a lot of ‘pen-
ston bummers’ He flew Into a rage, but
his rage didn't last long. There wus noth-
ing in the nature of an altervation. The
president of the board of health took no
part in the discussion, but Gen. lLa
Grange, tha prasident of the fire commis-
sioners, who, like the writar, is himeelf a
vetaran, attempted to convince Dr. Gibbhs
that he was taking offense unnecessarily,

May Revolutionize Treatment
of Concentrating Ores.

BY THE USE OF ELECTRICITY,

|

Discovered Simultaneously With the |

Ipswich Process, It Has Many '
Points of Superiority.

The editorial in the Post-Intelligencer |
of April 3, describing the new eclectrical
process of treating concentrating ores,
now in operation at Ipswich, England, |
brings to light the fact that a similar |
process has been invented by Alfred Will-
iams and W. R. Phillips, of this city, and |
the patent has been allowed by the United |
States patent office. This process em-
bodies every feature of the British inven-
tion, and has in addition.the advantage of
centrifugal force. The English process
works as follows: The pulvérized ore,
with a amall quantity of common salt, is
fed into a vertical cylinder, the bottom
of which is covered with mercury. In
the center of the cylinder is a carbon
shaft, which revolves and stirs up the
pulp. A current of electricy passes {rom
the carbon shaft through the liquid and
pulp to the mercury. e action of the
current in conjunction with the solution
of chloride ot sodium (common salt) en-
ables the metal to amalgamate, by virtue
of the chemical actign on the salts. From
this cylinder the ore passes through other
devices, which save shat the first process
loses

The history of the Seattle process is as
follows: Beveral years ago the first lab-
oratory experiments were made by one
of the invento:s, and several electrical
reactions between metals and electrolytes
gave encouragement to further research.
About eighteen months ago the inventors
made the first actual experiments with a
small machine, a couple of two-volt bat-
teries belng used to supply the current.
The results from this machine were more
than satisfactory, and since then a good
deal of money and time has been spent ,
in perfecting the process. The present
machine consists of a vertical steel cylin-
der fifteen inches in diameter. This cylin-
der revolves on a shaft, through which
the wires from a small dynamo are car-
ried. The electrdes are insulated from
the machine. When the machine is sta-
tlonary, the mercury lles in the bottom,
but as the power s appiled and the ma-
chine revolves the mercury climbs up
the sides of the cyllnder to the top and
connects with the negative wires. Thus
the mercury itself becomes the negative
alectrode. The sand or pulp is fed in, as
desired, with a small amount: of chio-
ride of sodium, and takes its place on
the surface of the mercury, according to
the well-known law of centrifugal ferce,
A stirrer, which plows through the sand
at right angles to the rotating contents,
constantly stirs and changes the po n
of the sand: and, as the centrifugal forca
acts on the contents according to thelr
mass, the heaviest particles are forced to |
the wall of mereury. The gold and silver, |

It i& a noteworthy coincidence that two
processes so similar in their working
should have been evolved at the same
time and at a distance of 7,000 miles apart
The Seattle inventors had no idea that
any one eise was even experimenting on
this line until the past month, when tech-
nical papers generally have been print.

AMES' SHORTAGE MADE GOOD.
Ex-City Treasarer and Ills Bondsmen
Make a Settlement,

The shontage of Willis L. Ames, the ex-
city treasurer, which amounts to over
$4,000, was made good to the clly yester-
day by his bondsmen and by his deeding

to the city certain property.

When Mr. Ames went out of office there
was a dispute between himself and City
Comptroller Ferris, the latter clalming
that Ames owed the city $1,44.52, which
his books did not show. Mr. Ames then
gave a check 10 the new treasurer,
Adoiph Krug, for this amount, claiming,
however, that the comptiroller was wrong
and that further Investigation would re-
veal the fact that he did not owe the ad-
ditional sum., The matter was not then
investigated, however, and Krug held the
check during his entire term and it was
found among his assets after his defal-
cation was discovered. In the settle-
ment with Krug this check was accepted
by the finance commitiee as so much
cash. .

A year ago it was discovered vpon care-
ful examination of the books that there
was a further shortage of $,017.22 jn the
accounts of Ames. A demand was made
on the ex-city treasurer and his bonds-
men for this amount.
claim, and the city comptroller caused
suit to be brought. The bondsmen made
no defense and several months ago pro-
posed a settlement, which Ames accepted
and cansented to. Beveral months were
consumed in negotfations, as it was neces-
sary that Ames should get his property in

shape to protect his bondsmen, who ad- |
