Very naturally after the games the chil-

dren are somewhat excited and too much
wrouirht up to keep very quiet, and a

novel and successful method Is adopted
to quiet them all without losln* time.
Aft'-r the songs and the Karnes all march
to their de-ks and Miry their heads in
their arms, while Miss Creelman sings,

soft and low. with piano accornparlia-

ment the melody:

"Little eyelids downward creep,
"Sleep, baby, sleep.

"Now, my babies, fast asleep,
"Sleep, babies, sleep."

The effect Is electrical. In three min-
utes all the little one* are as quiet as
mice and most of them have fallen into
a gentle slumber and have to be awaken-
ed when the work is again taken up. A
few moments before noon the bell rlnes
and all rise up, while the teachers aid
them to get on thelx wraps. As they
march around before they pass out each
throws a kiss to the teachers, the while
singinc the following song to a catchy,
simple air:

"Now our work Is over.
