Philadelphia, May 13.?The Spanish gov-
ernment has notifleJ the (Sramps, ship
builders, that the gunboat contracted for
to be used on the river ("auto, in Cuba,
will not be needed, as the Cuban rebel-
lion is practically at an end. This is due
to reports made by Gen. Campos, ntm-

mander-hi-chief of the Spanish troops in
Cuba, that 110 further ships or materials
of war be sent him.

Washington City. May 13.?Minister Du-
puy drt L,otne. of Spain, says the Taanpa
story as to a bloody battle in which 1.000
or more Spanish troops nor*l slaughters 1
is absurd. Me does not regard a denial
necessary, but he expresses surprise that
the public should be misled Into credit in*
a tragedy, which, if true, would be of
such magnitude a.« to be known by the
whole world. The minister points out
that such a great engagement would not
have escaped the attention of the Amer-
ican correspondents on ths ground.
