The evident upon which the state ex-
.pect* to send William A. Wilcox to the
gallows waa all In at 3 o'clock yesterday
afternoor, and Wilcox had a chance to

smile. for several wHnesses went on the
s?ar: 1 and **on» positively that on tV
night of S»pfe>m'ber 3. IM, when f'*har-
lone Fettlng was murdered, they saw him
In Ta«*orna an«l conversed with hl*n. The
third day of the trial was not filled wVth
so many sensational incidents as was the
s*»« ond day. Wilcox sat between his
counsel, and directly behind him was his
sister He smiled a dozen or more 'ime*
during the day. posted hi* counsel on
questions to ask certain witnesses, and
once, wh'u Mr. Atoelson. aa amusing

w.tt.»«s* was testifying, Wilcox con-
vulsed with laughter.

"Court doesn't desire to hear TO I," »e-
--marked Judge Humes, and Mr.
marie the defense's opening statement in
a c'.«ar and concise manner. It was
intention of the defense, he said, to fully
a d sa!ls»a-tor;ly explain away the evi-
dence which the state depended upon to

W. H. Wallace, a Tacoma bcttle dealer,
said that In Sep-*»mber, he had about'
two barrels of bo'Mes tha sa-n 0 style as
the one found In the cabin. S ich bottles
were very common in the state at that
time and Mr. Wallace sail he hal si, I
them durlnu September and fk tofeer, W:>.
to a half dozen or more drug stores in
Tacoma and to the Hill Syrup Company
of Seattle.

from Detective Kdwarl Cudlhee, who ha 1
charge of tihe case, and who says that
after the first trial he had a conversa-
tion with Wilcox in which the latter con-

fessed that he was 1n liallard between
September 5 and September 8. ISS3. and
that he had purchased the much talked
of chloroform for Jarm-s King, after-
wards murdered, »o that he could come
to Seattle and "do a Job." WSiether or

not the Fetttng murder was the Job re-
ferred to Wilcox, a cording to the *e»ii-
mony of Cudlhee, did not say, but tho
prisoner In the same told the
d«teotlve that ho believed King had
something to do with that murder He
hinted tiiat a former s>artner of King's
was the possible slayer of old Mrs. Fel-
ting.

Samuel A. Andrews went on the stand
«t 9:!V) a. m. and identified the pawn tick-
et found on Wilcox at the time of h;s ar-
rest as one tie had given the, prisoner at
the time the latter pawned with him the
suit of clothes identified as those from
which Saliinger had removed blood-
stains.

Samuel Cahn. a Seattle botde dealer,
testified that he had a great many bot-
tles similar to the chloroform bottle.

Ills Old I mployer Defends llim.
O. <'. Fennelson of Tacamt, who a* on»»

time employed Wil ox ns a foreman in his
box factory, and rays hi is ready to giv-?
him another job "aa x->oii as the jury de-
clares him not guilty," was the next wit-
ness. Wilcox, he said, worked for him
hack Kast. Mr. Winstock tried to bring
out testimony from him to the «-nect that
two persons residing in Tacoma, who first
gave testimony against Wilcox, owned a

box factorV which burned down under
suspicious circumstances, and that Wilcox
had Important evidence against them In
his possession. Judge Humes would not
permit such testimony, and after asking

a number of questions, all of which wero
objected to and the objections sustained
by the court, Mr. Winstock excused the
witness, not before, however, he had
brought out the fact that Wilcox had
made some winnings at gambling.

Dr. Emery, of Tacoma. testified that In
1592 he had trea'Pd Wilcox for a private
disease. Wilcox owed him a bill; also the
drug store where the chloroform was pur-
chased for the prisoner by Messena. the
barber.

\\ lloox Said Klny; Was Guilty.

Edward Cudlhee was the second wit-
ness called by the state at the morning

session. He told of his connection with
the case from the time he visited the
Fetting cabin on the night of the murder
until the beginning of the second trial.
Cudlhee said that some time after the
first trial he went to see Wilcox in the
county Jail.

"Wilcox," «ontinued Cudlhee, ".said to
me: 'I consider you a friend of mine and
I want to talk to you.' I replied: 'Well,
I don't think you have ever had reason
to think otherwise of me.* Then Wll-
-continued: U have been convicted of
this crime and I am Innocent. It's too

bad that I have to throw away my life
for sbmethlng I haven't done." I then
said to Wilcox: 'You know jvhat the evi-
dence was, Wilcox. I am sorry, very
*orry. and anything I can do for you I
\u25a0will do." Wilcox then said: 'Somebody
e'.se committed that crime; It wasn't me.'
I answered Wilcox: 'lf you have* any
pointers, give them to me and I will work
as hard for you as I would for anybody

else." Wilcox spoke up and said: 'King

had something to do with it. He's a crook,

lie told me he lived back In Minnesota
an l that he had a partner and they did
loss of crooked work." "

Cudlhee f-aid he told Wilcox that the
state had a witness who saw him get oft
the Seattle train at Tat oma between Sep-

tember 5 ur.d September £. IX'3, and Wil-
cox admitted that he had been to Ballard
looking for work.

"You should have told that at the first
trial." Cn llhee said, and the prisoner, ac-
cording to Ctfdlhee'a testimony, replied:

W. T. Munroe. ex-dav Jailer at the coun-
ty jail, said that he knew Julius Sallinger,
the Tacoma tailor, who was called by the
state Tuesday to identify Wilcox as the
man who had brought him the bloody suit
of clothes to be cleaned. At the first trial,
Munroo said. Sallinger had been unable to
identify him as the jailer who admitted
him to the jaJl to see Wilcox.

Kvldemre ofau Ailbi.
Walter Reese, pf Ta-oma. was the

witness examined In support of the alibi
pet up by the defense that Wileox spent

Labor day, IW3. in Tscoma. "f saw Wilcox
after 10 o'clock a. rn. in the Hunters'
Home saloon on that day." said the wit-
ness. ?

On September S. lS:a. the witness said
he saw Wilcox in the Hunters' Jlome sa-
loon. Wilcox remarked that he had made
a big winning at roulette, and asked all
up to have a drink. I,ater in the evening
Wilcox was gamhllng in the Paragon.

The wi: ness said it was true that. Charier
King, son of Jamrs King. had In January.
I l 't and in the presence of the witness
and others, made the statement that he
was going over to Seattle "to help hang
that
King came to Seattle to testify at the
Wilcox trial.

??Well, 1 was a d d fool."
Wilcox, Cudihee sail, could not tell the

name of the partner King had referral
to: nor could he give him any clue w here-
by the detective could get trace of him.
"As I was leaving the jail." testified Cud-
lhee, "Wilcox said to me: *1 have told
51r. Woolery the same as I told you. Un-
less he loetns me money to perfect my ap-
peal I will probably have to go the peni-
tentiary. I want you to go to Prosecut-
ing Attorney Miller and ask him to sign
a petition for my pardon.' "

Cudihee wild he answered that Miller
believe 1 him (Wilcox* to be guilty, but he
would speak to Miller nevertheless.

Cud-
ihee denied that be h i i tol l Wilt >x to
