London. .May I> ?At a meeting of tlie
leading city hankers and merchant* held
at the hanking house of Glynn, Mills.
* 'urrie & Co., it t was decided to form a
Gold Standard ri-fiinse Association, and
Mr Bertram Cuttle, the chairman of the
meeting, was eleoted president of the new
association. The following address was
then forwarded to the chancellor of the
exchequer. Sir William Hancourt:

"\Ve, the mer-hants and bankers of
the city, desire to address you with ref-
erence to the discussion which has taken
place in parliament on the question of the
currency. We are constrained to state
that we view with grave apprehension
any change In the system of the cur-
rency which has prevailed without Inter-
ruption in this country since lsltl We
believe any serious attempt to modify it
by 'he adoption of silver as a standard
of value, either alone or concurrently
with gold, will be followed by conse-
quen es dangerous to the trade and com-
merce of the country; and further, if it
were possible that such a measure should
not only become a law but be made effec-
tive in practice, or should become a law
without growing effective in praeti e. it
would disturb contracts. Injure credit,
check enterprise, and thus prove disas-
trous to both capitalists and wage earn-
ers."

Enormous Energy and Wealth of tho

New May 9.?The English statisti-

iian, Michael («. Mulluul, publishes in tho
Juno number of the North American Re-
view, just issued, an article on . "Tlie
Power and Wealth of the Fnited States.'

.Mr. Mulhall's conclusion is that "if we
take ,-i survey of mankind in ancient or
modern times as regards the physical, me-
chanical and intellectual forces of na-
tions. we find nothing to compare with
the 1 nited States in this present of

. and that the Fnited Stares possesses
by far the greatest productive power in
the world. He asserts that the absolute
effective force of the American people is
now more than three times what it was in
1 v,»». and that the Fnited States possesses
almost as much energy as Great Britain
Germany and France collectively, and the
ratio falling to each American is more
than what two Englishmen or Germans
have at their disposal."

He points out by a careful comparison
between the conditions in these different
countries that an ordinary farmhand in
the Fnited States raises as much grain as
three in England, four in France, five in
Germany or six in Austria. One man in
Ameri i can produce .is much flour as will
U d l'j«. whereas in Europe one man feeds
only thirty persons.

FUNERAL OF GIIESILUI.
Simple Religions Ceremonies

at the White House.

BEFORE THE HIGHEST OFFICIALS

Troops I>ea«i the Profession, ami
Artillerymen Are Pallbearers.

lomats Pay the Last Tribute-The
Body Taken to Chlcasn by Special

Train for Interment Today.

Washlnrton City. May 2?. The remains
of Secretary CJresham, accom IM,, ;i'4<l by-
President Cleveland an 1 pvpry ot
his cabinet and the secretary's family,
left Washington City at 12:15 on a s. eciaj

train for Chicago, whore the final inter-
ment will take place tomorrow.

In *l'"e. Secretary ("Iresham had love.i
most the military career of his anient
youth, and of all his titl- had been the
fondest of that of general, which he had
won upon the battlefield. In death, h-- was
wrapped In the Stars and S r ps an>l giw n
a soldier's funeral.

The whole city mourned the ration's
loss. Every department of the govern-
ment was close!, every flag in Washing-
ton City at half-mast. All the regular

troops in and al ut Washington City, cav-
alry. artillery and infantry, escorted the
remains to th« railway station. Mrs.
Gresham, th« li ken wife, was so over-
come by her grief that she was unable to

attend the services at the White House.
The casket was borne to the executive
mansion through the files of military and
deposited in the east room. President
Cleveland and his cabinet, as honorary
pallbearers, accompanying the remains
thither. The cast room had been draper
with a profusion of American flags and

decorate 1 with palms and potted flowers.
The black catafalque and th*' black seal
rug on which it rested were banked with
thrt rarest and most beautiful flowers.
The assemblage was of the most distin-
guished men. All the members of the dip-
lomatic corps in full court costume, re-
splendent with decorations and many ot
them stiff with gold lace and braid: the
officers of the army and navy in brilliant
uniforms, and all the high civil officials of
the government: the president and his cab-
inet. the judges of the supreme court,
senators, representatives and other digni-
taries and their wives were present to pay
their last tribute to the honored dead. All
were profoundly moved by the simplicity
of the service. It consisted merely of the
reading df the funeral service of the
Methodist Episcopal church by Bishop
Huixt, a personal friend of the dead secre-
tary.

