on silver. If an Ohio Democrat had made
the speech there would have been con-
demnation all along the Republican ranks.
The Implication startled me that there are.
In a prosperous state line Ohio, Republi-
can voters who wish to derrade our dollar
standard, repudiate one-half our public
debt, and pay their debts In cheaper money
than they promised to pay.

"I have not met s ;ch voters in New
York. It is difficult for me to believe that
a majority In any American state or in
any American congress will vole to create

a new dollar merely In order that thereby

debtors may evade the payment of one-
half or one-quarter or any percentage of
what they owe and have promised. That
would be worse and more Indefensible
than the creation in 1861 by Senatpr Sher-
man's party of a full legal tender dollar.
Then the country was in the agony of
civil war. but now there is profound peace.
Repudiation of private contracts had not

been attempted in our history until IS£5.
Whether our standard dollar was silver or
gold, or l>oth, it was from 17"2 to !>?>'- an
honest standard. an undegraded standard.

"Senator Sherman said at Zanesviile
what was new to me, that for fourteen
yearn after the resumption of specie pay-
ment, while the Republican party »'» a in
power, we had gold, silver and paper
money passing current In all parts of the
commercial world. I had never Known
that from I*Bo to laM. when Cleveland
came, our silver dollars and greenback

dollars were exportable like our gold dol-
lars. One of my objections to our present

government making full legal tender sil-
ver and greenback dollars is that they are
not exportable.

"I would exterminate forever the green-
ba k dollars, which, by their endless re-
demption character, make the chiefest of

our existing currency woe®. I would, by

International bi-metallism, and by coinage

at a ratio of to 1, and not by Senator
Sherman s bastard bi-metallism, exempli-

fied in his law of 1890. now repealed, lift
our standard silver dollar into <*. world-
wide parity with our gold dollar. I would
thereby put an end to the degeneration
of any coined dollar of ours. I would
not have, as now, one ratio, whin is 16
to 1. for our silver dollars, and a higher
ratio, as now. for our mined silver. I ob-
ject to Senator Sherman's misdescription
<»f the bi-metallism of \S92. which, on an
international ratio of 15 ! -2 to 1. I advocate.

"We have suspended the compulsory
purchase of silver and the coining of sil-
ver dollars. I urged it in the interest of
international bi-motallism. The suspen-
sion is steadily working in Europe to that
end. It has pursuaded Bismarck. If I
could have my wish I would have the
treasury purchase not another ounce of
silver or coin another silver doliur un'der
existli*.' conditions. The possibility of in-
ternational bl-metalllsin on a ratio of 15'*,
to 1 has been fairly tested by the whole
power of the I'nited States, exerted ear-
nestly and in good faith by congress. the
president and cabinet, the secretary of
state and the country's diplomatic and
consular agents every where."

Jojilah Lamherson Parrish was born In
Onondaga ci>'int)'. N. Y., October 14.
From his fa'her he learned the trader of

blacksmithlng and farming, and to them
he devoted most of his time till he reached
the age of 24. At that time failure of his
heaith from overwork cause.! him to turn

his attention to the harness an ! saddlery

trade. At about the same time he began
prea-hinir as a local preacher in the Meth-
odist chur. h. at Pike. Alleghany county,

K. V. In IK3 he was married to Elizabeth
Winn. Two years later he closed out his
business as a saddle and harness dealer,

and devoted his time mainly to preaching

until !<£*. fie was then appointed black-

smith to the .Methodist mission of Oregon

by the New York board. In company with

Jason Lee he came to Oregon in the ship

L* isanne around Cap# Horn. After reach-
ing Oregon Mr. Parrish spent two years

in blacksmithinc for various missionary

stations and settlers in the Willamette
valley. In 1*43 he was appointed mission-
ary to the Indians at the mouth of the
Columbia river. He remained there till

the mission was closed In IM«>. After a
short stay at Oregon City he was appoint-
ed to the circuit on th« west side of the
Willamette, his field extending from Port-
land to Corvallis. To the arduous duties
of that field he devoted himst If with cha r-

acteris'ic energy and faithfulness for
nearly four years. In 13** an east side cir-
cuit was added, extending from Spoor's
pla e in Lane county to Motalia prairie,
npar Oregon City. In 1*49 he was appoint-

ed Indian agent for Oregon by President
Taylor He entered upon hla duties a year
la; r, having in his jurisdiction the vast
region between the summit of the Rockies
and "he Pacific, bounded on the north by
the Straits of Fu?a, nnd on the south by

the California line. Through a curious
blunder he was appointed as "Joseph" L.
Parrlsh, instead of "Josiah," and was
oblig-d to do all business through the lat-
ter personage as deputy. At his reap-
pointment by President Pierce the mistake
was rectified. Many persons, however, be-
lieved that the two names belonged to two
men. Owing to ill-health he resigned after
the Rogue river war, at the end of which
the Indians were put on reservations. His
last work in that line was the organiza-

tion of the reseivation of which Port Or-
ford was the headquarters. These impor-
tant official duties having been well ended,
he was again appointed by the Oregon
conference as a misisoriary to the Indians.
In ISSS he was put on th« retired list. Af-
ter that time, though he had no regular

? harge, he maintained his conne* fton with
the conference and was not idle. For six-
teen years he was acting chaplain of the
Oregon penitentiary, holding services ev-
ery two weeks, for which arduous work he
received neither pay reward. On th#
alternate Sundays he preached to various
congregations, often Indians. In his fast
years he preached to the Indian youth at
the government training school at Che-
tr.awn. The name of this school was given

l>y Mr. Parrish from a band of Calapooias
who occupied the site of the old Methodist
mission near Wheatland, on the west side
of the Willamette. Father Parrish's fam-
ily by his first wife consisted of four sons,
Lamberson, Norman. Samuel and Charles.
The e! lest died in IS4O. Samuel was at one
tli-.e chief of police in Portland. The first
uf- died in 1855, and Mr. Parrish was mar-
ri I in the following year to Jennie
L. Liv htenthaler. died in ISB7. A year
later Mr. Parrish was marreid to Mrs.
Mat tie A. Pierce.

