The
back of the hewd was almast carried away
by the first hiow, amd the succeeding
stroke buried the heasd of the instrument
in the fordhiead. Another broke the jeft
Jaw and a glancing blow cut the throat.
All dn all, it i» one of the wormt cases of
butchery that Pr. Bamett has vet had to
nvestigate. The woman, in the opinion
of the physician, was dead before her
body wam set on fire, so that torture was
epared her.

When the circumstances of the horrible
murder became known upon the streets
many people commented upon the simil-
prity it bears to the murders of Minnie
Willlams and Planche Lamont, Theodore
Prurrant, who is under arrest for these
two crimes, also noted the similarity.
Durrant expressed himself freely upon
the atrocity. He said: *I could not help
but remark how much today’'s murder is
like the two of which T am accused. The
game elements appear in all three crimes.

Pullman Sues the Milwankee Road.
Chicago, May 31.—The suit of the Pull-
man Palace Car Company against the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul railroad for
$700,000 came up before Judge Seaman.in
the United States court this morning. In
1582 the two companies entered into a fif-
teen-yvear contract, which the road was
privileged to end at the expiration of five,
eizht or eleven years. The railroad fur-
nished $300,000 and the Pullman company
$100.000 for the building and equipment ot
forty-five parlor and sleeping cars, to be
run on the road. The Pullman company
was to take charge of the operation of the
cars and each year render an accounting
and make a division of the profits accord-
ing to the interests of each. The contract
provided that at the end of five, elght or
eleven years the railroad could pay the
Pullman company the sum of $100,000 and
become sole owner of the cars and the ser-
vice. At the expiration of the eight years,
in 184, the railroad gave notice to the Pull-
man company of its intention to buy out
the latter. The Pullman company claimed
105,000 for its fourth interest, and the rail-
road insisted on deducting several thou-
sand dollars for damages to, the cars.
This was not allowed, and now the Pull-
man company Is suing for $700,000 dam-
ages, the St. Paul road being willing to
compromise for oune-fourteenth of that
sum. .

In addition to the sult now on trial,
there is one by the rallroad company
against the Pullman pending on the chan-
cery docket asking for an order compell-
ing the Pullman company to render an ac-
nting for the expenses of operation
& the eight years the contract was in
force. The hearing of the case will prob-
ably take a week or more .

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THE NEW CONGRESS.

How Members Stand on Cur-
rency, Tariff, Income Tax.

ONLY A FEW ARE GOLDBUGS.

The West Is for Free Silver, the Cen-
tral States for Bi-Metallism,
the East for Gold.

New York, June 1.—The World tomor-
row will pubMsh a telegraphic poll of the
next congress, as far as obtained, on sil-
ver, the tariff and income tax. The World
sums up the resuit as follows:

“in a general way it may De said that
ot of 115 members who gave unequivocal
apswers to the stiver question,  are In
favor of free # favor b-metal-
lism, generally with the proviso of an in-
termational agreement. Onity 17 can be
fairly classed as fayvoring a single goli
standard, and the atitude of some of
these even s not definite. The South and
far Western states are almeost unanimous-
ly for free coinage, the Centmal states
lean toward silver with imernatéonal bi-
metallic qualifications, end 1t is only in
New York, New England and adjacent
Eastern states that there are any avow-
edly gold standardy men.

“In regard to the tariff only 28 mem-
bers are against any change, while &
favor moderate changes, and 29 are pro-
nounced for radical changes. A few are
free traders. The moderates are chiefly
those wno think changes will be neces-
sary in order to increase revanues.

“The income tax question brought out
many sharp and piquant answers. Forty-
nine congressmen eay they favor the
principie of the tax. Foriy-seven oppose
it. A great many evaded the question or
failed to anewer it.

“A few details by states will be inter-
esting. Alabama, Arkansas, California,
Colorado, Florida, Idaho, Mississippi,
Montana, Nevada, North Carolina, South
Carolina, South Dakota, Virginia, Wash-
ington and Wyoming are solid for silver,
so far as heard from. The bi-metalilists
are chiefly in Delaware, Georgia, Illinois,
Indiana, Jowa, Kansas, Loulsiana, Michi-
gan, Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, Ohio,
Pennsylvania and West Virginia. New
York, New Jersey, Penmsylvania, Rhode
Island, Massachusetts and Vermont have
the gold delegation. Alabama, Arkansas,
Texas, the Carolinas, Georgia, Louisiana
and most of the Southern states are solid
for the income tax. New York and the
East generaily oppose it. Elsewhere the
division is nearly even.
