Several years ago Mrs. Clark, tho
manager, was transferred to San Fran-
cisco, and rny sister went with her. Siie
worked for the company there up to five
or six years ago. She saved her money,
speculated In mining stocks and made a

She was In Chicago during the World's
fair, and she toid me she had loaned
some money on a fruit ranch at good in-
terest. I don't believe any one can ray
a thing against my sister's character.
She was exceedingly particular about
such things. A brother. Daniel Harring-

ton. and two sisters, Mary Bay and Jo-
hanna Harrington, live in Sacramento."

A BANKER (ITS HIS THROAT.

Pes Moines. la., June 3. K. R. Cassatt,
ex-stato wnator and president of th* First
National bank of I'ella, made h sensation-
ul attempt to commit suicide. The hank
vm closed today l>y order of Comptroller
F-ckels. It is In bad shape, and much In-
dignation exists over the matter. Cassatt
was largely Interested. For some time he
lias hern speculating on the Chicago
Hoard of Trade, and had suffered heavily
of late, one dial liuit week costing him
about 114,000. For some time past he has
also been dt inking heavily.

About 10:30 Sunday morning the assist-
ant cashier saw Cassatt In a room at the
rear of the bank lying: on a rot with
blood oosing from ugly gashes In his
throat. He was alive, but weak and un-
conscious. and probably Mill under the in-
fluence of liquor. It appears that Cassatt
poured poison into the wounds to aiu
death, but the whisky counteracted this.
Jiis farail> is prominent. His friends claim
that depositors in the ban*. will be paid in
full.

THE NORWAY CRISIS.

An Intelligent Statement of the
Fending Trouble.

NO LOVE LOST ON THE SWEDES

lIoTv the Two Conntrles Were Round
Together Under \)dp of Na-

poleon's soldiers.

The long narrow strip of country facing
the Atlantic on the Scandinavian p»-nin-
s ia, mountainous and rugged, and rather
stei<motherly endowed by nature, is in-
habited by a race of people intelligent,
patriotic, frugal, industrious and intensely
liberty loving. They are at this moment
drawing the attention of the world to their
< ountry. The development of Norway in
the last forty years has been marvelous
in all branches of her industries; -ut par-
ticularly as a maritime nation, possessing
today a merchant marine ranking third
among the nations of the world. It is
true, that her large fleet w*s mostly of
w (X>den ships, hut with commendable en-
ergy. ahe is now replacing the former with
first-class Iron and steel vessels, mostly
steamers, and they are building them at
home, thus utilizing their own material
und labor. While the returns are not as

remunerative as formerly, Norway's fLui
is seen in all waters, and as fast as tho
ships are finished there seems to be char-
ters awaiting them. On the budget of the
storthing for last year was found a large

sum as expenses and salaries for special
civil agents sent out by the Norwegian
government to different parts of the world
to work up markets for t tie" different pro-
ductions, and also procure charters. These
men are selected with great care, being
mostly \oung men of experience in busi-
ness. These agents are entirely Independ-
ent of the ofhcjal consular agents, ap-

pointed for l»oth Norway and Sweden, and
would be unnecessary if Norway had sep-
arate consuls. The great majority of the
consuls and diplomats, however, are

Swedes, especially in Europe. A great

many are appointed through court influ-
i-n<-e, many being encuinl>ered noblemen
and uristocratic sprigs with no experience

to represent a maritime nation like Nor-
way, the Swedes being more of an agri-
cultural and lumbering people, with con-
siderable effort at manufacture.

Here is where the present controversy

comes in. I'p to date the diplomatic and
consular appointments have been vested

with the Swedish minister of state, who
only consulted the Norwegian minister
when the appointment went to the latt.-r
country. There is not one word mentioned

In this act of union, or riks act, about
diplomacy or consular ?ervlce, and the
Norwegian storthing claims that what is
not mentioned in this act of union does
not concern either coun ry. Originally It
was allowed to exist, from economy, «s
the two countries are entirely independ-

ent of each other, having separate gov-
ernments, parliaments, l.iws, diifeitMt
custom regulations. Independent navies
and armK separate postal regulations,

different flags, and, in tact, are different

people, with different languages, so that

to the ma.kwity translation Is necessary.

The ctvly thing common is the king, and

indeed his position at present Is not to

be envied, as he has sworn to support the

constitution in both countries, and m>ist
govern accordingly. His svmpathj un-
doubtedly is with Sweden, where he was
educated and truly belongs, and whose
lunguage he properly speaks.

