Pow»r of the* Holy spirit.
Mr. Merritt. who opened the serv'. e,

has ar earnest, pleading voice and an
impressive man tier of serious zeal. He
told most graph! ally how he ha 1 la'x»red
for twenty-five y->ars to build up his mis-
sion in New York city and the esteem
in which he was held by his parishioners,
and to find in the end that it was of
no avail, because he had not received the
Holy nhost. He told how one day, tn
hl« study, the Holy Spirit had come to
him. and how he had accepted it. How
glorious he felt In his new life. How.
tiefore the coming year, he was bent
from work and care, and how strong he
felt afterward. He implored bis audit-
ors to se: aside the gayetles of life and
seek the Holy Spirit and be happy.

Mr. Simpson followed and chose for his
theme, "The Promise, of th-1 Spirit."
which he handled in a masterly man-
ner. He is a quiet, plain-speaking orator,
who uses the choicest language and en-
livens his discourse with thrilling inci-
dents of every-day life, related in a man-
ner that creates the most intense inter-
est. He told a most beautiful story of
self-sacrifice tbat happened !n bis own
home In New York city, of a young girl

who was living with his family. He gave
her name as Ella, and said she had a lit-
tle bright-'yed son named Harry, with
whom a wealthy friend of his had fallen
tn love and whom he wanted to adopt
and make his heir, as he had no children
of his own. The mother after consider-
able persuasion and many tinally
consented, but when the papers were
made out and ready for her to sign she
discovered that the gentleman desired
tbat the boy should take his name and
become his absolutely, the fond mother
wavered, but on the advice of the speaker
consented. H-r told h >w rh.it boy was be-
ing raised and what an honor he would
be some day to all. This was given as
an example of self-sacrifice, and how-
easy it Is for a person to give himself
tO <iod.

Mr. Simpson's effort took up over an
hour, and was eagerly listened to. lie
held up as an example the Prophet Kll-
sha. whose early life and subsequent
greatness and goodness he fervently por-
tTayed.

The Higher *hrl>.tlnn Idle.
The divines chose for their second ser-

vice. which heran at -:3o o'clock, the
theme "The Fourfold <!ospel and the
Christian Alliance." After singing and
prayer. Mr. Merritt spoke for three-quar-
ters of an hour. His effort was given with
the same fervc and straightforwardness

that characterized his previous services,

and after carrying hfs hearers into a
state of mind bordering upon melan-
choly by telling of the wickedness ex-
isting in the world, he would dispel the
Impression with a witty and point d
anecdote.

This sermon was followed by a song

and another prayer, ami Mr. Bimpson
stepped forward and began what devel-
oped into one of the most scholarly ad-
dresses on religion f vrr

DR. KKAI oKOI'F TONIGHT.

The Eloquent Ilabbl to Lix-ture for tho
Benefit ofthe M<*l«*l Farm.

Rabbi Joseph "Kraut-kopf, c' Philadel-
phia, one of the most famous o" American
Hebraists, will lecture at the Seattle tr.e-

at?r this evening, for the purpose of rti's-

In? money for the model iaim which he
int« nds to ostablish for the> 1> neti? of or-

phans of whatever religious belief. The
history of Dr Krauskopf's entry into this
pht'anthropic work is told i;i a recent is-
su« of the San Francisco Call, in 'S!<2,

when the Russian persecution of the Jews
was at its height, he took the st?n 1 that
the proper place for the Russian Jew was
Russia. With that idea in view he decid-
ed to go to Russia to lay oefore the gov-
ernment a plan to colonize Jews either in
Siberia or some other available part of tne
empire; undertaking, if the matter met

with approval, to raise a fund from among
the Jews of the world. Knowing that un-
der the Russian law no Jew was admitted
into Russia, he made application through

th» state department at Washington City

for special permission to visit Russia. In
response to Secretary of State Gresham's
request, made to the authorities in St.
Petersburg for such permission, the an-

swer came that the request could not be
granted. Dr. Krauskopf determined to go

without permission and to demand en-
trance as an American citizen. A bill
meanwhile had been intoduced in congress

to the eff< t that unless Russia saw fit to
respect the treaty and to admit American
citizens within her lines, regardless of re-
ligious belief, the treaty between the two

countries should be abrogated. The Rus-
sian government, evidently not caring to

risk a controversy, deemed it best to offer
no opposition to the admission of I»r.
K rauskopf.

As a result he entered Russia without
interference and spent several weeks with-
in the empire, was given an audience with
the minister of finance, before whom he

laid his plans. The minister received them
in a most favorable spirit and promised to
lay the matter before the czar.

Meanwhile Dr. Krauskopf visited the
?Jewish settleou nts and agricultural colo-
nies in Russia, where he was surprised to
find the very condition existing that ne
had hoped to establish. He found Jewish
agricultural colonies numbering over 30,000

souls that had been founded during the
time of Nicholas?nearly 100 years ago. tie
found that in spite of a poor soil and no

available water supplies, the colonists, by
thrift. Industry ami sobriety, were pros-
perous. and their history made it plain

that large numbers of Russian Jews were
peculiarly fitted to succeed as agricult-
urists.

What Dr. Krauskopf saw in Russia so

filled him with the merit of the idea pro-
pose I that lie is more enthusiastic than
ever, and as an outcome of his visit to

Russia h»> now proposes to establish near
Philadelphia a model farm, with a view
of educating; orphans and youths, regard-

less of race or creed, into skillful farmers.
With such a calling he believes a briirht j
future will be open to them. They will
likewise he fitted to serve as superintend-

ents of agricultural colonies, which are
soon to be founded on a large scale, in
America and elsewhere. To help raise the
necessary means the doctor devotes all his
perquisites and lecture fees to the model
farm fund.

Dr. Krauskopf is a graduate of the Pin- j
cinnati Hebrew Union college, is founder
of the Philadelphia Personal Interest So- j
ciety. and was one of the earliest promot- ,
era of the Jewish Publication Society, j
which has d<»ne good work in giving to tne j
worM modern Jewish thought iipon Jew-

ish history and literature. He was the
tirst to take up the matter of model ten- ;
ements in Philadelphia, and has suet ced-
ed in raising a lar«-' sum which is soon to ,

be used in building the modei ter.e- j
ment in that city.
