Phelps. So the matter rests just where It
did five years ago and It is doubtful if any-
thing further will bo attempted by the
state department In the absence of some
Instructions from congress at its next ses-
sion.

Sir Edward Grey stated In parliament
vesterday that Ambassador had
been Informed that Great Britain would
consent to the arbitration of the Vene-
zuelan question under certain conditions.

The desire of Venezuela is to arbitrate
the entice boundary question. and the re-
qumt of Mr. Bayard In behalf, of the
I'nited States was In this direction. Rnt
the answer of Great Britain, as Riven in
the Associated Prewa dispatches at the
time, -was that no arbitration was admiss-
al>!n as regards retain territory- which
Great Britain asserts Indefeusilby hers,

though she offered to arbitrate concern-
ing certain territory to which a.pj»arently
Great Britrun regarded her title as

clear. The practical effect of this was to

reject tiie only proposition the United
States ha 1 i resented. A similar answer
was Riven by fin at Uritain to Venezuela
five years ago. but was rejected as an in-
direct refusal to arbitrate.
