Meeting at Ottawa.

A TRIBUTE TO PATRIOTISM.

grounds to take part In the Grand Army

day exercises today. Gov. McKlnley, of
Ohio, was formally welcomed i»y Gov.
Morrill, and was received with tremend-
ous enthusiasm. This afternoon he ai-
dressed a iarge autience it the taber-

nacle.
At !\u2666> o'clock Attorney General Dawes

addressed an audience of p<»ople,

who packed the tabernacle. While Daw«-s

was Gov. McKin ley appeared
on the platform, and a few minutes
Gov. Morrill arrived. Ex-Gov. George T.
Anthony, as president of the day. took
charge of the exeruses, which were be-
gun by song's by the Modoc club.

Gov. Morrill said that on behalf of the

G. A. R. of Kansas he welcomed Ohio's
governor, and In doing so his breast
swelled with pride, for Kansas had sent

to the war more soldiers in proportion
to the population than any other state.

He welcomed McKinley as governor of
Ohio, as a distinguished citizen, and. la.-t
arid best, as a true-hearted comrade who

had mar hed side by side with the hero, s

who had fought to preserve the I'nion.
Go>a MoKinley arose and the two men

grasped hands, while the multitude checr-
««l and waved handkerchiefs, hats, um-
brellas. canes and every available object.

Gov. McKlnley said that no greeting was
so sscred an a welcome that came from
his old comrades of the G. A. R. He
thanked Gov. Morrill from the bottom of
his heart for the wekvome so sincere and
earnest He remembered his services with
Gov. Morrill in the national house of

representatives. He remembered him
most because he so faithfully? stood by

the flag and his comrades of the Grand
Army Gov. Morrill was visibly affected,

and his eyes filled. Gov. McKinley. too,

was overcome, and he tried to rally by

savin* in a Jocular manner that he was
glad to « ome to Kansas because much of

Ohio was here, but he could not recover,

and the scene ended tvith prolonged
cheering. Thousands ttle>d past and shook
hands with the governors.

At 1 o'clock,the hour set for Oov. McKin-
ley'a address to the old soldiers, every
chair and every foot of standing room
beneath the expansive roof was occupied.

Gov. McKinley read his address from
manuscript. In the course of his address
he said:

It is the turn-
ing away from plans which ha,ve been
formed for a life's career; it is the sur-
rendering of bright prospects and the giv-

ing up of ambition In a chosen work; it
Is the sundering of all the ties of home
and family, and almost the snapping of
th« heartstrings wldoli bindue
we love; it is the consecration of self to
the demands of country It may inewji

diseases contracted by exposure or from
wounds in buttle; it may mean imprison-
ment, insanity or death; it may mean
lunger, thirst aud starvation.

"In oar civil war it meant all of these,

in this 'land of the free and home of the
brave' there »iro nearly 3,<W0,000 who
lo\ed liberty and union so dearly that
they were willing at any cost or sacri-
fice to follow the The blood of half
a million men was exacted in the fear-
ful conflict to save the country, and there
are men today by tens of thousands who
are suffering from diseases contracted
In the service of the government and as
many thousand* more bearing wounds
from which they suffer every hour in
the day. and some of these, alas! are in
distress from poverty. Our asylums con-
tain many poor fellows whoso hard ser-
vice dethroned reason and unbalanced
the mind for ever. Can we ever- cease
to he debtors to these men? Is there
any reason that they should not receive?
Is there any emolument too great for
them? Is there any benefaction too
bountiful; is there any honor to pa-
triotic men which living people can i'C-
stow that they should not extend? What

ed with greater ear* or attention to dura-
bility. The whole bed of the channel has
been stone lined, and the retaining walls
made of substantial thickness and at a
gentle graiient.

ease, but at seven places the channel
has been greatly widened, so that steam-
ers of o<ver 10.000 tons can pa*s in safety.
The depth and brea-ith of the canal are

,i n hour is to be permitted. Tne average

time <*f transit. therefore, for all steam-

ers should not be more Than twelve hours,
and much saving can he made by adopt-
ing; he canal route.

Moreover, the gain in safety should cot
be forgotten. Th>» difficulty of the navi-
gation in the sound is proverbial: the
wreck chart of the Danish waters \ocks
appalling. Th<= average number of vessel*
annually stranded or wrecked in them is

given by J. S. Holeburg, of Copenhagen,
as over 23* in the eight, years between
IS7& and ISSa.

