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KILLED BY A THIEF.

Detective L. A. Conlee Shot
Dead by Alfred Simes.

HIS BODY FOUND NEARRITZVILLE

The Question of Jurisdiction Over the
Washington Side of the Columbia

to Be Submitted to Court.
Ritzville, June %5.—Speclal.—-Shortly
after moon yesterday L. A. Conlee, a

constable and detective for the Cattle-
men's Assoclation at Sprague, arrested
Alfred Simes, known as “Jesse James,"”
who has been wanted here lor some
weeks for cattle stealing. The arrest
was made at Sprague, and the officer
started with his prisoner for Ritzville
on horseback. This morning the body
of the constable was found by a farmer
tn the middle of the road about five miles
from Ritzville, riddied with bullets. He
nad been shot three times through the
heart, once through the head and once
through the hip. Simes, after the shoot-
ing, escaped, taking the two horses, and
was seen about 6 p. m. going north to-
ward British Columbla. This morning
the body of Conlee, after a coroner’s in-
quest, was brought to Ritzville and pre-
pared for shipment to his Home at
SBprague, where he has a wife and two
children, No details of the tragedy can
be obtained, but it is supposed that the
murderer overpowered the constable and
secured his revolver, as signs of a strug-
gie were visible and a piece of a pistol
handis was found near the body. The
shooting was heard by the raliroad sec-
uon men.

Condee was a noted stock detective.
Bimes has a pretty hard reputation and
s a member of a weil organized gang of
rustlers whose rendezvous was discovered
recently in the neighborhood of Rock
lake, a wild and barren locality in Whit-
man county. Here they had cached a
Jarge quantity of stolen goods and many
nead of stock in a cave In the rocks.
These rustlers have given the stockmen
much trouble throughout Eastern Wash-
fngton, and strenuous efforts have been
made to break up the gang. Sheriff
Thompson and a well armed posse are in
pursuit of the desperado.

Lew A, Conles has for a long time bheen
gocratary of the Stock Growers’ Protective
Association of Lincoln and Douglas coun-
tiea, and was known as one of the brav-
est officers In the state. Hiz body was
terribly mangled.

Con-
len did not think it necessary to manacle

goods from Britlsh Columbia without first
having pald the Quty thereon. In fact it
fs difficult to estimate the loss sustained
by the govermment, as the Indians them-
selves acknowledge that the praciice has
hesn In vogue for a long time, Inepeotor
Mishear had no trouble In as-ertaining the
true situation.

Car Thieves Caught at Spokane.

Spokane, June %.—The authorities have
arrested two of the most daring car
thieves operating in the West. Their plan
was to spot a freight car they desired to
pillage, spring the doors at a station and
board the train, and when it was in mo-
tion throw off what they wanted. When
the train slowed up they would drop off
and go back and pick up their plunder.
A short time ago two men went 1o a sec-
ond-hand store here and offered to dis-
pose of a lot of goods they had concealed
in a oache, thirteen miles east of Spo-
kane, on the line of the Northesn Pacific.
The second-hand dealer ' communicated
with Chief of Police Mertz, and he di-
rected him to go ahead and buy the
goods. They did this and last night the
| thieves went to the place with a wagon
| and secured $3% worth of dry goods and
boots and shoes, and started back to
town. The officers were stationed on the
road and placed them under arrest. The
men have also ben operating on the Great
Northern, and it is thought they are part
| of an organized band, as a telegram
found on them bore the information that
a car loaded with silks was coming.

Important Suit Decided at Port Angeles.
| Port Angeles, June 2%.—Special.—The
case of Van Lehn & Ballou vs. 8. G,
Morse, ex-sheriff of this county, was end-
ed in the superior court yesterday, and a
verdiot was rendered for the plaintiffs.
| This was the thirnd trial of virtually the
same case. Morse, as sheriff, represents
several wholesale dealers who sold goods
to C. E. Bell & Co., who were at one
time conducting a grocery business in
this city. Bell & Co. sold hteir stock to
Van Lehn & Ballou, but failed to pay all
of their bills. The transfer was claimed
to ba fraudulent, and the stock was
taken possession of by the sheriff for the
benefit of the creditors. Van Lehn & Bal-
jou then sued for damages. The first
trial resulted in a verdict In favor of the
wholesalers, but was reversed by Judge
| McClinton and a new trial granted. On
the second trial the jury failed to agree,
and the third resulted, as above stated,
in a viotory for the plaintiffs, the jury
standing ten to two, which, under the
new law, constitutes a verdict,

Polsoned Pies for Burglars.

