PATRIOTS DEFEATED IN HAVANA.

Umpo* PlwwM With the A*«l«tance

Given by the United states in

Crnshlrut the Rebellion.

Washinjnon City. June s.?Word reach-
In* offv ial quarters in City
indicates the fiiibuflferin* expedition
w-hich was believ ed to have ffone to Cut*
on the steamer George W. Chi Ids, has
come to an inglorious end. The boat wr«t
Iwrated reading Jamaica but noth-
ing definite ha* ever be*in heard as to the
Party tieyond vague statement* that they
had landed at some remote point on the
Cuban coast. The last of thes*» reports
was two we»ks age, on the fc7th inst. In-
formation now reached the officials here
thait l»-ads to the belief that the party did
not rwach Cuba, but met with disaster off
Florida, resulting in extreme hardship to
its members. Six of them have re-turned
to Key West in a famtehed cotvdition,
having lived on crabs in the marshes off
the keys of the Florida coast. From th«
far-t that there has been no trace of the
party In Cuba, the officials here believe
that rhose who liave suffered jirh hard-
ships are the main band of the Chillis
party.

Official information was received from
Haivansa today as to the engagement of
Maj. Gatvia Delcado with his Spanish
commatxi and < "assa.ies" insurgent forces.
Cassaies and two others were killed, and
the ba.nd disappeared. The < ngagwment is
said to have been imionam because of
its locality.
