#o had lived In the county twenty-seven
years. lle was shot when a cohild and
injured severely twice afterward. 1Ile
koaw Eggen from March until Oectober,
184 Eggzen worked for him, and wit-
pess said he owed him money. He met
Eggen on the day of the row in Kent
and was asked to take a drink, after
which he, Eggen and another man start-
o toward Harris’ ranch. On the way
Fggen got troublesome, ploked up the
churn handle and came towards him and
told him he had to have some money.
Witness told him he would get him some,
but Eggen insisted, and rushed at him
with a wild look, striking at him, and he
hit Eggen with the fork. After Eggen
fall down, witness picked him up and,
with a little help, got him to town, went
1o the hotel and secured him a room. He
taén sat up at night with him and gave
him all the attention he could. ¥e had
no more intention of killing the man than
he had of killing himself, and only hit
him to proteet himself.

Mr. Hastle, on cross-examination, asked
the witness if Eggen sas drunk, and
he said he did not think so; he never
saw him drunk before,

“What did he do after you hit him?"
“Fell down,"

“Did he got up again?” “He tried to,
and reached for the handle, and I Kicked
1t away.”

The opening statement to the jury was
made by Mr. Wilshire, deputy prosecut-
ing attorney. He made a plain statement
of facts, and thought that the country
being so open, leaving a way of escape,
the defendant should not have taken a hu.
man life, no matter whether he was in
fear of being injured by the deceased or
not. He accused the counsel for the ae-
fense of “badgering” the boy who testi-
fisd at the morning session, and said that
was the “strong’ point of the defense.

It Works Well in Seattle and Brought
P Admirable Resuits Elsewhere.

The Pingree plan, as in operation in this
city, is proving a success, and the promot-
ers of the undertaking feel encouraged at
the outiook. Ferdinand Toklas said yester-
day that there would be ready in a few
days a detailed report of what had been
done, and could say generally that every-
thing was going nicely. :

After the succese of the plan in Detroit,
many cities have adopted it as a means
of providing a living for the worthy poor.
The New York World, in a recent number,
tells of the success of alloting to some 20
famllies about 3% acres of land at Stein-
way, L. 1., and eays the work is to be con-
tinued on a much more extensive scale.
The plan was not put in operation until
April 2, and of the 24 families represented
some were alloted & quarter of an acre
and others half en acre, according to
numbers. The would-be farmers were fur-
nished with seeds, teams, plows, fertili-
zers and everything else required. In
many cases the very poor were allowed
Tl cents an hour while they were plant-
ing their crops, and this was done omly
when the appiicants did not even have
bread. A condition made in allotting the
ground was that et least one-half of each
plot should be planted in potatoes.

The 20 families assisted this year rep-
resent between 1,500 and 1,600 persons, who
would have suffered but for the free farm
scheme. The land was given only to mar-
ried men, or to men having widowed moth-
ers with families. The men took hold of
the work with surprising earnestness, and
eithough many of them had never before
seen 2 plow, they were apt pupils and soon
became advanced in agriculture.

The men aided by the Pingree plan at
Steinway are far above the average, and
would scorn to beg for anything but work.
Nearly all the families are such as are
commonly called poor but proud. They
would starve rather than beg for food,
but when the men heard of the freee farm
they promptiy went to the secretary and
made known their needs. There were
many appiicants whose circumstances
were most deplorable, but the most des-
perate case was that of a man who one
day entered the office and told how his
wife and three children were starving. He
wanted no assistance, only work. The
man's manner impressed the secretary,
who sent him over to Steinway. Later it
was learned that he walked all the way
from the city to the free farm the next
day, worked to the plow until late in the
afternoon, when he fell fainting in the
furrows from weakness, for he had been
two days without food. When this part
of his history had been learned, he was
promptly supplied with food and money,
and the other men working in the plots
about him took turns at helping him until
his bit of land was plowed. Today he and
his family ars in no danger of want.

1t took the men about twelve days each
to plow, harrow, plant and fertilize the
land. PBach guarter acre, it is estimateqd,
will produce fifty bushels of potatoes,
worth an average of 60 cents, making a
return for the work expended on each
tract of from $§35 to $100. After the plant-
ing was done, the farmers had little to do
but to go over the ground and weed it out.

A few drones crept in among the busy
bhees, birt they were soon driven away.
Most of the men seemed to appreciate tha
chance presented to them and acted as if
they wera very grateful, but a very few
put on a sulky air and indicated that a
farmer ought to be provided to do the
work for them

There are now on the books applications
from twice as many persons as have been
given allotments, but the season is too far
advanced to break any more soil this year,
Next year enough Jand will be given out
to suppont at least 1,000 familles. So far,
contributors have not been so liberal as it
was hoped they would, but 1t is expected
that there will be funds on hand the com-
ing seaspn to allow the experiment to Le
carried out on a more extensive scale tha
at any other city in the country, not
cepting Detroit. The treasurer of the frea
farm movement is Jacob . Sechiff, of
Kuhn, Loeh & Co., bankers, who was in
Seattle a short time ago with James J,
Hill, president of the Great Northern,

With few exceptions the desirable far.
mers hase stuck to their farms, and thosa
who have given up their allotments have
succeeded in getting steady and better po-
sitions elsewhera. All that 1s insisted on
at the secretary’'s office 1s that the appli.
cant Is worthy of assistance, as it is pro.
posad not to help those who will not, and
never have made an effort to help them-
selves,
