NVw York. July I.?The World publishes

an address from Gen. Rafael de Quesed.t
to the American people. Among other
things, this statement says:

"Many regarding the Cu-
ban situation have been made. They
should be corrected. I have received word
from Cuba today that Gen. Maceo is not a

prisoner. He ie at the head of his forces
and confident of speedy success.

"I wish to express gratitude to the
American people for their sympathy. We
are fighting a syrftem of Infamy and op-
pression We are fighting the Spanish
government, not the Spanish people. 1
find American sentiment with us. T have
more than a thousand letters from leading

citizens of the T'nlted States expressing
sympathy and efferlng aid in behalf of

free Cuba. I have told all these gentle-
men that we cannot violate the law.
They must wait until we are recognized
as belligerents by tfie T'nlted States gov-
ernment. Then we shall have all the men
and arms we need, and the war will end
quickly.

"I may say, however, that Cuba Is prac-
tically ours. Victory Is already In jjgftt.
We occupy nearly all the island. The
Spanish soldiers have the towns and the
ground they stand on. Despite statements
to the contrary, the death rate among the
Spanish troops Is appalling. The rein-
forcements asked by Gen. Campos are to

All broken regiments The pestilence Is
sweeping away the soldiers with Increas-
ing speed.

"Gen. Campos a few weeks ago had a

total force of 40.0«0 men. We have 20.000
armed poldlers In the field, but we have
100.000 men ready to go to the front and
flght as soon as they can get guns and
ammunition.

"The situation In Cuba haa changed
within a week. The yellow fever destroys
more mem In a day than are killed In many
battles. It is safe to say that during July
and August Gen. Campos will loso lO.OOfI
men from yellow fever alone.

"Wi want more arms and ammunition
W* could dispose of r.ofto.ono cartridges at
once. Tha m«n to use thorn are readv to
march at an hour's notion.

??Marti was a great organizer, and his
nervier* vr»re of inestimable value. There
has been delay In filling his place. Put by
July 1 his successor *lll bo Installed.
Meanwhile the yellow fever will have
slain thousands of the enemy, and wo
shall conquer.

"We shnli eoon be recognized as belli-
gerent*. The republic will be proclaimed
very prion. The first country to recognize
cur new government will be Chile, next
Peru and then Colombia, an 1 next Ar-
gentlne, The South American countries
are with us. Venezuela haa too many seri-
ous complications Just now to make any
official d«*monstration for Cuba. ChP.e de-
tests the Spanish sovemment. We have
her entire sympathy. Her wealthy and
Influential young men have held many
meetings recently and rent us substantial
aid.

"In North America the Gulf states are
with us to a man. Florida Is enthusiasti-
cally for Cuba. Po we are confident ot
winning our cause and establishing a sub-
stantial republic at an early day. We con-
sider our Independence now as good as ac-
complished.

"We wish again lo thank the pres.* and
the people of America for their sympathy

The
route asked for by this last petition
would tw-jrin at Virginia City on the Co-
lumbia river, thence by the way of Silver
postoffice, Winthrop postoffiee and the
n»w town of Ventura to the Slate Creek
mines. The distance from Wintfhrop to

Ventura is about twenty-eight miles, and
from Ventura to the Slate Cre*»k mines
about eighteen miles. The petitioners
urge the postmaster general to note that
If their prayer is granted he will be serv-
ing about 1,000 people In the Slate Creek
mines and about in the new town of
Ventura.

Glasgow i* the mode* municipality of the

world and we may aJ profit by it*experi-

ence and example. The oity council,
*rhich la the governing body, recogxuze*
three dutiee a_s being iaid upon it: To
fulfill! trusts by econonucai Admin-
istration of tne city'a finances; to Im-
prove public health. botn physical and
moral, and to give brightness and the pos-
sibility of happineas to civto Ufa Th.*
h.gh conception of tbe duty of a corpora-
tion not been carried out in full, but
no one will deny that a very sailafaotory
and successful attempt ha* been mad* to
live up to th* lofty atandard which ha*
been established. The city council under-
taken to supply the demand for water, gas,
e:».tile lighting, parks, public oath*, ware-
house**, and street railways, street clean-
ing. building, poiic* protection and vari-
ous minor service®.

The supply is obtained from Looh
Katrine, thirty-iiv* miles distant, and ta
copious and pure. There Is no b*»U>er wa-
ter furnished any city in the world, and
Dublin is probably the only cfty uiat gets
it cheaper. There has been nearly $12,500,-
(WO Invested In water works, in IB7U a
sinking fund was established, through the
medium of. which nearly three-quarters of
a million pounds have been paid off up to

t!ve present time, and it is expected that
the sinking fund will pay off th* whole
debt by 15*41, when the water works will be
the unburdened property of the co.-pora-
t'.oa In the meanwhile the supply of
water Uas be*n enormously increased, the
quality improved and the prtee reduced
more than fO per cent. In addition to the
supply of water for the u»uai purposes, it
is now proposed to drive machinery by
hydraulio pressure of 1.000 pound* to the
equaru inch throughout the busuieis area
of the city.

The Glasjrow corporation has Jon# been
In the fieCd as a manufacturer of gas.
In ISS9 it took possession of the
gas plants, which were owned by
two private companies, itnd com.
menoed the sale and production of gas.
The quality of gas was improved, while its
price was reduced. The city furnishes 22-
candle power gas a>t the rate of 6u cent*

per thousand cubic feet.
The street naihrays at Glasrow, up to

June 30, 18S4, were operated by a private
company. Six years a*:o the council en-

deavored to Impose certain conditions on
this company, such as regulating :he fare
and limitingthe hours of work of the em-
ployes. The company refused to make
any concessions, and, as a result of Its un-
willingness to act In «i fair and generous
manner toward the public and the labor-

classes, the oounoii decided not to re-
new its charter, but to take possession of
the street railway ftself and operate It.
It put on 300 new cars. 8.000 horses and 1.700
new men. The city introduced 1-cent fa re,
hitherto unknown, and made 4 cents the
maximum fare. The experiment of oper-
ating street railways by the city has
proved a success. The city has made
mon«?, and at the same time has im-
proved the plant and reduced the fares.
It new carries 300.000 passengers a wftck
for l-cerrt fares, 600 000 for 2-cent fares.
95.000 for 3-cent fares and 20.000 for 4-cent
fares. The next step will be to abolish

ail fares above 2 cents.
The distinguishing feature of Glasgow's

financial management is the sinking fund.
It is now applied to even- municipal enter-
prise of the city.
