Architects Punish Recreants
to the Code.

QUEEN ANNE SCHOOL THE CAUSE

Directors Criticised for Unfairness—
Views of Mr. King and Mr.
MacDougali.

The council of the Washington Chapter
of Architects yesterday took decisive ac-
tion in reference to the conduct of two of
its members in having submitted bids for
the Queen Anne school biiiding. A meet-
ing was held in the office of C. C. Evers,
in the New York building, and considera-
tion had on compiaints made against two
members who had submitted plans in com-
petition for the school building. On the
statement of facts both were expelled for
unprofessional condugt. The grounds of

this action are that one of the two men |
took part in the meeting at which sugges- |

tions had been drawn for the guidance of
the board of education, and had even made
certain recommendations, while the other,
after the resolution had been adopted,
was furnished with a copy and assented
to the provisions in every particular.

The resignations claimed to have been
sent to the chapter were not received in
due form, nor were they received until
after the plans had been submitted. Con-
sequently they were not accepted. The ac-
tion of the council will be sent to the sec-
retary of the Amegican Institute, at Prov-
idence, R. 1.

In addition to disciplining the two mem-
bers, the council also expressed its disap-
proval of the action of the board of educa-
tion in allowing changes to be made in the
plans after they had been filed with the
secretary. The following statement, signed
by George W. Bullard, of Tacoma, presi-
dent, and Charles W. Saunders, of this
city, secretary, was prepared for publica-
tion in the Post-Inteligencer:
