A SOULIER'S SUICIDE.

July 6 George Murray, a
soldier of Troop D, Fourth cavalry, 4K
years of age. committed suicide lust night
by taking morphine. Murray, who h*d
seen twsnty-thrss years' service, was on
several montKV furlough, and lived with
Alice Thorn®, a woman who purported to
be hi* wife. Dr. Bialock w-;is called to his
house about three hours after he hed ta-
ken poison, but he found he was too late
to do any good. There was a strong be-
lief today that the woman had poisoned
Murray, but the crime could not he fast-
ened upon her. At the Inquest today she
testified In tears that she and Murray had
quarrelled, and shortly afterwards he put
a handful of powder In his mouth, raying,
"Well, here goes." She said she did not
notice or realize what he had done until
he began to act strange, when she sent
for a doctor. She exhibited an order Mur-
ray had given her which was upon J»mea
Casey, a saloon man. for which Casey
had for safe keeping. Of this amount
Murray had drawn

Murray was a member of th® Army and
Navy Cnlon, under v. hose auspices th®
funeral will occur.

MILITIA NOT SENT.

West Virginia Miners Have Not
Begnn Open Hostilities.

WAGES INCREASED AT PULLMAN

Too* Thousand Persons Becrtt# an
Advance ol 10 Per Cent.?Wlckes

Says ItWas Promised Before Strike.

Charleston, W. Va., July s.?Gov. Mc-
Corkle's representative a: Eikhorn wire*
that the operator* have made a formal
demand on the sheriff of McDonell coun-
ty for protection against s threatened
outbreak of miners in that region, and
the sneriff has verbally admitted that he
is unable to give it. He has, however,
made no demand on the governor for
militia, though Gov. MoCorkle states

that he is In constant expectation of
such s demand.

The governor stated today that while
the men never, during the last strike,
committed any infraction of the law, yet

within the past few days the outlook
ha* materially changed. Instead of be-
ing content to wait for work to resume,
the miners are becoming restless. Many
of them are carrying arms. Several of
the operator* have tried to resume with
non-union saen brought from Virginia and
against these the feeling among ;he strik-
ers is very bitter. I-arge bodies of men,

some of them arir.id. are marching up
and down the valley, and while commit-
ting no overt acts, are practicing virtual
intimidation. A large body marched last
night in North Fork with every seeming

Intention of violence, but were prevented
by civil guards from doing harm.

"The situation." said the governor, "is
very aeiious, the men have <teen long
out of employment and are evidently
determined tint no non-union men shall
work. Special engines are in readiness
to take troop to the field of trouble, and
owing to actual service last year, these
troops are evidently qualified for good

eervioe."
Huntington, W. Va., July 6.?A dispatch

from Eikhorn say* everything in the
mining district is quiet, and that no out-
break is expected tonight. The rumor
that the strikers are going to make an
effort to destroy prop»rty seems not to
be well founded. All three companies of
militia in this county are still assembled
at tKeir armories, but C"apt. Lyons, of the
Second regiment, tlflnks their services
will not be needed.

PULLMAN WAGES ADVANCED.

Four Thousand Persons Get sn In-
crea.se of lO Per Cent.

Chicago. July 6.?Th® Pullman Palac®

Car Company has advanced the wages
of the employes at the Pullman shops 10
per cent., the artvance of wages affecting

about 4,000 people. No formal announce-
ment has been made by th© company of
Its action, as the advance has been grad-
ually taking effect in the various de-
partments during the last two weeks.

Vic® President Whites today said the
company assured Its men last year, when
th® great strik® was ordered, that wages
would go up as soon as the business con-
ditions would permit, and the present In-
crease was simply th® fulllilment of a
promise.

FREE SIEVER REPUBLICANS.

Threaten to Bolt If Unable to Dictate
the Party Policy.

Chicago, July 6. ?A special to the News
from Washtngiin City says: Western
6ilver Republicans have outlined an in-
teresting programme to be pursued In
the next national Republican convention.
Today a Western Republican of national
prominenoe. who arrived in Washington
City two day* ago, disclosed the pro-
gramme of the silver men in all its de-
tails, and it Is so audacious as to startle
tha political managers here. The plan,
he says, wis agreed upon at a confer-
ence of Western senators held last
month. The senators and other West-
orn Republican leaders who participated
In the compact represent th® Western
silver states, and pnofess to be able to
control the delegations to the next na-
tional Republican convention from those
etates. The*® states are Montana, Wyo-
ming, Washington. Oregon, Colorado, Ne-
vada, Utah, California and South Da-
kota. These states ara claimed solidly
for the agreement, and the states bf
North Dakota and Nebraska may yet

