Ban Francisco, July 12.—Damage suits
against the Heiena and Frisco ompany,
aggregating more than $350,000, were filed
the United States district court to-
The plaintiffs are miners and their
Jezal representa‘ives, who seek damages
for injuries inflic.ed upon the non-union
sniners who went to the rescue of the
company during the Coeur d'Alene riots
in July, 182,

The plaintiffs {n the suits are F. K.
‘Adams, Bamuel C. Coilins, L. H. Condon,
Yrank West and Sophie Johnson. The
complaint Pecites that the plain-iffs, who
were non-unfon miners, were kept in the
mill without protectlon from the Win-
chestgrs of the union forces, and that
ghey were s0 hedged In that escape from
the miil was impossible; that the men
fired many volleye from Bunker HIill,
and afterwards shut off the water and
blew up the mill with dynamite, kill-
ing all but thore who filsd these suits.

Trouble for Port Angeles Teachers.

Port Angeles, July 12.—A number of the
teachers In the public schools of this city
are between two fires. They were first
employed by the last board of school &i-
rectors to teach during the next term of
school, but now the new board has decided
to elect #ts own teachers and demands
‘that those who have been engaged by the
old board cancel their contracts before
their applications will be acted upon by
the present hoard. At the reguiar meet.
ing held last evening the members of the
board ignored their predecessor's action
by appoimting a new corps of teachers, and
from this list are omitted the names of
several of those who were employed last
year, and who are under contract with the
old board to teach again this year. Those
employed last evening were: EA Hatch,
Miss Pttts, Mr. Trumbarll, of Port Towns-
end; Miss Wagner, of Cheney: T. Bdwards,
E. E. Goodman and Miss Ella Guptill.
Seven more teachers are to be appointed
at a meeting to be held next Saturday
evening. In the past it has been the prac-
tice of the directors to select their own
teachers, but the present board is acting
upon the advice of Supt.

“To Save the Lives of Trainmen.

Washington Clty, July 12.—The finter-
state commerce commission granted a
hearing today to the receivers of the New
York, Lake Erie & Western railroad on
petition for extension of time within
vhth to comply with the act of congreass
reqliring all railroad companies engaged
in Interstate commerce to equip their
cars with grab-lrons and head-holds by
July 1, 1885. The Erie's attorney sald 7,000
cars had been equipped and the work
pushed as rapidly as possible. J. W.
Cloud, secretary of the Master Car
Builders' Assoclation, safd he bPelieved
between  and 75 per cent. of the cars
of the country had thus been equipped
a8 r~quired, but that to take out of ser-
vice &t one time all the cars not so
equipped would materially cripple inter-
state trafic. Mr. Morrissey stated that
the tralnmen would not object to an ex-
tension of time untll January next, If
assared that the roads in the meantime
would devote their energies to a com-
pliance with the law.

ORANGEMEN IN WINNIPEG.

Pledge Themselves on Boyne Day to
Defend the Schools.

Winnipeg, July 12.—The Orangemen's
demonstration today was the largest ever
held in Wimnnmipeg. Resolutions were pass-
ed ¢ the Dominion government
for its action on the school question. A
resolution was also adopted cailing upon
Hon. T. M. Daly, minister of the inte-
rior, n Ottawa, to resign. One resolu-
tion charged Premier Bowell with barter-
ing away the rights and liberties of the
peoplie of the province at the diciation of
the Roman hierarchy for thesake of po-
litical power, and renewed 1he protests of
the Orangemen against interference with
Maritoba schools. The resolution con-
cludes:

“We hereby pledge ourseives, in the
presance of this assembiage, that we will
even sacrifice our lives to defend our
schools and the liberties of our chiidren.”

Boston, July 12.—Over 1500 members of
the Qrange lodges of Massachusetts par-
ticipated in the annual parade in this city
today in observing the anniversary of the
battle of the Boyne. The procession was
heavily guarded by policemen. No hostile
demonstration was made. The “Little
red schoolhouse’” featurg of the parade re-
celved only slight recognition.

The English Elections Begun.

London, July 12.—The general elections
practically began today with the return
of thirty-six unopposed candidates, in-
cluding thirty Conservatives, three Lib-
erals and three Parnellites. Among . the
unopposed members elected is Right Hon.
George Goschen, Unionist, representing
8t. George's, Hanover Square, London,

German Bi-Meiallists Confident.

Berlin, July 12.—The Frankfurter Zel-
tung says that those South German states
which agreed to a currency conference
at the same time informed Chancellor
Hohenlohe that it was a mere act of
politeness, they being strongly against
any change. The hi-metallists themselves
wre in a very confident mood.

CLEVELAND’S DOMESTIC BLISS.

A Letter Written to a Friend in 1880
About to Be Married.

Atlanta, Ga., July 12.—The Journal today
prints a letter written in Detroit, 1890, by
President Cleveland to John Tempie
Graves, of Georgia, the distinguishea
Southern orator, on receipt of an invita-
tiop to the latter’'s approaching marriage.
Mr. Graves was closely acquainted with
Mr. Cleveland, and enjoyed his friendship
and esteem to a gratifying degree. With
the wedding cards Mr. Graves had sent
the ex-president a letter, paying tribute
to the beauty and tenderness of Mr. Cleve-
land’s own domestic life, and the influ-
ence of this high testimonial on domestic
life for the people. The answer came in
the following exquisite letter:

“My Dear Mr. Graves: We received the
card of invitation to your wedding a day
or two ago, and I am glad that your et-
ter, received only a few hours later, justi-
fles me, on behalf of my dear wife and my-
self, to do more than formally notice the
occasion. And, first of all, let me assure
you now that we appreciate the kind and
touching sentiment you convey to us In
our married state. As I look back upon
the years that have passed since God, in
His infinite goodness, bestowed upon me
the best of all gifts—a loving and affec-
tionate wife—all else, honor, the opportu-
nity of usefulness, and the esteem of my
fellow countrymen, are subordinated in
every aspiration of gratitude and thank-
fulness. .

