The oral or written word can hardly in
itself produce an effect of sensuous
heauty by its auditory or yisual image,
even If #t presenis itself rhythmically
regulated ang renderd musical by the
tinkling of rhyme. It must operate al-
most solely by s content, by the
thoughts or emotions it communicates.

scribed, mwust be purely disagreeable.
The unconscientious and non-tragical, or
falsely tragical, portrayals of vice and
ertme in literature have mno doubt their
public, the public of the gaols; but a
healthy mind feels itself violemtly re-
pelied by works of this kind, and finds

ever, upon a writer's point of view, and
on the emotions with which he regards
his subject, and which the reader is in-
tended to share.

Stock Raisers Realize That the Wheel
Has Come to Stay.

With very good reason, the horse dealers
attrib

use of electricity and cables for horse trac-
n_m‘n on the street rallways throughout the
Union has, of course, very much to do with
it. The horse has been displaced, to a
large extent, by these new agencles both
as a beast of burder and an animal useq
for pleasure. The dealers, however, pro-
fess, and perhaps feel, confidence that the
competition of the bicycle is due to a
merely passing fancy or hohby. They =ay
x}?a‘: the passion for bicycle riding is too
violent to last, and that in the course of
one or two years the horse will resumes
his place in the interest and affections of
men and women, and the machine will ba
laid away as a toy of which people have
grown weary. The diminution of the de-
mand for draught horses because of the
substitution of electricity for horse power,
they admit, will continue indefinitely and
steadily hecome greater. Here in New
York, for instance, the time is near at
hand when !t will displace horses entirely
from the stree: rallways, and the same
will be the case with the cities and towns
of the Union generally. The experiments
with carriages run by electricity or petro-
leum, which have been made recently in
France, suggest that the horse will have
a new competitor not merely in the cities,
but along country reads and in agricul-
tural operations. As It is, a very fair
horse can be Bought for about the price
of a cow. The rare and Incontestably su.
perior beast may fetch about as much as
ever, but the ordinary horse of ordinary
and even good hreeding s very cheap.

The use of the hicycle has increased at
a rapid rate during the last year. Tt
would be safe to say that there are three
times as many wheelers as there were
last summer, though then the number
was greit. Pronably there are five times
as many. The level roads in the nelgh-
borhood of New York are crowded with
bicycle riders on Saturday afternoon
more especially. and on all days they are
numerous, and much more numerous
than the people who drive horses
pleasure.
