INTEREST OX STATE WARRANTS.

Important Opinion by the Attorney
Qetwrel of the State.

Olympla. July IS.--Special.?The follow-
ing opinion regarding interest on state

warrants has been rendered by the at-
torney general:
Hon. O. A. Bowen, Stats Treasurer,

Olympla, Wash.:
Dear Sir?l am in receipt of your com-

munication submitting for my advice the
following inquiry:

"When no ra'e of interest Is stlpula'el
on state warrants Issued subsequent to

the taking effeot of the law relating to
interest, approved March 3>\ i»®», will
s«i-h warrants bear 7 or S per cent, in-
terest?"

Prior to the act of February 11, 1«W.
there was no law fixing any of in
terest upon state warrants, but by that
act the legal rate of Interest was fixed
at 8 per cent, per annum, and It was
further provided that state warrants
should bear Interest at a rate not ex-
re. ling the legal rate This set taken
In connection with the administrative
practice that had prevailed In the atats
and territory since Its organization, of
paying Interest on state warrants at the
rate of I<* cent, per annum, was In-
variably construed to fix the rate of In-
terest upon state warrants at S per cent,

per annum, unless another rate was spe-
cified by spe dal act. By the act cf Mar. h

20. (see Laws of M>>. page 34!'), the
leeal rate of Interest on a loan or for-
bearance of money Is fixed at 7 per cent,

per annum were no other rate is spe.-i-

--fied But section 1, of that act, which fixes
the rate at 7 per cent, per annutns make,

no reference whatever to state or other
public warrants, while section 3 provides

as follows:

Days' Debate.

? Judges and Gentlemen: It is agreed be-

tween Mr. Harvey and myself that pre-
vious to entering upon the general discus-
sion each of us shall make a brief state-

ment defining ;n a general way the posi-
tion he proposes to occupy in this debate.

"The question which we are about to dis-
cuss is one that is not only receiving very
gnat attention among the people of the
United States, but It is one that also is
receiving some attention from the nations

of the Old World. The question involves
the kind of money that shall be used by

the United States, and has to do with laws
which will affect the great business inter-

ests of this nation. The question cf
finance Is a very complicated one. and
there are some features of It about which
the ablest men ot" the world hav% been
differing for years.

"The foundation of the discussion upon
which we are about to enter is a small
book published by Mr. Harvey, my oppo-
nent, and entitled "Coin's Financial
School.' The real aim and object of that
book is to convince the people of the
United States that this government should
alone at onc<» enter upon the free and un-
limited coinage of silver upon the old ra-

tio of W to I. The wisdom of such a

course 1 dispute. Mr. Harvey will still
maintain the affirmative of that issue, t

will stale In the outset that from the be-
ginning to the end of the book there >s

hardly a proposition made tp which I give

my assent. I propose to contro\ert many
things which are stated as facts, and shall
attempt to prove that the entire theory

set forth by !ts author, if adopte 1 by the
people of this country, would lead only to

business disaster and financial ruin, I do

not remember new ever to hare examine
a book carefully in which 1 found so few

statements that 1 consider worthy of be
lief, and I certainly never saw so many
err irs crammed into so few pages.

"I am not here as an opponent of bi-

metallism. I believe in the use of gold

and silver as money to the fullest extent
that can b<> done on sound business prin-

ciples. My position upon this Question has

been too frequently stated within the last

Ave years to be misunderstood bv any on-
I believe that both gold and silver are rh»

natural money of the \u25a0world. That in all

the larger transactions gold is better
adapted to the needs of the people tnan
silver; that all the smaller business trans-

actions of the human family for years
havo been and always should be conduct-

ed *\ith silver. I also believe that in all

transactions of the nations of tfc* world,
between themselves, the two mpala

should be used in the settling of balances,

but only at their commercial value. 1

also believe that in the business of cur

nation th« people should never attempt

to use either metal except at its actual
value, only in oases where one metal may

be used as a token money and redeemable
in metal at its commercial value

"I have always entertained th» hope that

th« business men of the world would yet

come together in an Internationa! conven-
tion and acree upon some basis where#y

gold and sliver can both be used as the
monev of final settlement among the p*o

pie of the entire world. 1 am very Cmr

in my idea that until some such arrange-

ment shall be made. It wou!d be simply
suicide for this nation to aiopt a system
of the free coinage of silver upon the old
ratio, a ratio which all the civilized na-

tions of the world have long since dis-
carded. I do not believe that any one gov-
ernment can fix the value upon any two

metals and name a ratio which will be ac-
cepted by the people of the world or cf
?h» country so that the two metal*
will be used side hv side. Consequently,
if our na'ion should a'fempt an v such a -

tlon it would simply place our country up-
on a silver basis, and the attempt wouM
end in silver mono-metaM'rm If we are
