THE CANNERY STARTS TODAY.

A Tacoma Becret Soclety Refuses to
Bary s Murderer—Georgle Ab-
bott to Be Exposed.

Portiand, July 18.—The horse canning
plant of the Western Packing Company
at Linnton, ten miles from this city, will
commence operations tomorrow. The es-
tablishment has all the facllities for
slaughtering, packing and preparing
horse meat for shipment, and it is the
only one of ite kind on the Pacific coast.
Beveral car loads of horses have been
shipped here to be slaughtered within
the next few days. It ls expected that a
good market for horse meat will be
worked up In forelgn countries.

Tacoma, July 18—Special —Farmers of
the Tanwax region have frequently lost
cattle during the past six or eight months,
about twenty head having been stolen in
that time. The repeated disappearance ot
stock in good condition for killing gave
rise to the bellef that an organized band
of cattle thieves existed in the vicinity.

Henry Wesserling, & German farmer
aged about 40, who lives near Tanwax,
was arrested yesterday by Constable
Cromwell on a warrant sworn out by A.
D. Harnaday, another Tanwax farmer,
for the theft last Monday of a three-year-
old steer, and incidentally on suspicion of
having stolen the other cattie missed from
the neighborhood. The warrant for Mr.
Wesserling’s arrest was issued yesterday
by Justice MceMurray. Constable Crom-
well went out to Tanwax, thirty miles,
the Bame day, and returned with his pris-
oner this afterncon. Faillng to give bonds,
Wesseriing was sent to jail.

Mr. Harnaday, who swore out the com-
plaint, alieges that Wesserling stole the
steer from the range about Tanwax,
butchered #t, sold the hide to Mr. Johnson,
& feed dealer and commission merchant at
Brookdale, then came on to Tacoma ana
#0ld the beef to the bufchers. A dozen or
more subpenas will be served on witnesses
at Tanwax tomorrow. g

Miserable Condition of the Coal Miners
of 1linois.

Massillon, O., July 18.—There has been
much discussion here as to the accuracy
of the report sent out from Spring Valley,
1ll., to the effect that several hundred
miners in that district had veolunfeered to
enter into slavery if guaranteed the neces-
caries of life by the mine owners. An in-
quiry was sent to Mayor Delmagro, of
Spring Valley, and the following reply has
been received: “I am unable to say wheth-
er our miners would accept such an offer
as was described in the telegram. I flrm-
ly believe, however, that over one-half of
them would be willing to sign such an
fronclad contract.”

Rebate to Kllokitat Land Purchasers.

Washington City, July 13.—Special.—Pre-
emptors of government land in Klickitat
county, who paid $#0 for their quarter sec-
tions with the understanding that if the
Northern Pacific l]and grant in that section
should revert to the government, the latter
not being In raliroad lmits, they would
recelve £2% rebate, are now very anxious
to get that amount refunded. That por.
tion of the railroad grant having been de-
clared forfeited some time ago, those eet-
tlers who paid $250 an acre for their land
are clearly entitled to a rebate of $1.25 an
acre.

MEMPHIS PLATFORM ADOPTED.

Instead of Denouncing the Cleveland
Administration the Delegates De-
cide to Ignore It.

Grifin, Ga., July 18 —The principal event
of tife Georgia free silver convention held
here today was the speech of Senator Mor-
gan of Alabama. He sald he came to the
meeting in Democratic harness and by
authority of a settled creed, to advocate
Democratic principles as old and as sound
as the great national party. Sherman’s
law of 1372 was such a deathblow to silver
as a money metal that it seemed marvel-
ous that silver had enough life left to take
up its bed and walk, but, he said, ‘tis mov-
ing to the front with uplifted head and
vigorous step, again in union if not fully
in harmony with gold, and the parade is o
inspiring that even Great Britain is keep-
ing step to the music of the union.

Of Secretary Carlisle, the senator said,
he wae not chosen a cabinet officer until
he changed®front on the silver question.
His conversion was not like that of Paul,
who espoused error, was made blind, thea
saw the truth and embraced it, but like
that of Aaron, who saw the truth, became
blind to it, and espoused darkness. Egypt
was typified in the golden calf.

Morgan said the recent contract for the
sale of bonds was without precedent or
justification. Morgan combatted what he
termed the “false issue invented by Sher-
man and adopted by Cleveland, that it is
the duty of the government to preserve
the parity between the metals by adjust-
ing their coinage to meet the fluctuations
in the commercial value of the $100,000,000
gold reserve.” Hesaid: “It Is this sort ot
jackpot put up by Sherman that has kept
up gambling in our money. It was never

needed to give strength to the United
States. The country that paid in debts
and interest more than $3,000,000,000 in

thirty years could not now support $100,000,-
000 deposited in the treasury to support its
credit.”

