RUINED BY AUCTION SHOPs.

Business Men of Luxembourg Combine
to stamp Out an Evil.

Washington City, July 21.—8ome cf the
lcading business firme of Luxembourg
have united in a gircular letter addressed
to all representative merchants in that
place, calling attention to the evil that
threatens the textile industry of Central
Europe in consequence of the competition
and overproduction resulting in the ac-
cumulation of great stocks in warehouses
and in the hands of wholesale dealers.
Because this eirqular may point out dang-
ers that He in waitdn the futureé for Amer-
ican manufacturers, United States Com-
mercial Agent G. H. Murpny, at Luxem-
bourg, has transmitted extracts from it
to the department of state for publication
in the consular reports. In part the cir-
‘ular reads as follows:

“The great overproduction I(n all
branches of industry and the consequent
aceumulation of stocks; the threatening
clouds arising from time to time on the
nolitical horizon: the wide-spread discon-
tent aroused by socialistic agitation and
unfavorable news received from other
parts of the world, would seem the cause
of the crisis now prevailing in Central
Europe in all branches of business. To
these misfortunes another has been re-
cently added, which threatens a complete
revolution in retail business. As the
locust threatens the fields, so all retail
business is threatened by a new sort of
retail auction shop. In nearly every town
of Germany, France and Belgium such
shops have been opened, to the great in-
jury of local trade. Large and expensiv®
advertisements are scattered broadeast to
inform the public of the sale of masses of
so-called auction wares In reality,
though, these are old stock wares which it
is desired to dispose of at any price, or

for this purpose In France, Bel-
glum and Germany drastic meas-
ures have been adopted against these
swindlers. In all their citiem the estab-
lighed firms have united and made com-

Mrs. Giordano fell to the
floor a corpse, and the huilets that 4id not
go through her went through both legs of
a +-month-old infant she held in her arms,
Giordano. fearing that the babe would he
killed by the fall, sprang forward to clasp
it, and the assassin then fired again.
Buckshot entered the leg and groin of
Marti Giordano, a -year-otd girl, who,
on seeing her mother fall, ran forward
and received a portion of the load of buck.
shot that struck her father. The shot en-
terad her abdomen, literally tearing if to

piecas. At the same time little Nicoline
fell to the floor, wounded through the
head.

The assassin, Joe Noska, did not move

from the spot. But when he saw Beneditto
Giordano, a nephew of the dead woman,
and Charlie Columbano eoming toward
him, ha coolly placed two fresh shells in
his gun and waited until they got very
close to him. Then he raised the gun and
fired both barrels, the two men falling to
the ground dead. Then the murderer,
throwing his gun over his shoulder, made
his escape to the woods.

The Ortigia had twenty-fiva
passengers on board. The Maria P.'s cap-
tain was named Ferrera. The chamben
has ordered an inquiry into the lisaster,

The sky was overcast at the time of
the accident, and there was little sea,
Both captains were asleep, and Third OM«
cor Revelle was on watch on the Orfigin
and Second OfMicer Angelo was on wat~ly
on the Marfa P. The Ortigla was going
at the rate of eleven miles an hour, and
the Maria P. at the rate of eight miles,
Both vessels saw the lights of the othep
and continued on their proper roads untit
the mistake was made, it is not estabe
lished by whom, that brought the Maris
P. broadside toward the Ortigia Third
Officer Revelle, of the Ortigia, saw tha
danger, and ordered the engines reveraad,
But the order came too late. The Ortigis
struck the Maria P., making an anormous
gap in her side, All the hoats of the Ortle
gia were lowered, and the crews reacred
all they could of the survivors. The lat-
ter for the most part remain in such &
state of terror since tha rescue that they
are unable to give a single detall of the
Alsaster.

Capt. Ferrara, who was saved, says ha
was slesping in his cabin when he was
awakened hy erfes and a great noise, He
vushed upon deck and saw the ghip Orlaan
backing off while ms own ship was wink-
ing. Seeing that all was lost, he Sumped
into the sea, where he was picked up by
the Ortigia’s hoat

The survivors lost everything. Second
Officer Angelo, of the Marta P, who was
on watch on that ship when she was
struck by the Ortigla, was drowned.
Among the saved is a child 8 years old,
who is the only survivor of a family of
seven who went down with the fli-fated
ship. An inquiry into the catastrophe
has heen ordered.
