of Jurisdiction concurrently wi'h Ore-
gon on such river. It is claimed, among
other things, in behalf of the petitioner,
that the act of congress admitting Wash-
ington into the Union, passed subsequent-
ly' to the Oregon enabling act. has th*

effect to repeal so much of the earlier
a t as established concurrent Jurisdic-
tion upon the Columbia river.

"Oregon has established a -weekly close

season for the Columbia river, and has

ma le Ashing in the river during such sea-

son a. crime, and It to punish

a citizen of Washington for fishing in vio-

lation of this restriction In that part ot

the river within his own state, although

by the laws of such state he Is permnted
to fish on the day interdicted by Oregon.

It is no reason for this assumption of leg.

Islatlve control by Oregon within the

boundaries of Washington that the latio:

mate has the right to legislate similarly

with reference to the river.
-Washington Is precluded by the legis-

lation of Oregon over the river from legis-

lating otherwise. What is thus accord '1

to Washington is not a right, but the ne-

cessity of acquiescence to avoid a conflict

of jurisdiction.
"The word 'concurrent.' In Its legal and

generally accepted definition, means a- t-
Ing 1n conjunction, and when api>lle.l to
the jurisdiction of Oregon to enact penal

laws for the Columbia river it can only

mean the power to enact such criminal

statutes as are agreed to or acquiesced in
by the state of Washington, or as arc al-
ready in force within Its jurisdiction. The

two states own the bed of the Columbia
river upon their respective sides to the

tni idle channel, and the citizens of each,

within s :*h boundary, have a common
right of fishing, so long as the navigation

of the river is not obstructed."

THE VALUE (IF SOW.
Harvpy Denies That It Has De-

preciated Since 1873.

HORR A GOLD MONO-METALLIST.

Hp Thinks That Silver Will !fpvpr

Asraiu He a Money Metal.

It Cheap Just a* Iron and Zino
l)ld?**< oln" to Tljink That

ja Stockholder In a Rnuk Cannot Be

Honest.

Chicago, July 2-.?"Ba*-k dates" were
thrown to the <iogs today in the dooate be-
tween Horr and Harvey. It wa< more
than evw a case of
ar.i as the intere« in the tug- t-war
heightentvi it at one® thai t:;e
days of iPtricles. as well lTf«2, 1573 and
ottaer years, no mater how historic or im-
j«trtant. were ail barred more or less in

favor of
Horr opened with a written argument

toihing up MI the impossibility cX main-
taining a fix-4ratio boaween gold and s.l-
ver. As a ret :it of ex;>er»ence, he sail,

all civllzed nations had discarded silver
as a standard money. It was useless to
exploit long tables of ratios to show
tvhetiher a double standard could be maln-
ta'.ned. The world had pronounced ag ilnst
sil\ or.

Harvey sail he had t**m called on by
letters and telegrams to Rive statements
made by Blaine. Ingalls and others con-
cur ir.g the demonetization act. He said
the words at his disposal in the debate
would not admit of it. Taking mp Horr s
eu'ogy vrpen Senator Morrill, delivered
Saturday, he charged Morrill with saying
that no silver dollar had bten coined for
forty years prior to IST3. Harvey re.id
from a report of the director of the mint
showing that siiver dollars in greater or
less amounts hal been ooined nearij
every year. The fact was, Morrill was a
bank stockholder, wi*h a bark stockhold-
er's prejudices. He called cn Horr to ex-
ptein.

Horr sail Morrill <had not meant to say-
that not a dollar had been coined, but
none to apeak of had been. The most that
could h*- said was that Morrill had made a
m'st ike. Harvey in his bock h-.d ma le a
bad mistake in stating the amount cf sil-
ver coined during the life of the govern-

ment. Mr. Horr declared that the Insinu-
ation tha* because Judge Morrill was an
owner of bank stock he was not to be be-
lieve*! was too contemptible for con*d lera-
tion.

Mr. Harvey said that In raising the
point of She coinage of silver prior to 1573
h* wanted to establish a fact in history,
which ha-l been obscured by fal.se state-
ments that sucti coinage thad not taken
pk-e. He wanted to make this answer
in the presence of t.he gold men. Proceed-
ing. Mr. Harvey said he did not mean to
reflect on any man's Integrity because he
was a bank stockholder. He merely
wanted to show that men were swerved
in their expression of facts by their in-
terests.

Mr. Harvey then defined scientific bi-
metallism to be the free coinage of both
go.d a/id silver at an assumed :atio; a
change in size of the me'aJiio dollar when
the parity between the gold and silver
should require; the option to both Indi-
viduals an ! the government to pay in .h3
cheaper metal. He hKd that under thoso
corditions silver wxild not depr>-:ate, h»-
oa "sw there would be an unlimited de-
mand at the ratio fixed by law. and no
man would sell his bullion below the pri-e
at which he could have it coined. Mr.
Harvey submitted a table to shiw that
from I<J*7 up to lx"3 the commercial ratio
ha i remained remarkably close to the le-
ss! ratio, notwithstanding the demonetiza-
tion of it by England and another of the
gr< at nations of the Old World.

Mr. Horr said this matter of ratto had
little or nothing to do with the question.
The fact was that all the civilized nations
of the world refused to recognize silver
except at Its bullion value. For us to at-
tempt free coinasre alone was not practi-
cable. Mr. Horr then took the proposition
of Mr. Harvey's book that making the
dollar one-half the present value WOMM
double the value of everything In *he
United States except debts. Mr. Horr pr o-
nounced this as absurd, saying *ve mizht
as well say that if we cut our yurdsti>-ks
In two it would double the amount of
cloth in the country He said Mr. Harvey
seemed to be "stuck on sweet sixteen to
one." In his book he propose 1 to keep the
metal value at a parity by reducing *h*
amount r»f gold in the gold dollar. Car-
ried to Its legitimate results, the ratio
would become IS to 'i or 32 to 1.

Mr. H.trvev proceeded to argue that nt h
cold and silver were the measure of
values until is?3. Referring to the rutting
of the yardstick in i«o, Mr. Harvey sa'd
That the frold men had doubled the yard-
stick in 1573. Hp asked whether. 1f half
the wi>r« destroyed, the value of the
gold dollar would be doubled.

Mr. Horr shook his head.
Mr. Harvey s»aid he would lllu«tra'e it

in amrher way which the farmers would
under! sand. If haif the wheat crop in
the I'nited States were destroyed, woii'd
not the price of wheat on the Chicago

Board of Trade be doubled? In demone-
tizes silver in I I*?*. the gold of the yard-

stick had been doubled. The friends of
silver were merely asking for the restor-

ation of the measure by readmitting silver
to corfrage.

Mr. Horr. in reply to the charge that
the demonetization of silver cut the
value of products in two. sa*d that if that
*-(.ro true prlee«< would have at ones
dropped 6ft per e*nt. Th" fact mui that
they did not. If the destruction of half
the -wheat crop would raise prices four-
fold the d- tnonetiration of silver did not
dps troy it. Returning to the attack. Mr
Horr said that Mr. Harvey did not cars
