Madrid, July 22—Preparations are heing
made to dispatch large reinforcements of
troops to Cuba. According to the prezent
plans, by August 15, 20,00 infantry, 1,200
cavalry, 1,200 artillery and 1,000 engineers
will leave Spain for Havana. The govern-
ment will ask the ocortes to @mobllize a9
first infantry without delay.

Havana, July Z.—In the battle of Valen-
zuela, lLleut. Cols. Baguero, Samarun,
Lolo and Penltz wers wounded. The other
officers injured were Capt. Tranesi and
lisut. Boto, principal aide-de-camp W
Gen. Bantocildes, who was killed.

Lieut. Col. Tejada, in the province of
Bantiago de Cubay surprised and engaged
an insurgent band, burned their camp and
barracks and killed three of them.

Two other
ingurgents armed with rifies have surren-
dered at Vueltas, and eighteen insurgen:s
with rifles and amununition, revolvers and
machetos have given themselves up to the
authorities at Qulemades.

The clerks in charge, not
having any to surrender, so informed the
insurgents, why fired upon them, wound-
ing two of them.

THE BULGARIAN CRISIS,

Premior Stolloff to Reslgn, Unwilling
to Hand the Country Over to Russla.
London, July 22.--The Bofla correspond-

ent of the Times telegraphs: The grave

of Stambuloff 13 guarded by police, owing
to threats which have been made to dis-
inter the remalns. The feeling here and
in the large towns is one of disgust and
dejection at the crime. The crown law-
yers are actively prosecuting an inquiry,
but compiain that they are not receiving
the necessary co-operation of the police.

One of the men arrested, named Poehoff,

is stated to be a friend of Tuketchieff. A

letter was found In his residence stating

that Stambaloff would soon be murdered
and that he was willing to commit the
erime, but that others had been found to
do the deed. Four persons, including

Stambulofi's coachman, are in prison,

charged with the erime.

Vienna advices to the Times say: M.
Btolloff, the Bulgarfan premier and min-
ister of the interior, intimated yesterday
to FPrince Ferdinand his intention to re-
slan, owing to the fact that M. Stoiloff is
not ®so friendly with Russia as recent
events would tend to show, Premier Stol-
loff, in conformity with Prince Ferdinand'e®
wishes, undertook to promote 8 reconcil-
fation with Russia.

San Francisco, July 22.—Hundreds of
people surrounded the county jail this
morning, eager to ses Willlam Henry
Theodore Durrant taken to the new city
hail to be tried for the murder of Blanche
Lamont and Minnie Williams in Emanuel
church last April. It was supposad that
Durrant would be kept in jall until near
the time for commencing the trial. The
waiting crowds were disappointed. At §:6
Sheriff Whalen sent his private buggy to
the county jall. Durrant and Chief Jailer
Sattler entered this open buggy and start-
od alone for the city hall. No one saw
Luem start except the deputy jallers. Dur-
rant was not handcuffed, and the pair at-
tracted no attention as they drove quietly
through the streets. After Durrant had
passed into the court room, where he wes
taken for safety, crowds began to gather
at the jail, and all the etreets in the vicin-
ity were black with people until lJong after
the hour for opening court. People early
filled the corridors leading to the court
room of Superior Judge Murphy, before
whom Durrant is to be tried, A squad of
deputy sheriffs and detectives kept the
erowd on the move, Until the regular hour
for opening court, deputies guarded both
doors of the court room and admitted none
but jurors, attorneys and newspaper men,
These occupied all the seats in the room,
all the chairs being taken. Judge Murphy
peremptorily ordered that no others be ad-
mitted.

Durrant's father, who greatly resembles
his son, and who appears to be about the
same age, was early at court to meet his
son. The two sat in quiet conversation as
the room gradually filled up. When Dur-
rant was arrested his mustache hid hi@

appearance of a student. Now his closely
cropped hair gives him a criminal appear-
ance, and his cleanly-shaven lips reveal
the coarse sensuality of his mouth., Three
months’ coufinement in jail have made his
naturally colorless complexion even more
palid and pasty. He is fatter than when
arrested, and his eyes were very bright as
he restlessly glanced around the room.
It is only by an effort that Durrant seems
able to fix his attention on one subject,
but he frequently forces himself to con-
centrate eyes and mind.

