One of the News
couriers just returned got far into Teton
basin, which {s the present point in dan-
o= of massacre, now that the Jackson
ole citizens are all butchered. He re-
ports that the smoke of a large fire can
today be seen several miles south of the
Grand Teton, in the direction of Jackson
Biole. There is no doubt that the redskins
thave fired every home and cablin there,
and by morning they will be repeating
their work this side of Teton range In
Teton basin, and perhaps after that all
down the Teton river valley in Idaho.
Two hundred Utes were reported to have
one north to join the Indians in Hoback
in early this week. Small parties of
Jomhis have been siipping dally across
the Conant trall, something they have not
ventured to do since the Yellowstone na-
tional park was enlarged in 1881, People

of quicklime in the cellar.

STEPHEN STAMBULOFF,
Prlqce Ferdinand Killed His Best
Friend to Please His Worst Foe,
New York Tribune.

In hope of placating his worst enemy
Prince Ferdinand of Bulgaria lias sacri-
ficed his best friend, The immediate
prompting of the assassination of Stephen
Stambuloff {s not at this writing known.
It does not particularly matter. The as-
sassins may have been In the pay of Rus-
sla, as other assassins in Bulgaria have
hitherto bken. They may have been par-
tisans of the prince M his quarrel with
his political creator. They may nave been
friends of Panitza, avenging that traltor's
death, or of the notorious Zankoff, seek-
Ing to make way for his return to power,
One of these days it may be known: or
may not. What is evident is that oppor-
tunity for such a crime, If not direct in-

Itement to ft, has bean afforded by
Prince Ferdinand’'s dismissal of his great
minister and his subsequent very marked
hostility toward him. Indeed, oy his in-
human refusal to let Stambuloff have the
medical treatment his health urgently
needed the prince placed himself under
grave suspiclon of more than ordinary
He can have only himself

malevolence,
to blame if a parallel be drawn between
this tragedy and the murder of Becket
Stambulof"s character and methods of
government have been much discusgsed.
Some have called him the Bismarck of
Bulgarla, meaning that as a high comnpii-
ment.
