Fitofridw, the murderer of half a dcxen
men. was hanged this morning for kill-
ing W. A. Herrick, <. ashler of a branch of

the Baa Franc-aco i>«.vir.g» Union. I>aft
night he retired at 11:3>. leaving word to

J«e called at 1. At 1 he rose and prayed
two hours. He slept from Hoi, and from
5 to 9 devoted himself to his prayer hooi;.

last night h< tried to his confession
to a reporter for $lO6. He said he wanted
the money to buy him a suitable tomh-
frtone, and grew indignant when he was
offered &>. After that he refused to talk
to any one but the death watch, and only

to him when he desired to give some oi ?

der. At » this morning he attired
with great £are in the neat Mack £Uit

whtch had been prepared for him. and.
after instructing the guard that he wifcht-d
to remain in peace fof the remainder oi
hia time on earth, sat down in a rocker
in his shirt sleeves and slippers in the
lightest corner of his cell and read hia
prayer book When visited by a reporter
at 9, he was sull poring over its pages.
When addressed he slowly raised his
eyes in a mute, pleading way, but while
his hps moved he did not speak. He

movf-d hia head slowly from side to side
in a dazed, hopeleaa way, and dropped his
eyes to hia book again. His face was
deathly pale, and he aeemed almost faint-
ing.

Shortly after 9 o'clock Fredericks
spiritual advisers arrived from San Ra-
fael. They immediately went to his cell

and remained until hia devotions were in-
terrupted by the entrance of Warden Hale
nt He informed Fredericks that the
hour of his execution had come. "I am

ready," was all he said, and he atood
leaning against the cell until his death
warrant was read. Then the march to

the s-afTold was commenced. Warden
Hale and Prison Chaplain Drahm led the
way, followed by the two priests in their
robes. Fredericks walked behind them,

half supported by Amos Lunt, the hang-

man. He walked firmly up the twelve
st< !>s and took his place on the trap with-
out a tremor.

The cashier handed the letter hack to
Fredericks, who drew a pistol. The
cashier did the same thing, and both tired.
The t-ashier fell dead. The chase for
FrM»ri ks long and exciting. It was
for tins crime that he was hanged.

Fredericks was about such a man as
Tom Rlanek. He mas 23 years old. a Ger-
man by b;rth and a machinist by trade.
He was a cigarette fiend, and a man of
powerful physique. Uike Blanck. he kill-
ed for the love of murder. He said that
his real name was William Frederk-ks
Bouneman.

Warden Hale raised his hand and a

hush fell over the 120 spectators who had
gathered in front of the gallows. "Gen-
tlemen. Mr. Fredericks wishes to say

half a dozen words," he announced.
"Pleas** keep as quiet as possible.''

Fredericks surveyed the cmwd calmly,

and said In hia broken English; "Gentle-
men, 1 forgive everybody as I hope to be
forgiven." His voice was without a

tremor, but he had forgotten what re-
marks he had carefully prepared, and
looked at the ceiling in a perplexed sort
of way whit*1 trying to re> all them. "And
I can assure you that I do not entertain
any hard feelings toward any living mor-
tal." Again he paused and laughed like
a confuesd schoolboy who had forgotten

his speech. Fredericks finally continued;

"Bv the will of an omnipotent Creator. I

die in the Roman Catholic church. T
chefrfully consign myself to the will of
the One over and above all." "Amen,

repeated his advisers.
His arms had been pinioned, and when

he concluded hunt dropped the noose over
Fredericks' head. He stood as firm as a

rock. and. turning to the warden, who

stood behind him. whispered: "Make it
tight." Lunt held it until the cap was au-

Justed, then gave it a light jerk and raised
his right hand. Fredericks shot down the
length of the rope, and died without a

tremor. In eleven minutes the physicians

pronounced life extinct, and the body of
Fredericks was <ut down. He carried to

the grave the secret of his crimes.
Salt Hake, July 3K.-?A special to the Trl-

buns from Butte. Mont., says: Accord
ing to a story told the city marshal by
August Barrenstein. a young German.
William M. Fredericks, who was hanged

