LOTTERY MEN* ARE AT BAT.

Will RaM Several I<val Polnta and
Attack th« Charter.

The trial of John Meagher and W. W.
Oilman, together with lesser lighta in
the canal lottery scheme, wa* continued
In the municipal court yesterday after-
noon by stipulation until next Wednes-
day afternoon at 2:90 o'clock.

It appears that there la to be a hard
ftght against the city. Rumor has it that
the defence -will attack constitution-
ality of the charter itself. It in als>
thought that the point will be raided that
the "general welfare" clau;*« in the char-
ter cannot be construed to be a prohi-

bition of lotteries because lotteries are
not sp-cially mentioned. It la also pos-
sible that ths theory may be advanced
th*t an ordinance to regulate does not
prohibit or restrain.

Some think that there will be an argu-

ment on the claim that <here is a con-
flict between the state law on lotteries
and the city ordinance.

YESLER BUILDING GOES FIRST.

Many Lots Sell Below the Appraise-

ment and Snaps Are Yet to Be

Had-It Continue* Today.

Ths sale of the property e? the Tesler
estate by the administrators brought out
a large crowd cf buyers at the court-
house yesterday, and the lots generally
brought the appraised value, although a
number sold for less and we.a consid-
ered quite a snap. The sale is made tor
the purpose of realising enoug/i money
to pay off the debts contracted by the
late Henry Yesler.

The purchasers were
required to d?posit 10 per cent, of the
purchase price.

In the sale of the Yesler butlding on Pi-
oneer place. Although it was generally
known that the property would go to the
Mutual Life Insurance Company, of New
York, those present wanted to *f>e if such
was actually the case. The building was
Bid In by Strudwlck Sb Peters, nttorneya
for the company. It was understood ty
many that the sale of this building was
private, but tf,e law requires that the
sale must he public. and the property go
to the highest bidder. Frank Atwood.
and J. E. Johnson were large bidders.
