because it is lighter when wet than any
other material. The fine qualities with
?heavy weaving axe not required, yet it is
well to choose something better tiran the
thin coarse mohairs used for I'acdngs.
Black, navy bide and white are the colors
preferred by swimmers, and there are
probably nine black suits out of eveer
ten sold. Repellent serge is the next
choice of fabrics, which is somewhat
wiry, and is said to repel the water in a
measure, instead off allowing it all to pen-
etrate the stuff. Red serge suits are most
favored, then sailor blue, and white.

There is littlechange in the way of mak-
ing these 9uits. Skirts grow shorter, but
fastidious women prefer that they faH
ha Iff way below the knees. Sleeves reach
only to the elbow, or are still shorter, and
are in the exaggerated balloon puff worn
on all gmvns. The best models have the
waist and knickerbockers in one, their
fullness pleated in under the belt to make
them shapely, and the skirt buttoned on
around the belt.

The most popular mohair suits are those
very simply made and without showing

fanciful trimmings, being eimpiy banded
and bordered with white mohair or with
Willite braid. The waist shas a deep yokt\
rounded or pointed, to which much full-
ness is gathered or pleated. This fullness
tapers slightly at the belt line and is

pleated there, and extends below in wide
knickerbockers that are banded Just be-
low the kne«, where they are fastened by
buttons. There is no lining An this Kar-
ment, unless the wearer prefers a oamtoric
lining in the yoke. The throat is usually
opened low, and is completed by a turn-
ed over collar, not very large, square
across the back in sailor fashion, ani
trimmed with one row of wide white wool
braid or else two or three narrower ones.
Short puffed sleeves for swimmers, or
deeper elbow puffs, are completed by a
trimmed band. The straight skirt about
two yards and a half wide falls just be-
low the kniokerbockers or else half way
to the ankles. Ithas rows off braid above
a hem.

Hard Times (and Teachers* Weddings,

New York Sun.
Hard times have seriously depressed

the marriage market in the Northwest
during the past twelve mjnths, and the
fact has been attested In a curious way.
It is stated by the public school authori-
ties of the state of Washington that few-
er vacancies of teachers' places occurred
during the ye»ar than for a number of
years past. Vacancies usually occur
through the teachers getting married, and
very few were married last year. In a
number of cases it was related that young
women who were engaged to be married
during the year had been compelled to as-
sume unexpected responsibilities through
the hard times, and so had postponed the
event; while the inference is that the
hard times also Influenced lots of young
men to continue courting another year
or so.
