In the statement of the text Dr. Thomp-

son found but a slight touch of apostolic
history, but in a close examination it
shows the serious importance attaching
to the conduct of every one In Christian
experience and service When Peter de-
termined to fish. Instantly the other dis-
ciples, till then uncertain as to future
duties, seemed caught with bis spirit, for
they said, "We also go with thee." Th#
minister continued:

"We touch springs of activity In one
another continually; we are leading oth-
ers after us. We think we are more sep-
arated from others In this world than we
*re. As a matter of fact, we continually
reach over towards others, every man
continually overlaps the boundaries of
his own personality. Had Peter by any
studied effort, any deliberate argument
attempted to persuade his brother dis-
ciples to return to their old calling. It is
very doubtful indeed if they would have
toiled all that night in rowing. The un-
conscious influence exerted, however, by
Peter's example arouses no such deliber-
ation in them. Instantly, without any
hesitation, they say, 'We also go with
thee."

The unconscious Influence of a Chris-
tian s life, continued Dr. Thompson, is
very important. Mis holiness and purity
of nature call good actions to life.andlight. "Ye are the light of the workl."

your lltrht so shine that men, s<-e-Jng your good works, eball glorify your
Father which is In heaven." The nature
of light is to shine forth, and so it is with
the Christian tilled with the light of love
and the very spirit of Christ. The min-
ister, then spok<> of the tremendous forces
of nature, heat, electricity, gravitation,
neither seen nor felt, yet operating alike
In sunshine and in darkness, and In their
hidden influences powerful enough to bind
together the universe. Jn conclusion he

"The devil?who and what is he or It?"
was the paper read by Miss A. M. Sands
at the meeting of the Th^osophists last
night at the hearquarters, Sl2 Third street.
According to Ml»s Sands' interpretation
of the teachings of theosophy on this
question God was not very much stronger

than his mighty opponent. One never
gets a clear answer to the question. "Why
don't God kill the devil?" or what would
be more jiractical, "Why does not God
teform him?" The teachings of theoso-
phy In regard to the devil or Satan, are
that Satan is the adversary or opponent
and was the chlefest and brightest argel

in the sight of God. but with other angels,
became refractory and fell.

A BOXD-sLAVE OF CHRIST.

True Freedom >liown fn the Life of
Paul-Sermon by liev. Shanklln.

At the First Methodist Episcopal church
je«t»rday morning the pastor. Rev. W. A.
fhsnklin, preached on "Freedom In
Christ's Service," taking a dual text,
"Paul, a bond slave of Jesus Christ," Ro-
mans 1:1, and "With freedom did Christ
let us free." Galatians v J.

In opening, Mr. Shanklin spoke of the
?eeminx paradox of the two phrases form-
In* the text, a contradiction of the letter
only, not of the spirit. Ajcain and attain
does Paul describe himself as a slave- of
JMUS Christ, as though disdaining any
Hberty that did not hold him In fealty to
the Bon of God. Me seemed to say: "I
want no freedom that Is not centered in
and sanctified by His cross," and when
we remember tha history of this man
Baul-Paut. and then find him writing him-
self ?'?lave." we can but exclaim: "What
hath God wrought!" For he who (florins
ta stylinK himself the bond slave of Je?ua
Christ also states. "With freedom did
Christ set us free," reiterating the
thought in vailed language throughout
his epistles.

The preacher then spoke of the enthu-
»?a#ni of Paul for his Master, and con-
tinued: "No good can be done without
enthusiasm. Tf believers are not enthu-
siastic about the Christ, their whole fac-
ulty lies dormant, useless, for there Is
nothing else In the universe capable of
calling It out. Enthusiasm Is the true fire
ef life, the pulse of action, the soul of
heroism. 'Paradise lies under the shadow
of the swords,' cried the mighty Omar
when he urged bis armies to the death-
trip; and we want something of that mag-

nificent frenzy which counts life worth
having only for the accomplishment of
good deeds "

Mr. Shanklin lhen referred to and lllus-
Irated the all too prevalent notion of lib-
erty, that of on* doing just as h* likt.s.
For the Baku of this kind of freedom, he
continued, a man will bind hi? soul in
chains of misery, and make himself a
«Uv# far deeper than any outward law
could make him. There is no stich thin*
in the world as liberty, except und«y the
law of liberty. Freedom is not to be found
in helng controlled by impulses or feelings
which go and come. There Is no liberty
but in dotng right; the only true freedom
lies In obedience. Even the Christ's utter
freedom lay In His absolute devotion to
His Father's will. "As the Father hath
given Me commandment, so I do," and
Christ wants man to bo free by being
right and being truth: by acting In tiar-
lony with the law of our beinj*. not coun-
ter thereto.

