OREGON’S NEW CANNERY.
The Butchering of Horses for Food
Now in Progress.

Portland Oregonian.

The first train load of horses was ex-
pecled here on Sunday, and the slaughter-
ing was to have begun on Mouday, but,
owing to trouble experienced in getting
the horses to swim the Columbia ‘0 Uma-
uu-:x. wliere they we-e to take the train,
a day's delay was caused, and the con-
demned animals did not arrive at the
stockyards till Monday. They were driven
over to Linnton that evening and placed
in the corrals, where they were scen yes-
terday. They were a rough-and-tumble
lot, of all ages and colors, cayuses and
half-breeds, alike handy with their teeth
or heels, and biting or kicking each other
om the slightest provocation, while wait-
ing for the foreman of the slaughter room
to call cut “next,” and then to trot up
the inclined plane to a close pen, where a
butcher and a sledge hammer were walt-
ing to send them to the elysian horse
plains, perhaps to be ridden by the shades
of departed Indians in the happy hunting
ground, where no sleet ever covers the
grass in winter to starve the poor range

pony.

A number of persons went down yes-
terday to look over the establishment,
and see how horses are killed as a com-
mercial proposition. Among them were
several persons from Eastern Oregon,
more or less interested in the horse ques-
tion; a gentleman from New York, who
had made a fortune in the butchering
business; a gentleman from New Mexico,
and others.

The great Si-
berian railway will develop the region,
when the population will rapidly increase,
Three large cement works have heen con-
structed on the Amoor for the require-
ments of the rallways. Even now the
Amoor region consumes a large quantity
of manufactured goods and hardware of
Russian make, and of colonial produce,
which have heretofore been furnished hy
Germany. Wearing apparel is chiefly fm-
ported from Vienna. At present the only
export is that of gold. England, savs Mr,
Bajenoff, could sell large quantities of
manufactured articles on the Amoor and
in Siberia, while North America mizht
supply the finer kinds of timber. The
Amoor is a free port and presents a vast
field for commercial operations. The
principal competition to be mat would bhe
that of Germany, whose agents have
made a thorough study of the country,
are intimately acquainted with ivcal trad-
ers and have obtained considerable in-
fluence by giving long credit. Canada
will no doubt take advantage of this new
fleld when developed
