Whitman,
ex-banker and millionair* of Duluth,
Minn , mayor of Duluth. m«mbfr of the
Minnesota legislature. and con-
Meted of forgerv. made a personal ad-
dress today In the superior court in sup-
port of his own motion for a new trial.
The new trial was demanded on the kow
of newly discovered evidence. <>ne charge
against Whiteman was that ha had
v iettmised several friends In San
Francisco by means of a forged
cheek drawn by Frank Dixon upon
a N>w York hank. All through ihe
trial Whiteman insisted that ther» was

such a person a* Dixon, although he could
not be found. Now H is stated that Pixon
has been found and \u25a0? <t--1 in th» presence
of certain reputable resident? of «"*hi<"ago
that he had really sisned the s.V*>
and had sent it to Whiteman i.i payment
of an Indebtedness. Then Wbitwnan by
the permission of the court made an elo-
quent address, reciting his so< »l and po
litical prominence and his efforts to And
Dixon. He beggrd the court not to put the
brand of a felon upon a man who had not

been legally convicted of a crime. Judge

Wallace continued the further hearing of
the motion for two weeks. Instructing the
special counsel for the prosecution in the
meantime to asiertain whether or not
Whiteman's story is true. The court

stated that If there is really such a per-
son as Dixon, and if. he signed that check
and sent it to the defendant, Whiteman
would have a new trial.

Snohomish, Aug. 2.?Special.?Suit hi.s
been commenced by Peter Bmout, a Pop-
ulist citizen of Everett to restrain that
city from issuing any further bonds or
warrants. Mr. Smout s attorney is H. A.
Porter, another "Populist, and the whole
affair is regarded as a Populist plan ct
r.-pi:diatlon. The suit is brought to te-
strain the city of Everett, its clerk, lis

mayor, its treasurer or its council from
issue any further warrants or bonds,

and alleges an over-issue to the amount ? f
$15,600. It also recites that certain war-

rants, amounting !n all to about 117,050.
were illegally and fraudulently issued
tor the purpose of assisting in the countv
s- it tight, for building roads not within
the eitv, and tor other improper and un-
lawful purposes, and prays that 4 he city

treasurer be restrained from paying tie
same. Not long ago Everett voted to val-
idate Its outstanding Indebtedness, -.r d
to issue bonds by a substantial niajori'v.

This suit Is regarded as an effort to de-
feat the will of the peopW as expressed
at the polls, and it is generally tielieved
to be more for political effect than for the
objects recited in the complaint.

The Omaha conn 11 hell a qtyltl
session at 4.3) to approve the bonds. but
were met with an intunction returnable
tomorrow in the district court.
