Bomb in an Anarchist's Pocket

HIS FATHER KICKS THE CORPSE.

The Demon Had Jost Shot a Colliery
Manager Whose Jnbllf-e the Min-

ers Were Celebrating.

Douai. France. Aug. 4 ?During the fetes
In the mining district of Anyche to cele-
brate the jubilee of M. Vuillemin, mana-
ger of the Anyche Colliery company, an
anarchist named De Coux, in the crowd,
fired five revolver shots at M. Vuillemm
while he was going to church. Three of
them took effect, though the wounds la-
fli ted were not serious. 0

Directly afterward a tremendous explo-
sion was heard, and De Coux's 1-ody was
hurle-d several yards, while ten of the by-
standers w»re injured by the explosion.

De Coux's father rushed up to the body
of his son. and kicking him exclaimed:
"Canaille, assassin!" De Coux had been
carrying a bomb beneath his coat, and
it was prematurely exploded. De Coux
was disemboweled and terribly mutilated,
and expired immediately. He was dis-
charged in the colliery- after a strike in
1535.

PLOT TO RESTORE QUEEN LIL.

An l~nnutliciulcat<-d Story Published
In >an FnuiPteco.

San Francisco, Aug. 4.?The Chronicle
prints a story exposing sn alleged plot
to restore yujen Liliuokaiani at Hono-
lulu. Rudolph Spreckels. the youngest

son of Claus Spreckies, is said to be in
the scheme. The paper says: One of the
best contrived and most dangerous fili-
bustering expeditions ever fitted out on
American soil vas uncovered In San
Francisco yesterday. Its object is?or
was?to overthrow the Hawaiian repub-
lic by force of arms, restore to the throne
ex-Queen Liliuokaiani and divide lands
and moneys worth approximately $27.-
Oto.OOO among some 200 freebooters picked
up by ones and twos in Western America.

The active agent of the conspirators is
W. P. Morrow, a native of Connecticut,
aged 31. and, ho says, recently a resident
of (irass Valiey. lie is still in San Fran-
cisco, under surveillance, so that the Fed-
eral authorities can get him if they caie

to do so. The headquarters of the filibus-
tering expedition has been at 711 Bush
street, a dingy, flat-fronted l>oardizig
house. Ihe agent of the conspiracy has
been receiving day and night a motley
company of men, who came in response
to bis cautiously worded advertisements
published in this city and elsewhere. Mor-
row admitted, when forced Into a corner
and told that the same was up, that he
had been engaging men to go to Hawaii
and overturn the little republic. He had
told before to a reporter how the thing
was to be done, and had stated plainly
who the men were behind the scheme.
Among them he enumerated one of the
exiled Ashfords, and he declared that
Rudolph Spreckels was the man with
money who was backing the project.
Spreckels, he said, had already concealed
a large number of rifles in the island of
Maui, so tiyit they would be ready \vh« n
the filibusters reached the islands.

The first local intimation of the expe-
dition appeared in an advertisement a
few days ago. The advertisement which
led to the discovery of the sche>me ap-
peared Th a morning paper of Tuesday,
July 30. It reads,

"Timbermen and hunters to escort
prospecting party: good pay to good men:
state age; fare sl6. Address Box 1,250.
Examiner office."

A reporter answered this advertisement,
and in a few hours received the following
typewritten reply: "We want men for an
expedition in which there will probably bo
some fighting ln the interest of ftO.Ooo peo-
ple. with less than T.,000 to oppose thewi.
Only a small organised body to beat, not
exceeding 700. who amount to -inly lilt!"
as soldiers, being newly recruited an 1
oftirered by civilians without capacity or
discipline. The pay will he S2T» and upward
a month, according to what you can do;
also a grant of enough fruit or coffee
land in bearing to fix you fot life. You
will have to furnish *-ifle and ammunition.
If prospect suits you, answer, and a
meeting can be arranged." It was easy
to see what this meant. The 90.000 people

referred to comprise the Royalist and

native population of the Hawaiian isl-
ands. The 5.000 are the people who are
loval to tne Pole republic.

