rather to be chosen than great riches."

An excellent character is a fortune, to
be generally esteemed and loved Is better
than to win all the wealth of the North-
west. The meanest pauper on earth s

upright, true men-'tall men. sun row nod.

who live above the fog in public duty

and in private thinking.' Be fired with
the ambition to possess such 'a good
name,' such a character. A rood name
must be self-won; It can neither be in-

herited nor purchased, but is the fruit of

one's own exertion. Ddfieultles that
would bar th<« way muat be overcome.
'Man ought to regard himself not (as he

is often told) as tha creature of circum-

stances. but as the architect of circum-
stances.' "

Then* Is a wise ordination, said Mr.
Shi nklin. In the constant, but gradual
expansion of character. It tak*s years
to establish a good name; it com s but
by degrees. The foundation then should
be laid in early youth. How important

then that even from childhood one
possess command of hims<Mf. and give

dl'igfnt application to duty. Then as
one grows in years. let him f el the roots

of his moral being taking a deeper holl
every day; his truth, his purity, his sym-

pathy, finding a constantly widening
scope for their exercise.

Lesson From n Sermon on "Fear or
l>y Rev. Mr. Dexter.

At St. Clement's Episcopal church yes-
terday morning Rev. Henry A Dexter
preached from the subject. "Fear or
Ifcedom," found in the fifteenth chapter
ef St. Paul's epistle to the Romins, and
the fifteenth verse: "Ye have not re-
wived the spirit of bondage again to fear,
but ye have received the spirit of adop-
tion.'* The minister said:

the ascent of the mountain on Tuesday

and Wednesday of last week, and re-
mained two hours tn the crater. M?s

Howard is the first woman to make the
ascent this year.

The major took with him to the ton
a mercurial barometer furnished by the
Smithsonian Institution. Frequent read-
ings were taken along the way, both up
and back This is the first time that a:i

Instrument of the kind has been taken to

the summit, and when the readings are

reduced and necessary correction* made
for variations :n temperature and atmos-
pheric changes, the height of the moun-
tain will be quite accurately ascertained.
These corrections will be made In con-
nection with the weather bureau here.

The other mem-
bers of the party will remain at Camn of
the Clouds several days. There are fully

LOGS BECOMING SCARCE.

Supplies Golue Down, and Shortage
Lip«H;tcd Within >ix Weeks.

There is a scarcity of logs in the Pacific
Northwest in on* sense of the word, yet

at the same time the supply, on the whole,
is not exhausted. On Puget soun 1, says

the Pacific Lumber Trade Journal, the
supply of old logs on hand has never been
so low as it is today, and the cutting ca-
pacity of the mills ia In excess of the in-
put: in fact, a log famine is looked for
within six weeks. Yet prices remain about
the same frosn SI to sr>.so for fir. and $4 .50
to s?> for cedar, according <0 quality. On
Gray's harbor and Shoalwater bay log 3
are plentifulat from $4 to and on the
Columbia river there is no apprehension
of a shortage logs selling at from *4 to
$4.50. In British Columbia logs are not
scarce by any means at Puget sound
prices. The demand in British Columbia
does not equal that of Puget sound; neith-
er does that of the Columbia river, Shoal-
water bay and Gray's harbor. Where
competition is keenest legs are, conse-
quently, lowest. It is a well-known fact
that Puget sound sctd the pace for the Pa-
cific Northwest.
