Everything went up in smokr and
flume. Even his pigs and chickens were

caught 111 the fiery furnace and burned.
In fact, the family had b.rei ume to get'

to the Open field where they themselves
were safe.

Ta<~otna. Aug. 12 ?Special.-Shortly af-

ter noon today fire was discovered :n the
dry house of the Mount Tacoma mill, at
the foot of Kaat D street. near the head
of the hay. An alarm waa turned in from
bo* 71. to which the d-r>»rtm<*nt respond-

ed promptly, but the long run to the
scene cave the fire a good start. When
the first water was thrown the dry house
was a mass of flames, and an adjoining;
shed of lumber, besides numerous plies

of finished and seasoned lumber, were all
ablaze

Water gave out at this point, giving the
flames a fresh start. A continual pour
of water from three engines, one of
which pumped from the bay. wa» kept up
until 3 o'clock, although the fire was
practically beyond further danger an
hour before.

The mill is owned by Derickson * Co..
and while the mill proper, containing the
machinery, was saved, the loss by the de-
struction of hiah-prlced lumber will be
very large. When asked what he esti-
mated his loss at. Capt. Richard W. Per-
Ickson said he could form but a vague
Idea, but thought It would reach several
thousand dollars. A conservative esti-
mate in round figures places the loss at
I'. nnft The entire plant with the stack on
hand was Insured In the sum of
part of which is held by the Etna Insur-
ance Company.

FUNERAL OF JUSTICE JACKSON.

Suprems Justice* and Many Other
Notitble I'eraon* Present.

Nashville, Aug. 12.?The funeral of Jus-
tice Howell Edmund Jackson took place
today at Belle Mead, the famous home of
his brother, Gen. W. If. Jackson, six
miles west of this city, in the presence of
many distinguished men from a distance,
and a very large concourse of personal
friends. The services were conducted by
Rev. J. H. McNeilly. of the Presbyterian
church, and Rev. "R. T I.incave, of the
Christian church. A special train went to
Belle Mead. Chief Justice Fuller and
Justice Brewer of the supreme court were
among those present.

The handsome casket was placed In the
hall of the mansion, and about It were
grouped the governor and all the state
officials of Tennessee, the clerks and em-
ployes of the local Federal courts, while
without, on the lawn and moving silently
in and out at the front door, were hun-
dreds of people. The rooms adjacent to
the front hall were filled, mostly with la-
dles. In a small room, apart from the
others, stood Chief Justice Fuller and
Justice Brewer, of the United States su-
premo court. With them were the pall-
hearers and ministers, and Judge Charles
M Blanchford, of Lynchburg, Va., an old
classmate of Justice Jackson.

At 10:30 the pallbearers. Chancellor Ma-
lone, Judge Blanchford. Judge Fen nor.
Judge McAllister, ex-Sollcitor General
1 .awre nee Maxwell, Judge Snoiigrass.
Judge Dickinson and Hon. Td 1). Oak
passed Into the hall and took seats beside
tho casket. Justices Fuller and Brewer
sat at the head, and Gen W. H. Jackson,
with the widow of the deceased end mem-
bers of both families, st the fmt. Mag-
nificent designs In flowers were placed on
and near the casket, around the si|\er
plate, on which was engraved: "Justice
i tow ell Edmund Jackson." with the dares
of birth and death. After a song by the
choir. Rev. Cave read selections from
the Bible and offered pra\er. Th* choir
sang softly, and the casket was born from
the house . acrosn the lawn a hundred
yards and placed In the family vault.

CAMPOS SICK OF IT.

Report That Governor-General
of Cuba Has Resigned.

HE ADVISES SELF-GOVERNMENT.

The Censor at Havana Sends News of

Spanish Victories, In Some of

Which Several Were Killed.

New York. Aug. 12 ?Special correspond-

tnee of the World, dated Havana, August
f, savs: "Gen. t'ampos has resigned the
captain generalship of Cuba. It is gener-
ally believed he strongly urrres the home
government to grant the island self-gov-
*-rnment."

