FLAGSHIP MAY CONE.

Herbert Asked to Send the
Philadelphia Here.

FIRST STEAMER OF NEW LINE,

The Transit Seon to Sall for Centnl'
America—Chamber of Commerce
Wants More Members,

Puget Sound is to have the honor of a
visit from the flagship Philadelphia, i?
the Chamber of Commerce can bring it
about. At a meeting of the trustees of
the chamber vesterday the president was
instructed, after consulting with Mayor
Phelps, to wire Secretary of the Navy
Herbert, requesting the issuance of an
order for the Philadelphia, now at Mare
island, to come to these waters,

There was an unusually large and en-
thusiastic attendance at the meeting of
the chamber. The announcement by W.
M. Calhoun of the sailing of the first
steamer of the Puget Sound & Central
American Steamship Company was re-
ceived with manifest gratification. Mr.
Calhoun stated that the steamship Tran-
sit, 1,080 tons net, will sail from Seattle
September 15 for Central America. Dock-
ing facilities have been secured at the Ar-
lington dock. The outward cargo will
consist of flour, lumber, hardware, lime
and miscellaneous articles. It has not yet
been definitely settled at what points the
Transit will touch, but her return cargo
will consist of coffee, hard woods, tropi-
cal fruits and other Central American
products,

The president appointed a committee of
three to wait on Adj. Gen. Ruggles, who
is expected to arrive here within a day
or two. The committee consists of C. J.
Emith, 8. L. Crawford and E. F. Swaeney.

Willlam K. Tullock was elected to mem-
bership in the chamber.

The matter of making a material in-
crease in the number of members was
taken up, and on motion the chair was
instructed to appoint twenty-five com-
mittees of one each to canvass the city
and secure all eligible persons as mem-
bers.

Secretary Tracy H. Robertson is prepar-
ing statistics ccncerning the work of the
chamber and the general business of the
vity. As soon as the necessary funis are
in hand these statistics will be publish~d
in neat pamphlet form for gratuitous dis-
tribution.

RELICS OF THE REVOLUTION.

Muskets That Repelied the Red Coats
—A Prospering Society.

The Sons of the American Revolution
expect to have a valuable collection of
relics of the War of Independence when
the soclety is organized. Col. 8. W. Scott
has an old musket carried by one of his
ancesters, who fought under the com-
mand of Washington. Another musket
carried by a Revolutionary soldier is now
on the way here, and another that was
taken from a British officer at Yorktown
is said to be coming.

There are in Washington quite a num-
ber of lineal descendants of the men who
fought in the war of the Revolution, over
fifty having already joined the Sons of
the American Revolution. The chartor
closes August 24, and it is expected that
the number of charter members will be
considerably increased by that time.

A SURE SIGN OF GOOD TIMES,

Steady Increase in Number and Cost of
New Bualldings,

A good index to business, and especially
to what might be termed commercial con-
fidence, is the number of buildings going
up. On this point the following figures
will speak for themselves: During the
month of May, 1865,. the number of build-
ing permits issued by the board of pub-

lic works in this city was 44, and the
amount to be expended was $11,133. The

next month showed an increase to 51 per-
mits and an expenditure of $15930. July
showed a still greater increase, for while
the number of permits for that month was
exactly the same as for June, the amount
named to be expended was almost ex-
actly twice as great, amounting to $31,-

210,

Ready-Made Houses for Africa.

Steamship Antwerp City, for South Afri-
ca, will have in her cargo a number of
ready-made houses, built in this city,
which will be shipped knocked down. The
lumber was sawed at Port Blakeley and
shipped to this city, where it was framed
and the doors and sashes fitted. The
whole lot was then shipped back by the
steamer Sarah M. Renton, taking three
trips. This is an experimental order, but
there is little doubt that it will be successe
ful.

Will Work the Golden Cord Mine.

WYWNImans Bros. are preparing to re-
sume work on the Golden Cord mine in
the Monte Cristo district., They will in a
few days have twenty miners extracting
ore, and expect to ship about fifty tons
a day to the smelter. J. M, Wilmans has
just returned from San Francisco to look
after the work, and has taken offices at
613 Bailey building.
