sarv was signalized here by the laying of
the foundation stone to the monument of
the late Emperor William I by ctand-
son. William II . in th® of many
tlerman sovereigns and other dignitaries.
The proceedings opened at 5 o'clock this
morning. The colors and standards of
the various regiments, crowned with oak
leaves, were brought on the ground, and
a richly decorated imperial standard was
displayed in the center of the srroup. All
the houses in the neighboihood were
tastefully decorated, the windows and
balconies showing streams of bunting,
and the route was crowded with gaily at-
tired spectators At 9 o'clock a flourish
of trumpets announced the arrival of Km-
peror William, w ho was received by Chan-
cellor von Hohenlohe. The emperor de-
posited under the foundation stone of the
mbnument to his grandfather a memorial
document, in which he referred to the en-

thusiastic uprising of the German nation
and his grandfather. Emperor William
the Great, who had restored the Germans
to their ardently desired unity, and ha-i
succeeded in securing for the newly risen
empire its proper weight in the system of
states. Then, addressing the brilliant as-
semblage, the emperor read aloud from
the document to be deposited in the foun-
dation stone:

Gumry. the plate glass windows in tlie
fronts of business houses were Mown ir,
and a number of pedestrians were Injur-
ed by falling: glass.

At 12:55 live injured people had been
taken out. They werf all inmate of the
upper story, and sank down with the
floors, escaping more fortunately thin
those below, who are still buried in the
ruins.

The firemen are working like beavers
digging into the debris, but are making
little progress. The remaining portion of
the building, from which the guesta are

removed by ladders as fast as pos-
sible, is expected to fall at any moment,
and precautions to avert further loss of
life adds to the difficulty in reaching the
dead and injured. By some estimates
forty people were in the portion of the ho-
tel destroyed, nearly all of whom must
be dead. It will be morning before a
correct list can be obtained

The cause of the explosion is uncer-
tain. but It is supposed that the battery
of boilers in the hotel basem- M must
have exploded. The sound of the explo-
sion was heard throughout the city,
awakening people in bed a mile from the
scene. A cloud of dust was thrown a
thousand feet into the air, and as there
is not a breath of air stirring it still hangs
in the air like a huge column. Mountains
of powdered brick and mortar descended
blocks away.

A* 12:30 fhe ruins are burning fiercely,
and the firemen have been obliged to re-
treat from the work of rescue. Every en-
gine in the city is pouring streams of wa-
ter into the seething mass, but the flames
cannot possibly be gotten under control
before many of the injured hav been cre-
mated. As their chance of escape lessens
the cries of the imprisoned people are in-
creasing, heartrending shrinks rising from
every portion of the great mass of wreck
age. Fears are now entertained that the
front portion of th- building whi h seems

, to be tottering, will fall and bury the flre-
| men at their work.

During the height of the excitement a
team ran away on Eighteenth street,
stampeding the great crow ! of spectators.
A number of people were or less in-

i .lured by being trampled upon and by
falling on the broken glass which covers

j the streets an! si lewalks in every direc-
| tion Electric light wires dangling from

broken poles in the alley edded fresh peril
to the firemen One horse was killed by
coming in contact with a live wire.

Two injured had almost been extricated
from the ruins when the f approach
cd so close that the rescuers had to aban-
don them tor their own safety. Itoth
voices have now been silenced, iire com-
pleting the work commenced by the explo-
sion. The bodies of three women are also
to l»e seen In the back part of the build-
ing. but cannot be reached.

At 1 ;*i the flames still keeping the
, liremen back from the work of rescue, ex-

cept just at the line of the alleyway. Of
those ploloned beneath the debris only
two are now thought to he alive, both men
from The fifth floor, who are still lying
.\u25a0>n thoir beds. Both are covered several
fei t deep, except about the h> tds. aid
can hardly survive another half hour. Al-

The capsizing occurred within 2fio yards

of the shore and In water -se\ e n feet deep
Mr. Storr had only one hand and was
blind in one eye, but was an expert .-'.vim-
mrr. He succeeded in getting his two
daughters on the bottom of the boat and
was getting his wife, when the girls be-
came frightened and slipped off the boat,

went to their parents, and together the
four perished. Huddon. who was sailing
the boat, got the two Hall giris on the
boat, and was trying to save Miss Stev-
ens. when they slipped off and were
drowned before lie could get to them.
Two other young ladies who were in the
boat were rescued by a fisherman, who
put oft' from the shore as the boat cap-
sized. Mr. Storr was found, together

with his family, and Miss Stevens" body
was found later by hauling a seine. Larse
parties are searching for the bodies of the
