HIS DIPLOMATIC MISSION FAILS.

Aug. 22. Although the
secrr-<:y hs o'<serv<*d on "he subject in offi-
cial circles, the Associated Press has as-
certained that the ftory which the Chron-
icle printed this morning, regarding the
reaa : why Nasrulla Khan, the wjconi

son of the ameer of Afghaniatan. does not
return home, ts virtually correct. The
Chronicle says: *Jt is rumored from a
*t «od source that the ameer has forbid>Jen
the shahzada to return until he has se-
cured Great Britain's consent that the
am*er shall he diplomatically represented
at London. He desires to deal directly
with the government instead of through

the viceroy of India. This impossible de-
mand is supposed to explain the shahza-
da's long stay.'*

According to the Information obtained
by the Associated Press, a few week- aso
the shahza >a visited the queen at Wind-
sor castle, and personally informed her
majesty that it was the ameer s desire to

be diplomatically represented at
instead of dealing with the British g \-

ernm<-nt through the viceroy of India.
The ahahxada expected an Immediate an-
swer. but her majesty replied that she
could not decide without consulting her

ministers. Last week the shahza da re-

ceived a definite refusal, and the situa-
tion now is unpleasant. If not serious, as

the refusal amounts to a snub to the
ameer, and it is thought this may affect
the relations between Great Britain and
Afghanistan.

AN EX-MILLIONAIRE IN JAIL.

McGowan, the Rublx-r Manufacturer.
Arrested for Seduction.

Trenton. N. J , Aug. 22.?Frank A Mc-
Gowan. until recently a noted millionaire,

and who was frequently mentioned in con-
nection with the Republican gubernatorial
nomination this year, was arrested today

on a capias, charged with the seduction of
Helen Kdith Barnes and the alienation of
her affections from her husband. John Al
bert Barnes, superintendent of the East-
ern Bubber Co.. one of McGowan's con-
cerns, which a fortnight ago passed into
the hands of a receiver. McGowan was
taken at on< e to the Mercer county jail
and detained in default of $25,000 bail. Th«
heavy hail was fixed on account of the be
lief that McGowan w a*> arranging to leave
for Mexico.

Cant. Lawrence Farrell and Senator W
H Skirm this afternoon furnished bail for
McGowan. The case will come up for trial
at the November term of the supreme
court.

Banker Lu&k's Offense.

National bank, which failed two years
ago. He was indicted for making false
entries in the bank's books. Lusk failed
to appear, being in Mexico. His bond was
declared forfeited.

The emperor of Germany during his visit
to England gave great offense to Nazruila
by failing to ask the prince to meet him
and by not sending him any m ssage or
letter. The prince has received an almost
unlimited number of hints from the queen
to leave England, and she has told him
that he need not again visit any member
of the royal family, and so Nazruila never
leaves the grounds of the Dorchester
house, where he is staying.

The governments of the other countries
also which it was Nazrulla's intention to

visit have all politely refused to receive
him. The refusal of the sultan of Turkey
has been made public. In it the sultan
states that, in compliance with a request
of M. Nelidoff, the Russian ambassador to
Turkey, he cannot receive the son of the
ameer If he should carry out his intention
to visit Turkey.

THE t.\»E OF MR>. MAYBRICK

Will Be Inquired Into by the Homo
Secretary of England.

London. Aug. 22.?1n the commons today
T. P. O'Connor referred to the case of
Mrs. Maybrick, who is serving a term of
imprisonment for poisoning her
husband, and for whose pardon numerou3
petitions have been presented from Eng-
lishmen and Americans. Mr. O'Connor
said in regard to her that there was an

intense feeling of dissatisfaction by Amer-
ican men and women with the trial and
conviction, and he believed that the lord
chief Justice shared this dissatisfa tion.
He thought the time had come when tlvre
should be a revision of the unfortunate
woman's sentence.

Sir Matthew White Ridley, secretary of
state for the home department, replied
that In view of the strong feeling whi h
prevailed he would consider it his duty
to inquire into the case, and as a result
of the representations made by Mr. O'Con-
nor.
