Wm. Glynn, who returned on Friday
from a tnp to his mining properties *n
the Sfocan region, reports that mining
business it. good in that section and that
the output of ore v. ill be considerably
larger this year than last. "New dis-
coveries continue to be made every on'-e

in a while," said he, "and the latest
promises to surpass anything yet found
in the Northwest. Here is sonic of the
stuff." lie exhibited a piece of ore about
twice the size of a hen'a egg which was
studded all over with blisters, splinters
an l patches of pure silver.

"This discovery." be said, "was ma le a
couple of months ago near the southern
end of Lake Sbn:an. about twenty
south of New Denver, aid now there is
a great rush to the new district. When I
left the whole region had been staked
off, and prospectots, speculator* and the
usual host of camp followers were flock-
ing to the camp, which has not been
named. While I was there I saw FtiitM
