SOCIAL ELEMENT IN CHURCHES,

Dr. Acton Says It Must Be Permeated
by Honesty,

Rev. J. H. Acton, D. D, of the First Uni-
tarian church, delivered an able and time-
ly sermon yesterday forenoon on the social
element in church work. The speaker in-
troduced his subject as follows:

“Emerson is quoted as saying: ‘Nothing
astonishes people so much as simple hon-
esty and plain dealing." This is a terrible
eriticism upon our gocial and commercial
life. If true, it can be only because hon-
esty and plain dealing are so rare. We are
not astonished at anything which makes
up the routin® of life. Yet honesty and
plain dealing are supposed to be the very
essence of the beauty and value of bhoth
commercial and social life. No friendship
is trusted without it; no co-partnership is
ever made except upon the supposition
that it shall always be found. The mean-
ing of all this for the hour is that the so-
clal Christian life of the world especially
demands it; for without it there can be
neither true social life nor true Christian
life, since the first element of Christiauity
is unqualified and uncompromising hon-
esty.”

Among other things, Dr. Acton said: *'It
would be interesting to have even from a
single church in this land the individual
answer to the question, ‘Why are you a
church member?” Many seem never to
have arrived at the real object of church
fellowship. Some come for socia! stand-
some
for self-culture. Ail these are only inci-
dental. The church is not a restaur-nt,
but an arsenal. We should be here not to
feed, but to fill our cartridge boxes, sharp-
en our swords and repair our guns for the
world’'s battlefield. The highest ideal is
not, ‘What shall I get there? but ‘What
can T take thére?

TO EXAMINE PAPERS.

State Board of Education to
Convene Today.

PROF. LAYHUE'S ANNUAL REPORT

Figures Showing the Conditlon of King '

County Schools During the
Past Year.

The state board of education, which
was in session nearly all of last week ex-
amining applicants for state certificates
and life diplomas, in the old university
building, wiil convena this morning and
begin the arduous task of examining the
papers submitted. The examination was
very severe, over twenty different studies
being given to each applicant.

The following members of the board
were in attendance: President, Charles
W. Bean, state superintendent of instruc-
tion: secretary, Prof. J. L. Taylor; Prof.
R. C. Kerr, of Walla Walla, and Prof. J.
G. Lawrence, of North Yakima. Presi-
dent Bean examined the applicants in
school law, theory and praetice, psychol-
cgy, orthography and bookkeeping; Sec-
retary Taylor in mathematics and physics;
Lawrence in natural sciences, United
States history and geography, and Prof
Kerr on physiology, reading, general his-
tory., composition and rhetoric. The per-
centage to he attained in grammar and
arithmetic is 90, while 70 is the lowest in
any study.

months’ successful experience, 15 of which

a state certificate the applicant must pass
the examination with 27 months' success-
ful teaching and nine months in this state,

The board has also been holding inde-
pendent examinations at different points

in the state prior to the present examina- |

tion, Prof. Kerr conducted one at Che-
halis, Prof. Taylor at Walla Walla and
Prof. Lawrence at Spokane. These ex-
aminations are held for the benefit of
the teachers who cannot afford to travel
to this city. Considerable time wiil be
spent today in preparing questions for
the county examinations auring the year
and arranging for a state reading circie,
of which Prof, Lawrence is managing sec-
retary, and revising the course of study
to conform with the text books recently
adopted for the next five years in the
state,

ANNUAL SCHOOL REPORT.

Superintendent Layhue Gives the Sta-
tistics of King County for 1805.

The annual report of J. M. Layhue,
county superintendent of schools, was
finished vesterday afternoon.
an array of statistical information that
would be almost impossible for a novice
to segregate were it not for a complete
summary that has been atfached. An idea
of the hours of hard labor with long
columns of figures cannot be obtained oth-
erwise than by
the document itself.

The number of children in the county
June 1, 1365, between the ages of 5 and 21
was 17,034, of which 8,471 were males and
8563 females, By referring to the report
of 1894 it is found that the total number at
that time was 16,500, thus showing an in-
crease of 53. Of the total increase
were girls and 184 hoys, There were en-
rolled in the public schools during the
tigne with which the present report d_mcln
12344, as against 11,753 the vear before.
The number of teachers employed for 185
was 331, showing an increase of 9 over the
previous vear. 8Six new school houses
were built, one less than in the previous
twelve months.

It will probably bhe a surprise to many
peodble to know that the value of school
propertysin the county is $079,247, as
azainst $998 418 for 1884. The debt of all
the districts exclusive of bonded debt is
given as $332,458, as compared with $310,-
174 for the previous year. In 1885 there
were $6,000 worth of bonds issued, and In
the previous year $14,000, and at the close
of the school year in the present veport
there was an outstanding bonded debt of
$556,350, as against $685,350 for the previous
year.
