Taeoma, Aug. 2*.?Special.?J. M. Bell,

manager of the Postal Telegraph i'om-
pany's office in this city, is at the head
of a company just organtzed and incorpo-

rated to build a bicycle track to Seattle.
Th» articles of Incorporation stare that
the objects are to construct and maintain
a "toll' road, but Mr. Bell says the track
will not be a toll road if sufficient support
can b c - secured to build it otherwise. It
is thought by the projectors that a free
nwd would be much more desirable. Two
routes are f»eing considered. One is over
the Eleventh street bridge, across the
tide flats on the Buena boulevard to the
bluff, thence up the gulch to the high
land overlooking the Sound, and thence
along the crest of the bluff to Des Moines,
a magnificent view of the Sound being
had on one side, and of the valley on the
other. From Dee Moines the road would
follow the beach to the low land this side
of Aiki point, and would there cut across
the peninsula to the head of Elliott bay,
and to South Seattle.

The other route is to start in the same
manner, but instead of following the crest
of the bluff to Des Moines, to instead pro-
ceed to the t»each and follow it alt the
way around to S attle.

It is expected that resorts, camps, sum-
mer hotels and summer residences will bo
built up along the line if the track is
built, and that property owners will be
willing to give land subsidies to help do
the work From these subsidies and by
private subscription it Is expected the road
< an be built to be ready for use nest sum-
mer.

Aug. 36.?Li >rsrlan
Spofford. in view of the various conflict-
ing statements regarding the sum of ttfc-

paid by him into the treasury last
week, was asked today what the amount
really represented. He replied \hai jt was
approximately the amount of the treas-
ury balance of copyright and salary ac-
count* as he found it. An unfavorable
construction, he sa d. had been placed up-

on it as representing a large deficit,
whereas it was actually a balance between

two accounts, the salary account due the
librar,an for several months' disburse-
ments. and an account due tho govern-
ment for several months' copyright fees.
These accounts had remained unsettled,
although constant payments had been
made by him to the number of ten or

twelve during D t an I tv<". of copyright
receipts amounting to over fa&.dQO. b«>slde
the now deposited. He emphatical-
ly denied the allegations that the recent
payment was to make good any wrongful
withholding of moneys due to the govern-
ment. On the contrary, the whole matter

Involved a balancing of delayed accounts,

which his accumulated labors had too
long postponed. All copyright receipts

had beert entered daily, with dates and
sources, and the amounts, whether small
or larsre. duly noted. He (Spofford) held
himself responsible for the same.