When the benediction was sail the
strains of Cardinal Newman's beautiful
hymn, "Lead. Kindly Eight," trembled in
the air, and it was over. With bowed
heads those present took a long last look
at the well-known features and departed.

As the funeral cortege emerged from the
White House grounds the long stretch ot
cavalry with their heavy yellow plumes
and the artillery and infantry drawn up
along the avenue saluted, and the scarlet-
coated marine band played "Nearer, My
(Jod, to Thee."

The military then took their places un-

der command of MaJ. Gen. linger and
slowly led the way down the avenue to the
station, preceded by a band of forty pieces
mounted on heavy horses. There wore
four troops of cavalry from Fort Meyer,
the marine corps from the navy yard,
three companies of infantry, four batter-
ies of the Washington barracks, and four
batteries from Fort Meyer, In all about
1,500 men. As they swung down the ave-
nue to the solemn strains of the funeral
dirge the sidewalks and every available
bit of space in the windows overlooking

tho avenue were lined with people. As
they heard the muffled drums and saw the
flags the multitude was awed, and rever-

ently lifted their hats as the cortege pass-
ed. While the casket was being conveyed

to the train the Marine hand played "Safe
In the Arms of Jesus."

As the funeral train left the station the
military separated, the city became quiet

and its streets almost deserted.

THE Fl NERAL.

Scenes at the Arlington and tho White
House-Troops I.ead the Pageant.

Washington City. May 20 Before 8
o'clock this morning floral tributes to the
late Secretary Gresham began to arrive
at the annex to the Arlington hotel, in
which the remains of the secretary ot

state lay. Most of the floral pieces, how-
ever, were sent to the White House, where
the service was to be held. Mrs. Gresham,
broken in spirits, exhausted by long vigils,

and overcome with grief, was in such a
t'tafe that her daughter and son prevailed
upon her not to undertake the trying or-
deal of attending the services a' the White
House. At 8:30 o'clock, therefore, th**
doors were all closed and the stricken fam-
ily left alone with their dead. For almost
thirty minutes they remained, taking their
last leave. Meantime, without, prepara-
tions were being made for the military

burial. At 9 o'cloi k the doors to the room
where the remains lay were opened, and

the family retired to the rear apartments.

Capt. Pitts, of tho
steamer San Juan, telegraphed this morn-
ing thai lie had picked up a boat con-
taining nineteen persons, fourteen of
whom were passengers and five members
of the crew of the Polima The rescued
boat load was taken to Manzanlllo. and
then th" steamer San Juan started out
again in search of other boats from the
Colima. the presumption being that tha
remainder of the passengers and crew
were afloat In the other seven boats of
the Colima.

The state department sent an im-
posing delegation, consisting of all the
employes, down to the humblest messen-
ger Personal friends of the late secre-
tarv completely filled the part of the room
not occupied by officials. A few moments
before 10 o'clock the family of the de-

the open doorway, they had a plain view
of the catafalque. At a sign from Col.
Wilson the crowd in the center divided
and the casket was borne to the east
room and placed upon its su imports. The
floral tributes were gathered by the ush-
ers and heaped in profusion upon the
black surface of the casket.

The casket remained open In the east
room for an hour. Miss Kate Field was

the last person to look at the face of the
dead before the casket was sealed ami
the man h ta-ken up to the railway sta-
tion. A carriage with Mrs. Gresham and
her daughter Joined the funeral cortege
at the executive mansion. The hearse,
followed by a short procession of a
dozen carriages, moved from the White
House gate and halted in front of the
troops drawn up In line. The troops sal-
uted. Gen. Ruger and his aides lifted
their hats and the famous Marine band
played "Nearer. My Ood, to Thee." To
this music, the military detachments
marched past. When the last company
had passed, the carriage with President
and Mrs. Cleveland and the members of
his official household fell into line. The
relatives drove privately to the station.
Three bands played dirges along the
march. The sidewalks and windows along
the line were crowded and the flags on
all the buildings were at half-mast. The
column reached the station shortly bc-
.fore noon. When the hearse drew tip to
the sidewalk the Marine band played
"Safe in the Arms of Jesus."

The funeral train. made up of Ave Bal-
timore <% Ohio Pullman coaches, was one
of unusual magnificence. It started at12:15, and is scheduled to reach Chicago at
2 p. m. tomorrow.