London. May XI ?The Times will print a
dispatch from Tientsin which says that
the Japanese are rapidly evacuating the
Leaotong peninsula, and that the move-
ment will be completed in ten days.

Paris, May 3L?ln the senate today M.
Hanotaux. minister of foreign aflairs,
made an important statement regarding
the foreign policy of the government, in
which he said that French national in-
terests were not subordinated to the In-
terests of other powers. He explained
that the part France l took in the Euro-
pean representations to Japan was
dictated by the interests of France, in
view of her position in Indo-China and the
protection she owed to French religious

missions in China. France could not see

the independence of China menaced by a
permanent Japanese occupation. If the
empire of China fell or was rudely shaken,
French interests would surely* suffer from
the consequent disorder and anarchy.
Russia, he continued, held the same view
regarding the necessity of maintaining

the status quo in China, in her own inter-

est. and Germany, likewise, had good rea-
sons for acting in unison with France and
Russia.

THE BOYCOTT ON COIOMBIV.

That FoolKh Repnlilte Points a
Claim t-»r Dtunages.

'W'ashinirton City. May Ji -4>n. Reenifo.
th" repre sentative here of the republic of
Colombia expects to be aut hortie-i bv his
government to present a claim against the
Vnlted States for damages sustained by
Colombia by reason of President Harri-
son's proclamation of tariff retaliation.
Secretary Rlaine effe-ted reciprocity
treaties with most of the South and t"(>n-
tral American republics, but Colombia and
a few other countries refused to make
such treaties They were warned that if
they held out at:\lnst reciprocity they
would be retaliated against.

This failed to effect any arrangement.
Thereupon, at the suggestion of Secretary

of State John XV. Foster, who had succeed-
ed Mr. rtlalne. President Harrison pro-
claimed discriminating tariff rates aeainst
the coffee, hides, sugar and molasses of
Colombia. This practically- ruined the
trade of Colombia, as her coffeee and hides
could not be sent to this country against

the competition of Brazil. Mexico and
other countries which enjoyed freedom
from duties under the reciprocity treaties.
These exports to the Cnite.l States reach-
ed about s,'«x\vM"> pesos, a peso l»eing worth
about 15 cents, hut immediately after the
proclamation they fell to almost nothing.

£olomhia protested against the retalia-
tion, claiming that the most favored na-

tion clause of the treaty with the Cnited
States protected her against the tariff dis-
crimination. Secretary Foster and the
Colombian minister. Senor Hurtado, car-
ried on a sharp and very personal corre-
spondence, and the minister finally left
Washington City with the statement that
he would not return until a settlement was
effected. No settlement was ever made,
and the submission of Colombia's claim
for loss and damage sustained will be the
result.

Great Petroleum Fire In Germany.

Another dispatch to a private
shipping firm from Guatemala states that
the Steamer Barracoota, which has t>een
cruising about the scene of the wreck in
search of survivors, picked up a raft with
nine passengers from the I'oltma.

The Barracoota ha*
not yet irut into port, but the Pacific iMail
officials suggest that the vessel probably
signaled a smaller vessel, which put into
that port to convey the m«ws of the res-
cue to the nearest town and thence tele,
graphed to Guatemala.

The latest details received here up to 5
o'clock are contained in ihe follow)nc mes-
sage; **"ollma, Mexico, May 31 «ix stir-

vivors of the steamer Colima have reached
here. They are John Thornton. J. E. Chil-
berg, of Seattle, cabin passengers; Peters
and Yindor and Seamen Gonzales and
Johnston. They are said to have reached
shore on a raft, and another raft with
five men Is reported from San Telmo. The
survivors state that the woman and chil-
dren were all in the staterooms and all
went down with the steamer. The survi-
vors also report that Purser Waifer was
seen In a well-manned boat, pulling away

from the sinking steamer toward shore.
It Is supposed that this boat is still afloat.**

Washington City, May 31. State depart-
ment officials are doing all in their power
to relieve the American survivors of the
unfortunate steamer Colima. The first offi-
cial notice of the disaster came to Assist-
ant Secretary Rockhlll Wednesday night

from I'ntted States Consul Declma. at
Mazatlan. He reported that 170 lives wera
lost and that the ship had on board '"tfdlrt,-
000 of American interests," supposedly re-
ferring to goods belonging to American
shippers. He asked whether he should
proceed to the scene of the wreck. Rock-
hill Instructed him to do It at once, and If
he could render any assistance to report
to the department. A message was also
sent t'nlted States Consul Bartlett at Aca-
pulco to learn whether he could be of any
assistant e, and instructing him to co-op-
erate with the consul at Mazatlan.