The constitution of Norway is one of

the most liberal In the world Tn fact,

a copy of the American and that of the

first French republic, and under its
shadow there is not much glory lnft to

Ifie monarch. Tito power oif appropria-

tion belongs exclusively to the storthing.

A bill passed and vetoed, if passed the
third time, becomes a law without tho
royal signature. War and peace are lodg-

ed with the storthing. Under this consti-

tution Norway has developed to one of

the most progressive and civilized coun-
tries in tho world. Particularly have re-
forms followed one another In a parlia-
mentary way so rapidly In the last few

years as to almost take the breath out
of the conservative party in Norway

and the still more conservative Swedes.
Norway has no nobility und no great

landed estates. The lar.d is mostly owned

In small holdings. The parliament of
Sweden, as late as IS<?5. consisted of four
houses, a relic of the dark ages, respec-
tlvely the nobles, the priesthood of tho
state church, the burghers of the city,
and at last the farmers. Any one cati

Imagine w-hat progress a country cou'd
make handicapped by such a classified
and antiquated body as that. The same
spirit of classes is manifest there todav.
There is a large a;i d powerful nobility
with great landed esta'os and privileges,
while the upper house of the Swedish
parliament today is more properly a

house of lorrls. the election to It is so

diflVult and complicated that there are
pt a -tlcally none hut counts and barons
a -1 wealthy aristocrats si'tinq there. The
great masses arei overawed, and onlj- a

limited number of her have a
tight to vote.

Sweden, be th* gains what they may.

prestige or territory. They for them-
selves se<-k only peaceful ends and pur-
suits. They will make war on no one,
but are determined to defend their coun-
try and flag to the last. The topograhy

of Norway proves it easy of defense.
Sweden found that out in Norway

is in reality a republic and misnamed a
monarchy, but as long as the present

conditions exist, and the technical pow-
er the king possesses as an executive is
used in a constitutional and parliamen-

tary way the people will not object. The
storthing successfully impeached the gov-
ernment of King Oscar in and will
undoubtedly do it again if need be. Nor-
way has not much of a navy, but a splen-
didly developed torpedo system; no stand-
ing army to speak of. but an excellent
organisation of volunteer sharpshooters,
numbering 25,000 men in time of peace.
These are independent of the small stand-
ing army. In time of war no one is ex-
empt from military duty. The govern-
ment furnishes cornpet-nt otti-ers to in-
»tru« and drill these Independent sharp-
shooters, and also supplies them with tho
very best of modern arms and ammuni-
tion. But there will be no war between
Norway and Sweden. King Oscar is not

a fool, but has the name of being one of
the wisest of European nionarchs. It
must not be forgotten that he has a small
following, even in Norway, mostly of the
ottfc ial class and their friends who would
be the losers by a more popular form of
government. Should the king, however,

by imprudent counsel of the nobility anil
bigheads in Sweden, resort to arms and
sen l Swedish troops over the border they
will meet a united people.

The first shot fired will no doubt be the
lighted fuse that will set armed Europe
ablaze. The hereditary foe of Sweden to
the northeast, with its young emperor, is
undoubredly watching prr>gress on tho
Scandinavian peninsula. The official press
of Russia is friendly to Norway, and if
hostility should begin Russian troops
would undoubtedly be massed In Finland.
The German fire-eating emperor would no

doubt like to help crush liberty-loving
Norway, but he evidently has his hands
full at home, and if Germany should at-
tempt to assist Sweden recuperated

France would throttle her. and one of the
most fearful of wars would ensue. The
outcome would not be doubtful. France
and Russia would come out victorious;
Norway would be a republic and Sweden
lose another slice of territory. England
would keep Tjeutral, unless there was gain

of money or territory in view. Why Rus-

sia should aid Norway, the two countries
so politically oppos-ite. many would ques-
tion. but the same question was put when
Russia sent a larg® floi t of cruisers to New
York in 1&I3, when France and England

seemed ready to interfere in favor of the
rebellious states. It had effect.

The Swedish people at large are un-
doubtedly opposed to war. and when they

see that Norway does not bluff, but find

out that they can have all the fight they

want, the question will be settled in
peace and on terms to suit the storthing.

The liberal party never had a brainier

set of men than the present parliament.