There is no doubt, then, that a very large
number of merchant vessels will adopt the
canal route, in fact, the greater portion of
th« "Baltic trade must inevitably use it.
During the summer of IS9O the tonnage of
vessels passing through the sound
amounted to 300,000 tons a month. Hull
alone sent Sl.yOO tons; I,ondon half that
amount. Leith and Newcastle sent 42,600
tona, but these ports will continue to use
the sound, owing to their northern posi-

tion. If the canal secures two-thirds or
one-half of this amount of tonnage. It
should prove a paying speculation to the
German government. The price paid for
this great work was fixed at 15fi.000.000
marks, and even the extra amounts paid

GLADSTONE DENIES IT

Says He Didn't t*ive Lord Rose-
bery the .Marble Heart.

TRUE, HIS PAIR WAS CANCELED

But Xot at IT!«* Request-The Govern-

ment Did It to Preserve Us

Independence.

London, June JO ?Mr. Gladstone has tel-
graphed to tho Westminster Gazette a re-
ply to the statement made by the London
Times yesterday, alleging that the ex-pre-
mier had withdrawn from his pairing

agreement with Charles Yilliers and say-
ing that Mr. Gladstone's aotion was occa-
sioned by his disapproval ot the policy o£
the Rosebery government, especially in
regard to the Welsh church disestablish-
ment bill. Mr. Gladstone says the state-
ments made are wholly untrue as regards
his attitude towards the government and
the Weisti bilL He believes the govern-
ment, in order to preserve its independ-
ence while the measure was in the com-
mittee stage, had cancelled his pair, but it
was done without his request.

London, June 'JO.-?There .*an be no possi-
ble evasion of the fact that the sensational
and exclusive announcement in the Times
that Mr. Gladstone has surrendered his
l«atr in parliament on the pending bill to
disestablish the church in Wales is the
most staggering blbw the Rosebery gov-
ernment has yet received. The lilKual
leaders are endeavoring to mitigate its «\u25a0!-
fects, but it is unquestionably the most
extraordinary of the many extraordinary
acts in the gnat statesman's career. It
promises to withdraw in extreme con-
tumely his support from the government

which inherited his. own control of the
party.

The truth is that Mr. Gladstone is even
more of a churchman than a liberal, and
in old age he can not follow his party in
what must eventually result in the separa-
tion of the church and state in England
as well as in Wales. He had pledged him-
self to disestablishment in Wales, but ap-
parently has repented of it. As he is on
the steamship Tantallon Castle, at Kiel,
even his nearest friends have apparently
failed to get an explanation from him.
But the following statement has been
made on his behalf:

Since his retirement Mr. Gladstone has
never voted in the house of commons, but
his vote has paired against that of
Mr. Villiers, a unionist and the "father of
the house," who is too infirm to attend its
sittings. Some weeks ago Mr. Gladstone
told Lord Tweedmouth, who is staying
with him at Haywarden, that as there
were si»me points inn the Welsh disestab-
lishment bill which he did not approve,
he would prefer not to pair in favor of
them. The first of these points, dealing

with the treatment of the Welsh church
endowments, was reached, and according-
ly Lord Tweedmouth informed the minis-
terial whips that Mr. Gladstone should
be relieved of his pair. The liberal whips
sent word in due. course to the unionist
whips. Mr. Chamberlain heard of it and
immediately made the faot known to the
Times. He was not aware that Mr. Glad-
stone'* objection was confined to certain
specific points in the Welsh bill, and the
Ttanea assumed that Mr. Gladstone with-
drew his pair in token of general disap-
proval of the policy of the government.

Tho correspondent saw Mr. Herbert
GladstoiM. who corroborated in every

respect the foregoing explanation, which
had been obtained from another minis-
terial source. Inquiry among other mem-
bers of the party showed that Mr. Glad-
stone's action, even accepting it in this
restricted sense, is sure to preejpltae dis-
solution. which may come at any moment.
The tory leaders wish to force it. and un-
doubtedly enough liberal members will
follow Gla<lstone in opposition to the
Welsh bill to defeat the government. Well-
informed persons say. however, that Mr.
Balfour is as unwilling as Rosebery him-
self to go to the country now.