Tacoma, June 2. -—Special.—Burglars
are becoming altogether too numerous in
the residence part of the ecity, though
there have been no big burglaries so far.
They confine their efforts for the most
part to stealing edibles. There is one
irate housewife in the north end whose
kitchen and pantry have been twice de-
spoiled, who is “laying” for the burg-
lars. She has poisoned some piles, and
every night she leaves them in a tempt-
ing place. The poison is not deadly, but
is said to he very uncomfortable to have
- in one’s stomach. Unlike Rough on Rats,
the attack takes place immediately and
if there is any dying to be done the victim
doesa die *in the house.” If a burglar

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A BOURBON WEDDING.

The Duke of Aosta and Prin-
cess Helene of Orleans.

THEY MAY YET RULE ITALY.

Many Notables Present at the Cere-
mony in London—France No Longer
Fears the Family of Pretender.

—_—

London, June 25.—Prince Emanuel! Fil-
berto, Duke of Aosta and nephew of King
Humbert of Italy, was married today at
the Curch of St. Raphael, Kingston-on-
Thams, to Princess Helene of Orleans,

seoond daughter of the Countess of Paris |

and sister of the Duke of Orleans.

to the church was spanned by triumphal

arches, made dazzling with color by a mul- |

titude of French and Italian flags and en-
signs and escutcheons representing the
arms of Savoy and of the house of Orleans.

Enthusiastic masses of people lined the |

streets and cheered the arrivals. Nine gen-
tlemen of the house of Orleans, in full
dress with gold buttons
walstcoats, wearing many orders and
other decorations, ha? charge of the
church, Among the first to arrive were
the Prince and Princess Joinville, the
Duke of Aumale, the Duke of Chartres,
Princess Margaret of Orleans, the Austro-
Hungarian ambassador to Great Britain,
Count Deym von Strites; Sir Frederick
Leighton, president of the Roval Academy,
and the Duke and Duchess of Teck.

The interior of the church was made
beautifur with artistic floral decorations,
softened by the judicious use of palms,
ferns and other plants, contrasting nicely
with the colors of the ladies’ toliets and
with the uniforms of the military guests,
In front of the altar were two gold chairs,
uphoistered with red velvet, for the use of
the bride and bridegroom, and on either
side of them were similar gilt chairs for
the accommodation of the witnesses to the
marriage ceremony. The family pews,
richly draped with red velvet trimmed

with gold, were reserved for members of |

the Orleans family and relatives of the
Duke of Aosta.

Infanta Eulalia of Spain, wife of Prince
Antoine of RFourbon, arrived at 10 a. m,,
closely followed by the Duke of Orleans
in evening dress, and escorted by four
gardes chasse (gamekeepers) in handsome
blue- uniforms, from the Chateau 4'Eu.
The duke took a seat on the left of the
bride’'s chair. The Duke of Aosta, in the
uniform of his regiment (he is colonel ot
the Fifth regiment, Italian siege artillery),
and wearing the order of the Black Eagle,
entered the church at 10:20 a. m. and shook
hands cordially with the Duke of Orleans.
The next arrivals were the Prince ot
Wales, the Duke and Duchess of Fife, the
Duke #ind Duchess of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha,
distinguished members of the diplomatie
corps, the Prince of Naples, heir apparent
to the throne of Italy, and many other
members of the royal families of France,
Spain, Italy, Portugal and Great Britain.

The Princess Helene of Orleans, the per-
sonification of womanly health and beauty,
a graceful athlete and charming linguist,
occupying a closed carriage with ner
mother, the widowed Countess of Paris,
crossed the Kingston bridge at 10:45, bow-
ing modestly to the cheering of the people.
Hats and handkerchiefs, parasols and
sticks were waved enthusiastically, and
the charming princess was visibly affected,
The enthusiasm upon the part of the
masses continued until the princess en-
tered the little old church of St. Raphael,
in which her parents were married in May,
1884. Duke Charles, uncle of the bride,
conducted her with old time grace and
courtesy to the vacant gold chair on the
left of the bridegroom, all present rising
to receive the Princess Helene. The
Countess of Paris followed the bride to the
altar. As soon as the bride was at the
altar the service commenced, both bride
and groom making responses in English.
At the conclusion of the ceremony, which
only lasted ten minutes, the Duke and
Duchess of Aosta entered a carriage, fol-
lowed by the Prince of Wales and Prince
of Naples.