Join In the movement. It Is th® purpos®

of the Western silver Republicans to
meet a-.d choose delegates to the national
Repubidcan convention in the regular
form, and when the convention meets to
present th® name of Senator Cameron, of
Pennsyivan'a, for president. If Cameron
Is not acceptable to th® Republicans, the
convention will be asked to agree upon
soma other representative free silver Re-
publican. If It refuses to act upon the
suggestion, fh® delegates frtom those
Western states say they wfll march out
of the convention In a body, carrying
with them as many of the free silver
delegates from other states as they can
command. They will wait upon the Demo-
cratic convention, not as delegates, be-
cause they cannot be admitted as such,
but as a commission knocking at the
doors asking for the nomination of a
free silver Democrat, Senator Morgan, of
Alabama, prefeired.
Ifth® Democratic convention falls to set

upon th® demand. \he silver men will aban-
don both the old parties. It Is not now the
Intention of th® managers of the Independ-
ent political movetrnt to nominate a
standard bearer for 1W on an independ-
ent silver platform, but their efforts will
be directed toward choosing electors
pledeed to the election of a free silver
president, resrardless of personal prefer-

ences. The Idea of nominating an inde-
pendent free silver candidate prevailed

until quite recently, but was abandoned
as a piece of bad political policy, and fail-
ing to secure recoenltlon from either of
the national conventions, the silver men
say they wiil seek to hold the balance of
power In th® next electoral college and
prepare on® of the old parties to bring for-
ward a silver man in order to secure the
election.

Th* mor«n«nt outlined Is at present
cor.flnrd to the Republican party. The
Pfmorra'i declare that thev fear {Bat a
similar Insurrection may break out In their
own party, led by Southern Democrats, al-
lied wl*h Western on the money ques-

tion. This Is as very likely to
happen should the Democrats call their
national convention first, and for that rea-
son there Is much talk today of postpon-
ing the Democratic convention until very
lat". In order to give the free silver men
an opportunity to work In the national Re-
publican convention flrst.

FREE COINAGE.

Ell Perkins Quaintly Tells Some Un-
pleasant Truths.

New York Sun.
A man was expressing the manuscript

of a book and a box of electro cuts to
Illustrate It to Chicago publishers yester-
day.

"Are you a bi-metallist in his book?"
was asked.

"Certainly. Every civilized nation uses
the two metals?gold and silver?but the
United States is the only nation that has
coined as much siWer as gold. We have
coined 5t52f>,300,000 worth of eilver and
JtxJ6.oUo.ooo worth of gold."

"What have the other great nations
coined?" was asked.

"Why. they have coined less than half
as much as we have. England (the

United Kingdom) has coined and has on
hand $112,000,000 worth of silver end $560,-
000,000 in-gold; France has $492,-00,000 In
silver and SS£>,OW.OOO in gold; Germany
has only $21i.000?000 in silver and s£"->.000.-
000 in gold; Russia has only $48,000,000 In
silver and $446,000,000 in gold."

"Then we have coined about as much
silver as all of them together?"

"Not quite. Thfse four sreat nations,
with a population of 24?.000,0fl0 people,
have on hand $870,000,000 in silver, while
we, with 69,000,000 people, have $G23,000,000
in eilver."

"Where Is our silver now?" was asked.
"Why. J05.000.000 lies piled tip in the

treasury. It la rusting in the vaults, pay-
ing no Interest, and dropping In value.
Carlisle is begging the people to take It,
freight free, but he can only get Jw6.000,000
in circulation. The people won't have it.
They sling It back to the banks, and
then the free silver men Jump up and
cry, 'We want more silver'.'

It at 3 per cent., and that we've pot to
return !n gold. To tell you the honest
truth, this nation has got Just ?50,000.000
worth of borrowed gold In the treasury.
It Isn't ours. It Is borrowed to prevent
a run on the treasury, with $100,000,000 in
gold due the people b<»s.idip*. O, If we had
bought gold when we coined that $508,-
000.000 worth of silver now lying idle in
the (treasury as England, France, Ger-
many and Russia did. we would be on top
today. We wouldn't be the laughing
stock of Europe then."

"I>ld England and the other nations
atop coining silver?" was asked.

"Of course they did. They rang the bell
and put out the red light against silver
years atro. <since IS3O England has coined
$1443.000,000 In gold and only $14,000,000 In
silver; France has coined $18,000.f100 4n
gold and not a cent of silver, and Ger-
many has coined ?4"'.000,ooo In gold and
only $4.500,n00 In silver. They have b<»en
hugging the shore while our minora and
Populists have piloted us Into deep
water."