“You are not wrong, therefore, when
you claim, in the atmosphere of fast-com-
ing bliss which now surrounds you, kin-
ship with one who can testify with unre-
served tenderness to the sanctification
which comes to man when heaven-di-
rected love leads the way to mariage.

“Since this tender theme has made us
kinsmen, let me wish for you and the dear
one who is to make your life doubly dear
to you, all the joy and happiness vouch-
eafed to man.

“You will, T know, feel that our kina
wishes can reach no greater sincerity ana
force than when my wife joins me in the
fervent desire that<==u and your bride
may enter upon and enjoy the same felici-
ty which has made our married life ‘one
grand, sweet song." Yours truly,

against Benjamin Harrison Milliken, for-
merly of Memphis, Tenn., a young man
wall-known in official and soclal society
in this city and private secretary to Sen-
tor Harris, of Tennessee, for house-
breaking and felonious assault. The al-
leged offense was committed on the night
of July 4, when he was arrested but sube
sequently released. Two days later Milli-
ken left the city and has not returned.

Milllken had beem a frequent caller at
the house of ex-Solicitor General Philllps,
on Rhode Island avenue. Mr. Phillips has
two daughters, Gertrude and Nora, both
accomplished young ladies of high chare
acter, and to the former Milliken was es.
pecially attentive. On the night of the
Fourth Milliken called and asked for Miss
Gertrude, When the latter saw him she
noticed that he acted queerly, as if he was
under the influence of liquor. She left
him at once, an® retired to her room. Mil-
liken then summoned a servant and sent
his card up to the young lady, but she re<
fused to ece him again, and the servant
showed him the door. About midnight,
after every one in the house had retired,
Mr. Phillips was suddenly aroused by his
daughter Nora calling him excitedly. A

Nora and Gertrude ocgupied communi-
cating rooms on the third floor. When
Mr. Phillips reached this room he found
both giris there in a high state of ex-
excitement, QGertrude being apparently
terror-stricken. The door leading into
the latter's room was locked, and Ger-
trude finally managed to tell him thers
was & man fn her room. She had been
awakened by the smell of chloroform,
and had found a man leaning over her.
She struck his hand away from her and
escaped to her sister’s room.

Mr. Phiilips started for his daughter's
room, while his wife and daughter ran to
the lower floor. He was joined by his
partner and two policemen. The man ran
downstalirs and escaped into ihe back
yard. As he passed the light he was
recognized as Milllkken. The police fol-
lowed and arrested the man, and he was
taken to the station house. He was re-
leased later in the night. How he got
into the house is not known.

To those who are convinced of the in-
nate talent for music of the megro, as
well as to those who deny him the pos-
session of any musical gift except such
as is Implied in his unquestioned capac-
ity for mimicry, a visit to the show
called ‘‘Black America” is recommended.
There is a large amount of extraneous
and uninteresting matter in the enter-
tairment which Mr. Saulsbury has pro-
vided, but the good things outweigh the
bad many times over, and are capahle of
giving a jaded and mentally weary mor-
tal such a stimulus as he will wait for in
vain at the conwventlonal diversion of our
theaters. No one can listen to the sing-
ing of the 500 ehoristers at Ambrose park
without marvelling at the results pro-
duced by the rude people who have been
gathered together there. The question is
one entirely distinet from the ethnologl-
cal value of the songs which are sung.
The Mst, t mdst be confessed, is dis-
tinctly disappointing to the studemnt of
negro song in America, and will help to
confirm the motion, already widespread,
that the negro, in slavery and out of
slavery, sang and sings only eongs
learned from the whites,

But that is little to the present purpose;
here is the great and impressive fact in
the ca=e: A choir of black people, inno-
cent of all culture, produces effects with
its singing which may without exaggera-
tion be said to be unique in the history
of choral singing in America or any other
country. Singing in the open air at a
great distance from the listeners, without
aconstical helps save the open sheds in

society in a hall is as children’s
murmurings. This reeult {8 not due to a
studied pursuit of effects. It is an ebul-
litlon of the inborn feeling which the
singers have for music. The choir sings |
because 1ts members love to sing. Study,
even cursarily, the work of the best of
our amateur choirs devoted to artistic
music, and you will be compelled to rec-
ogn'ze that a large percentage of the peo-
ple in the singers seats do not sing at
all. Not so with the singers at Ambrose
park. It is protably as difficult to keep
them from singing as it seems impossi-
Yle to keep them from dancing when-
ever the programme leaves them unoc-
cupled for a moment. The result i{s that
their whole souls go into the music. To
listen long to the torture to rwhich their
voices are frequently subjected would
drive a *“voice bhuflder’” Into a mad housa,
but frequently it is just this want of
temparance and artistic correctness which
lends the paculiar charm to the singing.
It enhances the singular quality which
nazro volces possess,

This quality is most prominent in the
low voices—the contraltos and basses;
in the mass choir the sopranos are not
assertive. The effect is rather that of an
organ used in tha old-fashioned way,
that is, as first of all a harmony instru-
but the contraltos, singing a volce
which it would not he easy to reconcile
with conventional notions of part-writ-

ment;