At the conclusion of Senator Morgan's |
speach, the convention took a recess until |
8 o'clock, when it reconvened. Evan P.
Howell, chairman of the committee on res-
olutions, read the platform, which was
identical with that adopted by the recent
free silver convention in Memphis.

J.' F. McBride offered a resolution de-
claring that the act of 1873, “‘surreptitiously
passed at midnight,” 'was a crime, and had
created more suffering to the human fam-
ily than all the wars and pestilences sin~e
the foundation of the world. The resolu-
tion concluded with the denunciation of
the present administration for having “‘de-
serted the Democratic platform.”” Wild
applause followed the reading of the reso-
lution, but some discussion arose, as it
was thought best by some to ignore the
administration. Under a point of orler
the resolution was tabled, as it had not
been to the resolutions committee.

The convention ended with speeches by
Congressman Livingston, Clark Howell
and others.

SKIPPER BRAVELY RESCUED.

He Got Full Seas Over, but Goodhue
Dragged Him Out.

Capt. Harry J Gillespie, of the steam
schooner L. J. Perry, which arrived from
Alaska Wednesday, after weathering that
long journey without aeccident, came
near ending his life in the calm waters
of Seattle harbor Wedneseday evening at
8:30.

He had been down to the schooner,
which is tied up at the slip between Har-

Goodhue stripped his trousers quick-
ly and throwing off his hat, dived into the
water, fifteen feet below, and secured

illespie under his left arm. A number of
ladies on the Sehome mear by applauded
Goodhue by clapping their hands. Some
of the bystanders thought the captain was
intoxicated and that the water soberad
nim completely. Capt. Gillespie is a heavy
man, weighing 150 pounds, Goodhue only
150,

A rawboat with two men from the boat
house came to Goodhue's assistance, and
pulling the captain aboard car-
ried him and his brave rescuer to land.
The boat which was capsized contained
three sacks of flour, two sacks of pota-
toes, eighteen boards, some sSugar, gro-
ceries, bedding, clothes and a compass.
All but the compass were saved in a more
or less damaged condition, and an ex-
press wagon carried the effects to Gil-
lespie’s cabin on West street, near Union.

Frank Goodhue is a great swimmer.
When but a boy of 17 he swam the Colum-~
hia river and back aga!n, just touching his
foot on the Oregon shore. This was at
Vancouver, and the entire distande is »ix
miles, and the water was running qnite
swift. He was accompanied by Claude
Troup in a rowboat.

justment of the indebtedness to the gov-
ernment of the Pacific railroads. The wel-
fare of the commercial interests of the
ocountry is inseperably connected with
those of lahor and transportation. Trans-
portation lines are the circulation of the
industrial and commercial body, and if
this is interrupted the body is paralyzed.
The community of interest between the
agricultural, mercantile, mining, transpor-
tation and labor interests of the country
is gradually becoming apparent. The
number of railroad employes alone exceeds
1,000,000, and these 1,000,000 men come in
contact with and their work affects a large
proportion of the population of the country.
The last report of the industrial commerce
commission shows that we have 176461
miles of railroad in the United States, with
a capital of $10,506,000,000, represented by
$4,668,935,000 of stock and $4,504,000,000 of
bonds, the balance being represented by
miscellaneous securities. The extreme de-
pression in this interest is shown by the
fact that $2,%59,334,000, or 61.24 per cent. of
the total stock outstanding, paid no dipi-
dends last year, and that of the stock pay-
ing dividends, about 5 per cent. of the ag-
gregate stock paid between 4 and 5 per
cent.; about 12 per cent. of .the ag-
gregate stock pald between 5 and
8 per cent.; about 5 per cent. of the
aggregate stook paid from 8 per cent. to
7 per cent, and about 6 per cent. of the ag-
gregate stock pald from 7 per cent. to 8
per cent. The amount of mortgage bonds
paying no interest was $492,276,999, or 10.93
per cent. of the total of mortgage bonds,
and the amount of income bomds paying
no interest was $204,964,269, ‘or 266 per
cent. of the total Income bonds,
The gross earnings of the raiiroads of the
United States for the year ending June 30,
1803, was $1,120,751,874, while the net in-
come avallable for dividends was dbut $111,-
058,084, ‘The operating expenses alone for
that year were $827,921 299,

“These figures show the magnitude of
the transportation husiness and its ims
portant bearing upon all labor and all
other interests. Twenty years ago it was
feared that consolidation and combination
of railways would bring exorbitant rate
chargea, but the contrary is now proven
to be true. The danger is in unjust dis-
crimination between shippers.”