The defendant was represented by At-
torneys Deuprey, Dickinson and Thomp-
son, Distriot Attorney Barnes personally
appeared for the prosecution, accompa-
nied by Assistant District Attorney Pex-
otto, Captain of Detectlves Lees and all
the detectives under him were in or about
the cowt room. When Judge Murphy
said: “The case of W. H. T. Durrant,
murder,” Barnes sald: ‘“Ready for the
people.” Attorney Dickinson, for the de-
fendant, ‘then formally moved for a
change of venue, stating that if {t should
appear that it would be impossible to se-
oure an unbiased jury, or should a state
of feeling be developed that would render
a falr trial unprobable, he would reserve
the right to renew the action which he
asked the judge now to pass upon. In
support of his action, Dickinson safd he
would submit affidavits of the defendant,
Charles G. Garner ahd P. J. Perkins. The
judge insisted that the affidavits should
be read, although counsel said the read-
ing would occupy today and tomorrow. At-
torney Deuprey then began to read Dur-
rant’s affidavit, which stated that owing
to the publications in the local press the
minds of the public were inflamed against
the defendant, and the press and people
were violently prejudiced against Him so
that he belleved he could not have a fair
trial. In support of this statement, Deu-
prey began to read as part of the aflidavit
excerpts from the three morning and threpg
evening papers published in San Francisco,
including practically everything that has
been written about the Durrant murder.
The reading of Durrant’s affidavit occu-
pied the court until noon and adjourn-
ment was taken until 2. Thereafter the
reading of the affidavit, with the newspa-
per clippings, ocouplasd the time without
interruption during the balance of the af-
ternoon. -

Seventeen Injuns Reported Killed.

Market Lake, Idaho, July 22—Omn July
13 thirty men left Jackson Hole to arrest
all Indlans breaking the game laws of
Wyoming. In Hoback canyon they sur-
prised a camp of seventeen Indians and
took them all prisoners and started with
them for Jackson Hoele. In the canyon
they tried to escape, and all the Indians
were killed excepiing one papoose, who
was brought inte the hole. There were
thirty-three fresh elk skins in this camp.
Johnny Carnes, a squaw man and the old-
est settler in Jackson Hole has come over
into Idaho, and says every settler in
Jackson Hole will be butchered. There
were 3% Bannock warriors on the Ho-
back river when Carnes was there, and
he said all the squaws have been sent
away and that the bucks are daily join-
ing the main band. The Jackson Hole sat-
tlers are now entrenched and awaiting
the attack. Unless cavalry geis there
quick every settler between Jackson
Hole and the railway station s In danger
of being kilied.

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WALLER SICK IN JAIL.

France Seems to Hold United
States in Contempt.

ENERGETIC ACTION NEEDED.

State Department Asked Eustis to See
the Prisoner, but the French
Would Not Allow It.

Washington City, July 22.—The negotia-
tions with the French government re-
specting the case of ex-United States
Consul Waller, under confinement in a
French jall, are in a most unsatisfactory
shape. It is becoming evident that if wny-
thing is to be accomplished it will be only
by the display of a much more determined
stand than has yet been assumed by our
government. Letters received here from
the prisoner show that he is still a very
sick man. Many prominent men have in-
terested themselves in the case. The two
senators from Kansas, of which stale
Waller is a resident, have been particu-
larly enargetic.

The department some days ago i{nstruct-
ed Mr. Eustis to see Waller and to pro-
cure a copy of the record of the court-
martial showing the evidence on which he
was convicted. The French government
has absolutely refused to the ambassador
the right to see Waller personally, a very
extraordinary attitude to assume whera
the rights of an American citiz:n are con-
cernad. It has failed so far to supply “he
-ambassador with the desired copy of the
court<martial record. It is sald by Wal-
ler's friends here that altogether the pro-
ceedings were extramely irregular and a
travesty upon justice.

No Filibustering on Puget Sound.