in California today, was living in Butte
from August. ISW. to January, and
wis the murderer of three Chinamen who
were found bnfrthered and ro?*bed in their
cabin near this city September 3". and
also committed a number of daring high-

way robberies In Butt" about the wmc
time Barrenstcin says hjp roomed with
Fredericks, who at tha' time went hy the
name of William Berrigan. and th ? mur-
derer frequently related incidents ef his
career and basted of his crimes to him.
but threatened to kill the young man if
he ever betrayed him. and Barrenstejn

was so much afraid of him Ihat ho kept

the secret until he knew Fredericks could
not escape the Fredericks told
Barrens»tein that he belonged to Chris
FJvans' band of outlaws In California and
had murderer a sheriff and hrakeman in
that state ?n i came to Montana to es>*ape

the offl srs. After leaving Butte. Fred-
ericks committed a highway robbery in
Salt I-ike and wrote his young German
friend an account of it. Birrenstein has
a photograph of Fredericks which he took
from his po.-kets, anl It Paves ro doubt
that Berrigan and Fredericks were one
and the same.

William M. Fredericks was a Gorman by
birth, and went to California from Mon-
tana It Is said that in }t ntana he mur-
dered fl\e Chinamen. In Mariposa coun-
ty, Cat., he was convicted "of robbery and
was sentenced to three years in the state
prison a' Folaom. In prison he be.-ame In-
timate George J*">ntag. an i before his
release, on May 26, W2. became intimate
with four of the most desperate nf the

eonvtorts. Including George Sontag. Ha
promised to place arms in the quarry-
where the prisoners were taken to work,

and also to notify Chris Kvans aril John
Sont tg of the intended jailhreak.

Fredericks reached Visalia on June R.
thirteen days after his release. He at
once went to Chris Evans* house and had
Interviews with Mrs. Kvans ar.«l Kva.
Fredericks went to Vis iia to mec i*hr -

Kvans and John S>ntag a"d pilot them
back to Foisom r>rlson to assist in res-
cuing George. They were on their
wnv to Visalia to meet Freder-
ick* when they ran Into the
ambuscade at Stone Corral and were both
captured on the 12«h of June. This uyset

San Francii'o, July a».?On this, the
fourth day of th» trial of Theodore Dur-
rant for the murier of Blanche La-
mont, the work of choosing a jury be-
gan in earnest.

Of fifteen examined only one, Thomas
W. Sieberly, was passed, and he may

be challenged by the defense later on.
The main question of the prosecution
to jurors is: "Would jou convi't a man
and Inflict the death penalty on circum-
stantial evidence?" The defendant s
questions are based upon the jurors' fa-
miliarity with the newspaper comments
upon Durrani and the crime of which
he is accused.

which will require strong evidence to

remove.

of manufacturing consists in preparing
th® pulp in th® regular way. to a ton of
which is added l pound of bichromate of
jv>tash. poinds of glue, 32 ounces of
alum, 14 pounds of soluble glass, and 4>)
pounds of prime tallow, these ingridienta
being thoroughly mixed with the pulp.
Next the pulp is made into sheets by reg-
ular paper making machinery, and two
sffeets are pressed together with a glutin-
ous compound between, so as to retain th©
p ccr-a firmly, making the whole practic-
ally homogeneous.

T >e re\t operation is quite important,
and requires a specially bir.lt *m 'tine of
gteat power, which is used in coropress-
:rg the paper from a thick, sti ky sheet
to a very thin, tough one. The no.v solid
sheet is run through a hath of sulphuric
PC' d. to whioh ten per cen*. of distilled
water has been added, from which it
em.t-rges to pass between glats rollers,
then through a bath of ammonia, then
clear water, and finally through felt roll-
ers. after which it ss dried and polished
between heated metal cylinder*. The pa-
per resulting from this process is in sheets
of ordinary width and thickness of cot-
ton duck, it is elastic, air tight, durable,

lifiht. and possessed of other needed
q- alifications to make, it available for
light sail making".

1 he mode of putting the sheefs together
is by having a split on the edges of the
sheet, or cloth, so as to admit the edge of
the other sheet. When the split is close i,
cemented ar.d rivet®«i or sewed, fl closes
ccmplctely and firmly.