' Paul spent his whole lifo obeying his
J-ord and Master," the minister conclud-
ed. "and thus was pre-eminently a free
''fan. And so wo must will to do right,
\u25a0nd do right until the will of God shall
thoroughly fill and possess and animate
us Surrender your will and affection ut-
terly to Christ. Seek His footprtnts. imi-
tate H's example, cultivate His spirit.
Th»n work for Him eagerly. Joyfully,
eorttnuallv The more perfect the ?sla-

The Pointed Address of Mrs. J. W,

Moore Before the P. E. O. Club

at Chautauqua,

O. Ciub. though weli known in tas East-
ern and Middle states, is almost a
stranger In Hit-Northwest. Originally a
college <yrganixat!on, including enly un-
married ladies, it hts grown until now its
memoers reside in every state in the
Union, snd msny of the states contain
active chapters. Several states have
grand, or state, chapters, and two years
ago these various stats organizations
sent representatives to Waterloo, la.,
wners was forrn*>T~what Is known as the
Supreme Grand Chapter of P. E. O.
The mam object of the organixatlon of
these «.ociet.'ea is the development of a
general culture and refinement, and In
the attempf to secure this, literature,
music an! art are combined with the
highest mcral >na social alms. All the
Influences are Interwoven which tend to

the formation o* a well-rounded moral
character, charitable work finding a
well recognized place among these. Feb-
ruary 22. ISS3. Mrs. J. W. Moore, a P. E.
O. of a Nebraska chapter, organised the
chapter here, known as Chapter A, of
Washington. This chapter is now com-
posed of twenty-two working members

The programme on
Wednesday, besides readings by Mrs.
Alice Augustine Kyer and a general dis-
cussion of woman as she Is and the ideial
one she is to be included the following
address by Mrs. John W. Moore:

What Is Education?

"The common conception of the term
education Is the amount of learning from
books that is acquired in th» years of

one's school life, when ir reality it fort .s
but a part, and a very small part, of a

real education. Of course, book learning

is a very essential part of an education,

but It is by no means the jrsost
School education develops our reasoning

faculties and memory, but there are many

faculties which lie dormant and T.o
amount of book work will ever develop

them. Ten years' study of a place will
not give you the real knowledge of that
place that will one year's residence
there, and so it is in our education; we

lack experience to develop, through the r
use, the powers of mind which are innate.
"it Is a well-known fact that an organ

of the body which is allowed to remain
inactive will eventually become useless-
powerless. So with the faculties, from
inactivity from generation to generation,

there are women especially who are
never developed, and it is reasonable to
presume, as evolution shows in physical
things, that there comes a time when

these particular faculties do not exist at
all. This Is the application of the oit-
quoted Bible text: 'For unto evry one

There have
been so few avenues open to women iand
worse, women were not fitted to fill the
places that did present themselves), and
being taught directly or Indirectly that
women are dependent upon men, a.- a
matter of course they are driven to a life
of shame. And the evil among married
women is scarcely less appalling. Kdu-
cated to depend upon marrying as soon
as she has reached the proper age, she
does not fit herself for anything in par-
ticular. but looks upon every man who
possessts the means to give her a homo
as a possible husband. Finally she thinks
she is in love, but the love born of under-
standing and sympathy knows nothing,
and often finds to her sorrow, at least re-
gret. that 'twas not love at all, but mon-y
or position that prompted her to marry;
but she lives on in wedded prostitution
because she is Independent.

"We have read or even heard it said,
with the air of a martyr, 'She :old him
?he couldnT love him. but if he had a
mind to take her hand without her heart,
all right.' Talk of prostitution! There it
is in its most hideous form. True mar-
riage is tha wedding of two hearts,
minds and souls in understanding and
sympathy. This she has Ignored and
desecra'ed the vows Instituted by the
Lord Hlrnstlf by going through the
form of marriage without the reality.
Sha cannot depend upon her own re-
sources for a living; hence she has not
independence in choosing a husband. She
must have some one upon whom she can
depend.

"The Circassian woman is born and bred
to be sold into the Turkish harem, and
from her earTy girlhoo.? she looks for-
ward to her life of luxury, not once
realizing that she will be a slave. After
all. is It much worse than the present

condition of things at h>>rr«? Tt is not

the paid '.hat makes the r!ave. but
the lar'k of freedom, the inability to act

of one's own volition. "What matters if
there is# a price paid outright <she is
sold under the hammer, so to speak), or
whether the sanctity of marriage is ig-

nored, and to better her circumstances
she consents to mafty a man because
he has the means to bring sbout this
change? But girls are educated to do
just this sort of thing.