The reporter then arranged an inter-
view with Mr. Morrow, and call-d upon
him at the boarding house, on Bush
street. The expedition was In discus-

sion. and the reporter evinced a desire to
join It.

"Have you an/ idea of the goal of this
expedition?" Morrow asked.

The reporter said that he thought St
might be Salvador.

"That is a mistake," was the reply

"The scheme Is to restore the .i«een of
the Hawaiian islands to her throne. We
will enlist 200 to 400 men from here and
take a sailing vessel from this p »rt with-

Hawaiian Consul Wilder, when told
of ths plot, sa. i he had expected trouble
of some kind very soon. Morrow was seen
today hi a detective and closely ques-
tioned. He admitted that he was hir-
ing men for a fl.ibustering expedition,
and said that he received $250 a month
and expenses for his work. He claims
to have sent a number of men to the ren-
dezvous at Portland, b - this is not be-
lieved. It is thought the intention of the
adventurers was to sail from San Fran-
cisco or some near-by port in a vessel
chartered for the occasion. The S3n
Francisco police at first thought Morrow
mas running a swindling employment
agency, but investigation leads them to
believe that a conspiracy of the nature
outlined actually ezists. In spite of the
exposure today Morrow was very cool,
and said the Federal authorities had no
terrors for him. He had not committed
any overt act, and they could do notUmg
except watch him.

Morrow visited the Chronicle office to-
night and admitted that the filibustering

story as published was practically cor-
rect. He refused to tell who is backing
him, and denies the assertion credited to
him that Rudolph Spreckels Is interested.
It is known, however, that Morrow, be-
fore the exposure of his plan, was In
constant communication with a band of
Hawaiian exiles who make their head-
quarters at a hotel in th:s city. It is
probable that he was acting as agent for
them. Although the plot is spoiled for
th« time being.

ZIP H YATT IN PRISON.

Last of the Oklahoma Bandit
Gangs Broken Up.

A POSSE SURROUNDED ZIP.

II« Regan the Battle, and Tonght

Till Thrice Wounded Then He

Kicked and Bit.

Wichita. Kan., Aug. 4 ?Dick Teage».
atlas Zip Wjratt, the most daring Jasper-
ado in the Indian territory, was captured
today near Sheridan. O. T.. after a des-
perate right With the officers pursuing
him Six months ago the authorities of
Oklahoma set out to break up Wyatt's
gang, which had been murdering, robbinsr
and committing almost every crime in
the calendar. Their last iensational
crim* was the robMng of a Rock Island
train near Dover, the shooting of Mess-
enger Jones and the looting of tne pass-
enger coaches. After that robbery the
authorities began a merciless pursuit of
the gang. Three of hi* pals, Tulsa Jack.
Bill Doolan and Ike Black, were killed
and a dozen others of the Kan*; captured.

Alone and sintrle-bamled Zip Wyatt made
a last stand before his pursuers, and put

up a desperate fight for his life. Wv_all
was on his way from the Glass moun-
tains. in the western part of the Indian
reserve, when the officers engaged him
yesterday. Tfcev ran him across the
Bock Island track near Wukomis and in-
to a corntield, in which they surrounded
him.

The officers played a waiting game.
Thirst Anally drove Wyatt desperate, and
he came boldly out from his cover, evi-

dently determined to sell his life as dearly

as possible. He emptied his Winchester
at the posse, which wan headed by Mar-
shal Smith, of South Knid. The tire was
returned. Smith's men aimed to cripple
Yeager, and soon his left arm fell by his
side, so that V.e could not use his gun.
The outlaw then dr-?w his pistols and ad-
\u25a0\ aneed step hv step toward the men who
hail been hunting: him. Thev backed slow-
ly away, just enough to keep out of : unfr<>
of his pistols. and at the same time keep-
ing: near t nough to use their rifles.