Havana. Aug. 12?The insurgent band
commanded by Rego recently besieged the
town of Ingavilanito, in the province of
Santa Clara, and sent a request to surren-
der to the detachment of Spanish troops
detailed to defend that place. The garri-
son. however, refused to surrender, and
the Insurgents burned a house in the im-
mediate vicinity of the barracks. The sol-
diers made a gallant defense, and eventu-
ally compelled the insurgents to retire,

with a loss of five killed, among the latter
being a captain. who was Rego's aide-de-
camp. and leaving ten wounded behind
them.

Sergt. Catala. with a detachment of six-
teen soldiers, had a skirmish near Sea-
bourqulto, In the Mayari district, prov-
ince of Santiago de Cuba, with a band of
ion insurgents. The latter left two killed
and five wounded on the field, and the
troops captured a quantity of arms. One
corporal and two soldiers were wounded
on the government side.

Maj. Gonzales Mora, at the head of 250
troops, while passing the river Buaba.
near Baracoa. province of Santiago de
Cuba, on August was engaged with the
insurgent bands commanded by Ruen and
Carreras. The troops caused the rebels
to fly. leaving six killed on the field. On
the following day, while on the way to

Buaba from liaracoa, Maj. Mora overtook
the insurgents' band, numbering 009 men.
and attacked the positions which they had
taken up. The troops captured the posi-
tions occupied by the insurgents, the lat-
ter losing seven men killed and twelve
wounded. One soldier was killed and three
wounded.

Col Canellas. with a force of troops and
guerrillas, fought a band of Insurgents in
Palmer Pacheo. province of Santiago de
Cuba. The insurgents lost two killed.

The village of Boeas raised a band
of insurgents under Chief Balan. The
troops went In pursuit of them and over-
took them In the fight which resulted
the insurgents lost three dead and four
wounded, while the troops had five
wounded.

The insurgent Chief Ricardo Sartorious
is reported to have gone insane.

Tampa. Fla.. Aug. 12.?Passengers arriv-
ing on the Cuban steamer state that Mar-
co Garcia, who was reported to have
joined the insurgents, arrived in Havana
Friday and had an Interview with Campos.
He is not with the insurgents.

Gens. Salcedo, La Chambre and Bassette.
of the Spanish forces, have been relieved
of their commands in Santiago province,
and are in Havana.

Gen. Roloff threatened to destroy Santo
Espiritu with dynamite bombs. This
caused the depopulation of the, city by
every man who could bear arms except
the Catholic priests, and all joined the in-
surgents.

Campos admits that he has fears of the
revolution extending. He is now endeav-
oring to unite the Spanish parties.

Th<* insurgents have possession of all the
country east of Matanzas. Campos' efforts
are directed toward keeping them out of
the principal cities, fearing their success
or this point as deserving recognition as
belligerents.

New York. Aug. 12.?Cubans in this city
are delighted at the news that a pro-
visional government has been formed in
Cuba with representative men as its of-
ficials. Col. de Queralta. a prominent Cu-
ban patriot, said: "The president-elect.
Gen. Masso. is a Cuban to the core of his
heart. He is a native of Manzanillo, and
the owner of vast property in Cuba. Gen.
Masso is about 55 years of age, and has a
record as a soldier. In the revolution of
IK6S-7*. he was commander of an impor-
tant division and distinguished himself on
the field. Joaquin Castillo, who has been
selected as diplomatic agent to the United
States, is well known in N'ew York, and is
extremely poular. All the men selected
for the new government are capable end
brilliant Cubans., and I regard their elec-
tion as significant of a *1 >rious epoch in
the history of our island."

FOREIGNERS DEMAND ACTION.

They PmtoHt Air&lnst the Apathy of
America and Great Britain.