Mr. Castelar, the great Spanish orator

and statesman. < alls the Norwegians tho
brains of Europe, and not without rea-
son. for no nation of Norway's size to-
day has produced such a host of literary

Riants, many of them famous in this
world.

subject of Oregon by Whitman belonging

to that time has ever been discovered in
the state department. There had been
an agreement between the United States
and Great Britain, from 1X27, for joint oc-
cupation of the Oregon country, coupled
with the stipulation that either party
might rescind it by giving one year s no-
tice. This agreement was still !n force
in 1*42, and is was not till ISW that the
United States gave the notice an I re-
posed to adjust the question by making
the boundary on the parallel of 41 clrgtf es.
It does not appear, therefore, that, even
if Whitman went to Washington on this
errand, his work t.ore any actual fruit.
For all that appears to the contrary, the
claim of the United States would have
been maintained had he never gone to
Washingtra, or had he never come to
Oregon. Romance, however, ran always
do much with such a theme.
It is said, further, that but for Whitman

the large immigration of 1843, which be-
came so potent a factor in the settlement
of Oregon, never would have come to the
country. Undoubtedly Whjtman, by let-
ters and conversations, and perhaps by
public addresses, had done a good deal to
spread the name and fame of this new
Hesperian paradise. Others had done the
same?notably Jason Lee arid Kliiah
White, who, like Whitman, had visfted
the country and had spoken and written
of it. It was Lee who had started the
Peoria party to Oregon in 1840; it was
White who had formed and led to Oregon
the party of 1542. Whitman had been In
tho country since W36, and no doubt had
written for publication in the East, as
others were constantly doing, articles set-
ting forth the attractions of the country.
But to say that it was Whitman who col-
lected at Independence, on tho Missouri
frontier, in the spring of 1543. the train of
nearly 1.000 persons for Oregon is gross
exaggeration. His work in the collection
of that body of emigrants was too small
to be distinguished from that of others
who were talking about Oregon, and who
had spread the fame of the country among
those pioneers of the West who were little
satisfied as long as there was any country
behind them. James \\. Nesmith, one ot
the party of 1843, has left on record a
statement of the manner in which that
party was formed. He himself had never

heard of Whitman, nor, so far as he knew',
had any of the party. By a sort of spon-
taneous Impulse they came together in
the spring of 1*43 for the march
across the plains. There was . talk
of Oregon in the air. Missouri
w is the chief center of it, for her sena-
tors, Benton and Linn, were taking great

Interest in the Oregon question, and the
?talk about Oregoo was spread throuph
their contact and correspondence with
their pe.ople. Moreover, the Missouri
frontier was the starting point for the
long journey, and the gathering of a
wagon train for Oregon was an event
that called the adventurous and curious

\u25a0to witness it and swelled the numbers of
the emigrants. Nesm.th himself had in-
tended to come the year before with the
White party, but was a little late in
reaching the rendezvous, and so
till the next year. Some of those who
gathered In 1543 at Independence may
hive heard of Whitman, but Nosmlth
and others hive always said that, if
Whitman had any .part, agency or Influ-
ence in assembling the train, they did
not know it. Whitman, returning from
the East, overtook the train in the riatto
valley, after it 'had been a month or more
out, and his advice and guidance during
tho remainder of the journey were very
valuable; but we are not aware that any
member of the par'y of 1843 has ever at-
tributed to Whitman any appreciable
t-hare in the collection of the body of
emigrants who came to Oregon that ve.ir.
.Much hejon, therefore, is associated with
the narratives of recent times a;boirt

Whitman's having saved Oregon, by bis
winter ride in 1542, and his having organ-
ized and 'brought out the ftrat large body
of emigrants to the country.

Nevertheless, Whitman's name is im-
perishable* associated with the history

of the Northwest. Somewhat tardy rec-
ognition was s'.ven him "by bestowal of
his name on one of the counties of Wash-
ington, and we shall be glal to see Whit-
man college made successful and great.

The sad f ue of himself and wife not only

forhid any attempt to detract from their
merit, but give sympathy and roman-e
opportunity to enlarge upon their con-

stancy and devotion to the purposes of
patriotism arid humanity. Ir is altogether

probable, however, that, had they not
met their erne! death at the hands of the
treacherous savages to whom they were
trying to do good, nothing like so much
Importance would be attached to the
r.ame of Whitman In the matter o f sav-