Princess Helene is really making a very
brilliant match. Not only is she marry-
ing one of the handsomest, most manly,
popular and wealthy scions of royalty, but
she is also practically assured of eventual-

ly becoming queen of Italy in the same ]

way that her elder sister, Marie Amelie,
is queen of Portugal. For the little Ttalian
crown prince, a dwarf in stature, and
possessed of all kinds of physical defects
and disadvantages, is almost certain never
to marry, and, if he does marry, is equally
certaln not to become the father of an
heir to the throne; and next to him in the
line of succession stands the young Duke
of Aosta.

The duke is very rich, having inherited
the major part of the property of his
mother, who was a Belgian noblewoman.
}ie stands high in favor at the Vatican, not
only by reason of his own hehavior, but
also in ¢onsequence of the intense piety
and devontness of his father and mother.
S0 no objection is NHkely to be raised by
the pontiff, since the church has every-
thing to gain from such an alliance,
Curiously enough, the duke has once be-
fore figured as heir-apparent 1o a throne,
though not that of Italy. During the period
of his father's reign over Spain he was
known as the crown prince of that coun-
try, and bore the title of Prince of the
Asturias

He and his bride will make a very hand-
some couple. Princess Helene is without
exception the most bea itiful of marriage-

Mr. Glave first went to the Congo with '

Stanley when he was but a boy of 17 or 1§,
and when Stanley established the first
“‘stations’” voung Glave was put in charge
of the ono at Lukolela. He remained there
until the Belgidns took possession, and
then returned to England, where he had
been born and educated. When the San-
ford Exploration Company was organized
Mr. Glave joined it, and took out to the
Dark Continent a light-draught steam-
boat, with which he was enabled to reach
sections of the country never before vis-
ited by white men. When Stanley went on
his expedition for the relief of Emin Bey
he asked Mr. Glave to join him, but the
young Englishman was under contract
with Sanford and could not do so. He did
some valuable work for Sanford and re-
turned to England about the time of the
breaking up of Stanley's “‘rear guard,”
and, with Herbert Ward, whom he had
known when with Stanley, he came to
America. While here he wrote several ar-
ticles on African exploration, which were
published in leading American magazines,
It had been his intention to lecture in this
country, but he had a love of exploring
new &countries, and he joiped the Alaska
expedition which W. J. Arkell organized.
Mr. Glave had an idea that horses could
ba introduced into Alaska, and he took
soveral from Seattle and witle them made
a trip into the interior, where horses had
nevef been seen, He decsmed his exveriment
so succcessful that he contemplated the
establishment of a regular transportation
line from the seaports inland to some of
the mines, but gave up the idea,

On his return from Alaska he wenf to
Nova Scotia and other provinces in Can-
ada, and while there lectured on Africa,
at the same time contributing to maga-
zines. Since his recent expedition to inves-
tigate the African slave trade the Century
company has heard from him from time
to time. In the May rmumber of The Cen-
tury Magazine is an article descriptive of
the finding by &Ir. Glave of the tree which
marks the resting place of Livingstone,

Philip Phillips, the Singer, Dead.

Delaware, 0., June 26.—Phillp Phillips,
the ncted evangelist, died here shortly
before 5 o’clock this evening.

Philip Phillips was born in Chauntauqua
county, N. Y., on August 13, 1834. He de-
veloped a talent for music at an early
age, and later studied under Lowell Ma-
son. In 1853 he began to conduct sing-
ing schools in Alleghany, N. Y., and in
the neighboring towns. He united with
the Methodist church with wife in
1860, but before that time he had been
a Baptist. In the same year he brought
out his first musical publication, “Early
RBlossoms,” of which he sold 20,%0 coples.
The next year he opened a muslc store
in Cincinnati, where he publisned “Mus-
ical Leaves{” which had a s=ale of 700,000
copies. During the civil war he gave
powerful atd to the Christlan commis-
slon by his services of song in different
parts of tne country. In 1866 he came to
New York, and two years later he visit-
ed England, where he held services in
all parts of the country. He also pre-
pared for the British 8Sunday School
U'nion, *“The American Sacred Songster,'
of which 1,100,000 were sold, Several vears
later he made a tour of the world, hold-
ing pralse services in the Sandwich isl-
ands, Australia, New Zealand, Palestine,

Egypt and India, and in the cities of
Europe. He published a large number
of song collections, inecluding *“Spring

Blossoms,” ‘Singing Pligrim,”" *“Day-