At the recent annual meeting of the
National Board of Trade held in Washing-
ton City resolutions as to pooling weras
unanimously adopted and presented to
congress. They are in effect that
the board which represents the ship-
pers and not the railroads, approved of
the Patterson bill to permit pooling by
railroads under certaln restriotions, and
helleves that this hill would not abrogate
legitimate competition among railroads,
but would tend to prevent unjust discrim-
ination® and promote the interests of
shippers; that the competition of water
transportation has brought railroad rates
down far below the rates in any other
country, so that unjust @discriminations
and not high rates are to be feared. 3

The natioral hoard declared itself agalinst
the government acquiring and operating
the Unfon and Central Pacific railroads
or any roads, as the stimulus of private
interest was a vital necessity to raflways,
The board recommended the pascage of
the Rellly bill, which would facilitate ex-
tending the bonded debt of the Pacific
railroads. It goes on to say that Hoth the
Patterson and the Rellly bill failed to pass
the senate, although they passed the house
by a large majority, and that this was be-
cause a few senators wounld not believe
that the shippers knew what was for their
beat good, and taking advantage of the
rules, declined to prevent the unjust dis.
crimination against the smaller shippers,
which 8 now in effect.

Had the debt of the Pacific roads been
adjusted and a bankruptey bill passed,
would have afforded an important
starting point for improvad dDusinesa con-

ditions. The neglect of the last congress
is the opportunity of the next, and the
board therefore respectfully submits that
the Fifty-fourth congress pass a pooling
hill, a bill to adjust the debt of the Pacific
railroads to the government; and a bank-
ruptey bill on the lines of the Torrey bill,
providing for an equitable system of both
voluntary and involuntary bankruptcy.

This circular was presented to the Cham-
ber of Commerce trustees in this city on
Tuesday, and was referred to the commit-
tee an transportation.

HILL AND THE N. P. DEAL.

He Denfes Its Failure-Some Particu-
lars of the Negotiations.

President Hill of the Great Northern
railroad is by no meafis prepared to ad-
mit that the deal by which he was to se-
cure a controlling interest in the Northern
Pacific road has fallen through, for in a
St. Paul interview published on July 10
he pronounced the stories to that effect
to be a tempest in a teapot. He then
went on to sav: .

“It must be patent to every one that
we can’'t afford to do anything antagon-
istic to the law. The company is a crea-
tlon of the law, and we depend on the
law for protection. Nothing will be done
to violate it. That London agreement
contemplates reorganization of the North-
ern Pacific by its own security holders
and its operation by its own officers.

“The plan does not in the remolest
sense contemplate consolldation of the
Great Northern and the Northern Pa-
cific. So far as the statement is con-
cerned that there !s open war between
Mr. Adams and myseif on this matter,
it is the rankest nonsense. That I am
attempting to manage the reorganiza-
tion is also untrue. I have nothing what-
ever to do with it, for that must be done
by the Northern Pacific security hold-
ers. Our connection with the plan cover-
ing the future of the Northern Pacific
begins when reorzanization is complete.

““The plan of an Aslatic steamship line
has besn under consideration with us for
many years. In order to carry ‘he busi-
ness between the United States and Asia
it 1s necessary to furnish the flour made
from Pacific coast wheat In Thina and
Japan at low rales, so that we may sue-
cessfully compete with thelr cheap foods.
This has made necessary a lower rate
of transportation on the Pacific than has
prevalled up to the present time.”

Tha Mew York Tribune of July 11 throws
some light on the subject in the follow-
ing article:

“It was sald yesterday In regard to the
recent hitch in Northern Pacific matters
that President James J. I, of the
Great Northern rallroad, was !nvited to
go to Europe by certain security hold-
ing interests in the property, the Deutsche
bank among others. Edward D. Adams,
as the representative up to that time of
tha Deutsche bank, and as chairman of
the original econsolldated bondholders’
committes, was also invited, At the meet-
ing which took place in London between
Mr. Hill, J. P. Morgan and the Deutsche
bank representatives, the ‘London agree-
ment' was made, providing for a guar-
antee by the Great Northern of a certain
amount of net earnings to the Northern
Pacific. This agreement was nade be-
tween Mr. Hill, Mr. Morgan and the se-
curity helders represented.

“The gecurity holders who had hither-
to heen represented by the Adams com-
mittae dealt directly with Mr. Hill on this
oceasion. Mr, Adams' duty was to pre-
pare a plan of reorganization in accord-
ance with the Great Northern guarantee,
and submit it for approval. This was
Aone, and the p.an fatled to ceceive the
approval of security holders, znd it is
eald even of a majority of the Adams
committee

“As matters now stand, certain Im-
portant hond-holding interests in North-
ern Pacific are desirous that the London
agresmant with Mr. HiIl should be car-
riad out more or less on the original lines,
Mr. HIll says this can be done.”