San Francisco, July 22.—Consul Wilder,
of Hawaii, says he does not think there
is any foundation for the mews from Port
Townsend that vessels have been loaded
there with munitions of war for the Ha-
waifan Islands, and that an uprising
against the existing government may take
place next September. A telegram pub-
lished yesterday stated that the United
States government has instructed the cus-
toms authorities of the Puget Sound dis-
trict to prevent the fitting out of filibuster-
ing expeditions for Hawalii. Mr. Wilder
said that he had no information about
such an order having been issued, and he
did not know of any shipment of arms
from Puget Sound ports. Furthermore,
he says, the royalists have no money with
which to make such warlike preparations.

Easy Warfare for the Japs.

As might have been expected, the col-
umns of the Japanese papers are teeming
with interviews and conversations with
military officers who have just returned
from the front after the nine months’
campaign in Manchuria. Adventurous ex-
ploits undertaken, hairbreadth escapes ef-
fected and severe hardship suffered are
the principal subject of stories. Marshal
Nodzu is quoted by a contemporary to
have remarked to a military officer who
called on the gallant marshal the other
day to pay a compliment on his safe re-
turn to Tokyo in the following fashion:
“The late war,’” the marshal said, “was
like child's play, even the war of the Sat-
suma rebellion was far severer than that
from which we have just managed to
emerge so cheaply. In the battle of Ta-
warazaka,” he continued, *“there were
over 1,000 killed and wounded on our &ide
in one day, but the case was vastly differ-
throughout the whole cam-
paign there were scard®ly S0 killed in all,
I have never slept a night {in the open air,
and T always found Chinese houses, in.
convenient and uncomfortable as <hey
wera, nevertheless enough to shelter us
from tle anow and frost, I used to warn
my men that such was not a real war, but
a sort of military promenade. In &pite of
these facts' the doughty marshal con-
clnded, “we are receiving a number of ova-

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A FIRE HORSE KILLED

The Team of Engine Company
No. 6 Runs Away.

COLLIDING WITH NO, 3'S WAGON

Lucky Escape of the Firemen—The Ac-
cldent Due to the Shorthand-
edness of No. 6.

Two hose wagons belonging to the firg
department collided on Yesler avenue
near Rose streel at 12:40 o’clock this morn-
ing and one of the horses belonging to
No. 6 company, was killed. There were
several men on No. 3s wagon, but all
miraculously escaped injury.

The companies were called out at 12:28
by a still alarm from Hyde street and
Yesler avenue, occasioned by a blaze in a
small shack in that wvicinity. Company
No. 6, whose house is on the corner of
Yesler and Taylor, responded quickly and
soon had a line out and a stream on the
fire.

The company was short-handed on aec-
count of the reduction recently made in
the depariment by order of the city coun-
¢il, and Charley Haight, driver of the
wagon, and one of the oldest men in the
department, left his team on the corner
and heiped get a stream on the fire, While
he was in the building his team took
fright and started down the hill on a run.
No. 2's wagon, which was on its way
to the fire from its"house on Malin street,
met the runaway team near Rose street,
and before Charles Murray, the driver,
had time to get out of the way, the run-
aways crashed into his wagon and spilled
every one out. The men hurriedly extri-
cated the horses and found that the
tongue of one of the wagons had entered
the breast of one of the horses of No. ¢'s
wagon and injured him so that he had to
be killed.

Chief Cook was about two blocks helow
No. 3 going to the fire, when the acclident
took place. He helped straighten things
out and continued on to the shack. On
the way he met Driver Haight running
down the hill looking for his team, which
had disappeared while he was helping at
the fire.

Chief Cook was seen at headquarters af-
ter the thing was over, and sald it was one
of those unavoidable accidents fhat are
liable to happen at almost any time, espe-
cially if a company is short-handed. He
said Haight and Murray were two of the
best drivers in the department, and at-
tached no blame to either of them, He
was very sorry the accident had happened
so soon after his appointment, but was
glad no harm had come to any of the men,

The horse, which was one of the finest
in the department, was a chestnut sorrel
known as Frank, and valued at $150. The
tongues on both the wagons were broken,
but otherwise no damage was done.

It could not be learned who owned the
burned shack. The damage was slight,
and will probably not amount to more
than $10.