Wyatt soon fell with a bullet in his hip.
but lie continued to drag himself toward
the officers, shooting as he crawled.. An-
other bullet in the shoulder finally dis-
abled him, and the posse gathered in on

him. But even then, with both arms use-
less. he fought them, kicking and biting
until overpowered by main strength.
Wyatt was taken to Kingfisher jail, where
surgeons were brought to dress his wound.
They say he will live. Tonight the crip-
pled outlaw was taken to the Garfield
county jail.

This breaks up the last garsr of bandits
in Oklahoma. The campaign against
them has caused the government a mint
of money, but the law officers have finally
triumphed.

TIIE INDIAN'S HOME AGAIN*.

They Arc lVAecable, but the Gover-
nor's staff IK still Hostile.

Market Lake, Idaho, Aug. 4.?When
Gen. Coppinger heard of the excitement
among the settlers* of Swan Valley, he
ordered Company C, Eight infantry, to
proceed there at once. This was before
the official investigation disclosed the
fact that the Indians in that vicinity
were all peaceably returning to their res-
ervations. The company will probably
not remain long at Swan Valley.

A special telegram from the Bannock
agency savs that the Indian agent tele-
graphed Gen. Coppinger front the reserva-
tion, where he arrived last night, that all
the Indians who had been ahsent from
the Fort Hall reservation ha\e returned,

and that all is quiet. The agent also sent
the following telegram to Washington
City to the commissioner of Indian af-
fairs: "All the Indians absent from the
reservation have returned. They had a
big council and requested me to telegraph
you that their hearts felt gfeod. They had
not harmed a white man. Teter, agent."

Adjutant Stitzer and Col. Foote, of the
Wyoming National guard and the repre-
sentatives of the governor, arrived lure
hist direct from Jackson Hole. Mr.
Stitzer says the Indians are by no means
blameless in the affair, as claimed by
Agent Teter; that they do not respect
even the regulations of their treaty form-
ed twenty-five years ago, but trespass on
private property, and even drive antelope
right into the ranchers' doors and kill
them. Considerable stock, he says, h*s
also been kilb d by their promiscuous
shooting. Stitzer denied the assertions
that the settlers will resist arrest. He be-
lieves the state will stand by them and
will Welcome any legal test of the qu s-
tions involved as to the rights of settlors
and Indians in the Jackson Hole country.

His troops have a month's rations with
them, and will probably stay so long at
least. He agrees with all others who are
acquainted with the Indians that their
nature will not allow the killing of their
brother braves to go long unavenged aft-
er soldiers are withdrawn from Jackson's
Hole.

THE INDIAN* TROUBLE.

Is Wyominir AfVutcl of IftS Bannocks*
(iov. ltlrh(>.rd»' Mistake.

New York Times.
Oov Richards, of Wyoming, has mani-

fested a territorial spirit of dependence
unbecoming a state, and has missed an
opportunity to demonstrate to the coun-
try that Wyoming is abundantly able to
protect its citizens and to secure enfori e-
ment of all state and national laws.

Wyoming Is a big state, not all arid,
not all mountains, with superb agricult-
ural and mineral resources, and with
srme railroads?fifteen hundred miles, all
toil?and with a popula'ion prestimahly
In excess of the (90.T05 found by the ce'i-
sus enumerators In I*9o. The voters of
the state have chosen several legislat-
ures sin.-e they eased to be voters in a
territory, and Wyoming has chosen its
second pair of Potted States senators.

A few days ago some Indians, reported
to be Bannocks, were arrested In North-
western Wyoming for violation of the
state game law prohibiting the killing of
elk at this season. After their arrest the
T- d'ans attempted to escape, and it is
stated that all of the men and women
arrested killed, one papooose alone
escaping The reports from the state
rej resent the settlers as heir* alarmed
ard as ass< mbling to afford mutual
tectlon. The reports also state that i.Jov.
Richards at teiegrapr.ed to Wash-
ington City to be informed whether the
Fnited States covernment would restore
the Bannocks to their reservation in
Idaho or if Wyoming would be expected
to do so.