Tientsin, China. Aug. 12.?A meeting of
the foreign residents of this city was held
here today. It wai decided to communi-
cate hy ca>>le the necessity of immediate
Intervention in China ur»on behalf of the
United States and Hritfsh governments,

and the following telegram was addressed
tn the Associated Tress:

"The foreign community of Tientsin ex-
press sympathy with the friends of the
Kucheng victims. They consider Chinese
officials guilty, and the British and Amer-
icans Mamc the continue.] apathy of their
governments for the situation. They re-
gard Eraland's demand for an inquiry in-
to the Klichen* massaire to ho useless,
for. as before, the officials will huy inno-
cent heads as substitutes for the actual
criminals. Thev protest that the S*e.
chuen commission impllcat® the officials
of that province Enriav I and America
must send an ultimatum threatening ~e-
piisals Diplomacy is useless. We im-
plore attention.

there was trouble with American citizens
in any foreign land. It is said the only
way possible for this government to pro-
ceed is through its diplomatic officers, the
manner in which we should require a for-
eign government to proceed in case the
property or lives of foreigners in this
country were destroyed. A high official
of the navy said today it would not be
right for the T'nlted States war vessels to
begin bombarding Chinese towns and kill-
ing Chinese people entirely Innocent be-
cause there riots had taken place in the
interior, especially when the Chinese gov-
ernment had already assured our minister
that everything possible was being done
to prevent further trouble and bring the
offenders to Justice.

The state department has received from
the secretary of Presbyterian missions a
reply to a request that the department be
furnished a list of its foreign missions.
Its stations, and the names of the persons
who are at each mission. Since the '.are
riots the department has endeavored to

obtain such information concerning every
organization which has a mission in for-
eign lands. It will enable the department
to ascertain just where all such American
citizens are located and to afford them
better protection.

Buzzard's Bay. Mass.. Aug. 12.?A re-
porter of the Associated Press called upon
the president today and showed him the
Associated Press special cable from the
Orient in which American residents there
appeal to the United States for assistance.
The president refused to discuss the ques-
tion at length, and said the matter of pro-
tecting Americans in China was In the
hands of the state department, and it
would undoubtedly receive attention with-
out delay.

London. Aug. 12.?An cditsrial in the
Times this morning espressos sympathy
with the Europeans in China. The arti-
cle says: "It is needless to discuss the
missionary controversy. The attacks are
anti-foreign and not anti-missionary, and
if they are allowed to succeed In their
manifest purpose, the whole policy of
opening up China, which has been pur-
sued by the American and Eu-
ropean governments for ;*ears past, will
be defeated.

Tn the list of
carload shipments plums head the list
with the largest number of rarlnad fol-
lowed by other products in the following
order: Potatoes, strawberries, cabbase,
mixed vegetables, peaches, apples and
cherries.

THE GERMAN PYTHIAXS WIX.

Supremo I.odgt> Can't F.xpel Them for
Using a Foreign Ritual.

Chicago. Aug. 12.?The German Pythians
won a signal victory in the superior court
today in the fight over blacklisting for re-

fusal to adopt the English ritual. Wal-
deck Lodge, No. 136, sued the supreme
lodge of Illinois, asking the court to en-
join'it from taking away the lodge char-
ter. and also to issue a writ of manda'mus,
making it give up certain passwords.
Judge Brentano today rendered a decision
for the plaintiffs.

Waldeck iodge is composed of German-
American members, numbering about 100.
There are about 3,<Wt members of the or-
der in the city. March 14 last the com-
plainant, Waldeck lodge, filed a bill in the
superior court praying for an Injunction
to restrain the Grand Lodge of the state
from expelling Waldecjc lodge from the
order and from seizing its effects and
from excluding its members from the ben-
efits of the order. Subsequently, the Wal-
deck lodge filed a petition for a man-
damus, asking the court to order the
Grand Ledge to issue to it the password,
in order to obtain the benefits of the or-

der. This privilege, it was shown, had
been refused by the Grand Lodge. The
court was told that the petitioners were
natives of Germany and are more or less
unfamiliar with the English language,
and that at the time the lodge was ad-
mitted by the Supreme Lodge, It was un-
derstood that the German rituals had
been used in ail proceedings of Waldeck
lodge. The constitution and by-laws ex-
pressly provided that all proceedings of
the lodge should be conducted In German.
The Supreme Ix>dge at its meeting in
Washington City, in August. ISS4, levised
Its constitution and by-laws and adopted
provisions, among which was one which
provided that the ritual of the order shall
be printed .and published only in tte Eng-
lish language.