The inquiry makes it plain. If the fact
had not been already shown by the In-
dian arent at Fort Hall, Idaho, that the
disturbanee of the i>eace was by Indians
from Fort Hall, and that they were of the
ugly Bannock tribe, rather than of the
Shoshones. who share the reservation
with the Bannocks, hut who are not tur-
bulent. What is the force of Indians that
Wyoming hesitates to handle and has
asked the government to drive out of
that state?

There are in Idaho and at the Fort Hall
reservation, or should be. 1,543 Ind.-ms
of the Bannock and Shoshone tribes. The
Bannocks numbered a year ago 405 of
both sexes and all ages, and I.C males
were above IS years of age. The Sho-
shones were in number, and 2RS of
that number wtre more than IS years of
age. At the Lemhi reservation, in Idaho,
but far away from Fort Hall, tnere are
4."3 Indians of the Shoshone.
ami Bannock tribes, but the Bannocks are
few in number, having been lost by In-
termarriage with the other two tribe*.
In Wyoming there are on the Wind river
reservation I T'S Khoshon»s and Arapa-
hoe*. of whom Z77 are males of more than
IS years of age.

The threatened outbreak and gf neral
Indian war in Wyoming, if c?rried on by
the Bannocks of the Fort Hall reserva-
tion exclusively, would opp-we to Wyo-
ming the fighting (on e of 152 men, sub-
tracting. of course, the half-ioren or

nsore who were k.ised while trying ro es-
cape. Ifall the Idaho Shoshones join the
Biimocks, the fighting force will be in-

creased by the W men at Fort Hall and

the 136 at Lemhi. Granting that the

Wind river Shoshones and of

fighting aire may fight, there , ould be

mustered a forre of about sM) Indians.
But Wyoming has ®.?9S population,

with *4,«14 mal-* of militia a<e. Ac-
cording to official returns, the state had

at the beginning of the year an organised

militia of 3T« infantry an! thirty-eight

eavairv. and the men available for mtli-
tary service were said to number 13.1 W.
With this nucleus of a force. and the cow-
boys and mountaineers, as well qualified
to'whip savages as most soldiers, Wyo-

ming was in the way of letting other

s'ates know that the state was able to

drive the Rannocks back into Idaho with-
out telegraphing to Washington City to

rind out whether the war department was

about to do what Wyoming might have

done.
Gov. Richards w:ll not. for the sake of

the reputation of the new state. plead

that it will be mjre economical to relv
upon the United States, nor even that it

will be inconvenient to assemble, arm and

in motion the necessary naml.r of

citizens of Wyomin* to quell this latest

outbreak. A state that turns out so well
at elections would scarcely consider that

Gov. Richards had made a good case in
support of Wyoming's rrsrht to independ-

ent statehood if he should plead that the
railroads that are sufficient in number to
move United States troops are nol adapt-

ed to the effective movement of state
forces.

Funeral of Miss Flasrlor"* Victim.
Washington City, Aug. 4.?The funeral

of the negro boy Freest Green, who was

shot last Friday bv Miss Flatter because
he was taking fruit from a pear tree in
the yard, was held today and was at-
tended by a large throus; of colored peo-
ple. Two colored preachers. Rev. J. A.
Taylor and Rev. W. H. Brooks, made
bri»f remarks touching on the subject.

Both were temperate, but the words of
the latter were several times drowned by
the interruptions of excited hearers. Re-
ferring to the action of the coroner's jiyry

in exonerating Miss Flagler, he said that
eventually the taking of human ljfe with-
out cause was no crime in Washington
City. Life here was not worth much, so
far as the colored race was concerned,
but God would have a reckoning.

Tho \>w Republic of Central Vinerloa
New York. Aug. 4.?A World spec ial

from Mexico City says: The new
republic proposed to be formed by
Nicaragua. Salvador and Honduras
is named Republlca Mayor de