In September, lsm, the grand chancellor
of Illinios ordered the surrender of the
charter of the Waldeck lodge and its Ger-
man ritual, and ordered that the lodge
use only the English ritual at lis meet-
ings. This order was promulgated to all
the German lodges and caused a good
deal of strife and dissension among the
German-speaking lodges. Waldeck lodge
refused to comply with the demand, and
the chancellor presented charges to the
grand tribunal, charging the lodge with
violating alleged laws. The mad*
were that Waldeck lodge had assisted and
encouraged tho translation and copy of
the ritual into German, contrary to the
laws of the order, and that it disobeyed
the orders of the grand chancellor. The
grand tribunal, after considering the
case, found the Waldeck lodge guilty of
only disobeying ths order of the grand
chancellor. This finding, the lodge
deemed unreasonable and prepared to
submit the matter to the supreme tribu-
nal, but it was shown to the -qiirt that
th«» appeal to the upper tribunal yas re-

fused. and the grand tribunal wou'.d not
stay its judgment, which provided for the
expulsion of the lodge and the forfeiture
of Its franchise and property.

" 'Dead sea fruit' That's what I call
it" exclaimed a gentleman, who, after at-
tempting to eat one of the largest and
most beautiful specimens of California
peaches ever seen in Fulton market, threw
it away in disgust. And he was right:
for. while 1t was an oMect to delight the
eye, with its great size, perfect shapo.
delicate bloom, and superb coloring, its
flavor was decidedly vegetable. So New
Yorkers o? experience in such things buy
California peaches to look at, and to serve
with the dessert as the crowning orna-
ments of a perfect dinner, but lay in a
supply of Delaware* to eat: while In Chi-
cago they say. "Oh, yes, California
peaches are pretty, but the St. Jo. pro-
duct is good enough for us." Having thus
persuadel themselves that all California
peaches are tasteless and insipid, dwell-
ers in the Fast wonder why the same ar-
ticle, put up in cans, should be so finely
flavored, and generally superior to canned
peaches from elsewhere. But the propo-
sition is a very simple one. The peach for
canning is not plucked until it is ripe,
with all its Juicy richness and delicate
flavor fullydeveloped, while that intended
for shipment to a distance is gathered
while still hard and devoid of everything
save color and size. The California peach
in its native orchard, sun-warmed, and
rlj>enf i until so filled ith rich juices that
it is. rearly to drop from the tree, is a per-
fect fruit, as pleasing to the taste as to
tho eye: but only under such conditions
can it attain perfection. When it is pluck-
ed, its development is a res ted, and after
that It will only soften Thus then* Is as

much difference between a California
peach in California and the same thinp In

New York as there is between a pineap-
ple. luscious and snear-sv.eet in Its tropic
field, and the pineapple of Northern mar-
kets, acid, fibrous, and hearing every evi-
dence cf having- been cut long before the
date of its maturity.

Fire Insuriinee Policies Not Arbitrari-

ly ( ancelcd In Wlwon^lu.

There is a prospect of an early decision

as to the constitutionality of the new
statute of Wisconsin by which the tire in-
surance companies authorized to do busi-

ness in that state are forbidden to cancel
policies except on sixty days' notice. It
is reported that the Oconto company, of
Oconto. Wis., was ordered to surrender a

policy which a certain insurance company
ordered canceled, and refused to do so.
which will probably bring the matter in
the courts. The policy was one covering

lumber.
The new Wisconsin law is designed more

especially to cover cases such as occurred
frequently last summer, when Insurance
companies became fearful of the risks
they were carrying on mills and lumber in
the forest fire section, and often canceled
policies with scarcely no notice to policy

holders. It is considered not the right

thing for insurance companies to receive
premiums year after year from heavy
property owners, and then when there is
danger of loss to cancel the policies and
desert those who have been supporting

them for years.
