PETER PIRRET STAYS

But as Assistant, Not As City
Librarian.

THE BOARD MEETS IN SECRET.

A Reporter’s Presence Causes Painful
Silence and Arouses Mr. Har-
din’s Innate Love of Truth.

—

The library commissioners met yester-
day afternoon at 4 o'clock and reconsid-
ered the vote whereby Peter K. Pirret was
elected librarian, it being decided that the

election was illegal, as Pirret at the time he |

was chosen was not a ¢itizen of the United
States. A new vote was taken, resulting
in his rejection unanimously. The ques-
tion was then considered whether Pirret
should remain at all, and it was discussed
at great length. Dr. A. B. Kibbe, who
had opposed Pirret, took the ground that

he would be competent to be assistant 1i- |

brarian, and inasmuch as he had confessed
his wrong-doing in the McElwain matter,
to discharge him would be cruelty. No
action was taken, and Pirret will remain
in the library as assistant.

Many applicaticns for the office of li- !
brarian are now en file. Two of the appli- |

cants have the requirad qualifications, and
either, it would seem, would be satisfac-
tory. One of them has had experience in
smaller libraries, and is familiar with the
modern system of cataloging. The re-
maining applications are thought to be
not worth considering. The board will
meet at 3 o'ciock Monday afternoon aad
decide definitely upon a librarian.

At the meeting yesterday there were
present Hon. Eben Smith, Mrs. L. E
Backus, Mrs. Belle B. Haines, Dr. Kibbe
and Mr. Thomas B. Hardin. The arrival
of a representative of the Post-Intelligen-
cer  Was clearly unexpected, and
from the momentary silence that fell over
the group there was no question that he
was not welcome. Mr. Smith, as chairman
of the board, courteously informed the
commissioners that the visitor was a
newspaper man, and thereupon there en-
gued an informal discussion as to whether
the meetings of the board were to be pub-
. The general opinion seemed to be that
the doors should he closed. Upon learn-
ing the attitude of the board, the com-
missioners were told that the Post-Intelli-
gencer had sent a representative to the
meeting as a matter of right. Mr. Har-
din said:

“I do not know that the public has any
right to overhear the proceedings of this
board. We can give out for publication
what we wish to after the meeting has
adjourned, but while it is in session, there
f& much gone over that ought not to be
made public. For my own part 1 say a
great many things that T should not want
to see in print, and as for the newspapers,
my experience with them has convinced
me that 5 per cent. of what they publish
is untrue.”

After hearing Mr. Hardin, Dr. Kibbe ex-
ploded a small bombshell by the statement
that as the proceedings of the former
meeting were to have been held secret,
their disclosure branded some one of the
commissioners as guilty of bad faith. But
for such disclosure, the public would have
been kept in ignorance of Mr. Pirret's dis-
qualification, and the unpleasant state of
affairs confronting the board would have
been avoided. Mrs. Backus and Mrs.
Haines said little, but they deplored the
publicity that had been given the matter.

Mr. Smith suggested that the board de-
liberate on the question of admitting the
public, but no action was taken. Accord-
ingly the Post-Intelligencer representa-
tive withdrew, and the imperfact account
of the proceedings given above was ob-
tained from one of the commissioners af-
ter the meeting had adjourned.

THE PENALTY OF GIVING NEWS

Black Diamond Miner Threatened With
Discharge on Susplcion of Talking.

The effort of the Post-Intelligencer to
print full particulars of the mine explo-
sion at Black Diamond Tuesday has given
an insight into the difficulties that a cor-
respondent meets at that place and of the
penalties visited upon the miner who is
xuspeécted of breathing anything for pub-
lication. This paper was first informed of
the accident by a special from Franklin,
to the effect that seven miners had been
burned by the explesion, and there were
indications the lives of the miners had
been sacrificed. Upon receiving the dis-
patch the Post-Intelligencer did a great
deal of telegraphing to,Black Diamond,
and finally sent a message to Morgan
Morgans, general manager of the Black
Diamond Coal Mining Company, asking
him for the names of the men injured or
dead. After an interval the following an-
swer came back:

“No explosion hére. Rumor false.

“M. MORGANS.”

On the principle that where there is
smoke there must be fire, the first train
out of this city carried a special corrgspon-
dent to run the rumor down and find out
what had happened to give rise to such
a_rnport. He reached Black Diamond
“ednosdmi; evening, and at once hunted
up the superintendent. Mr. Morgans said
the dispatch, to which an answer signed
by his name had been received the previ-
ous evening, had not been delivered until
that morning and further that he
did not know of any explosion At this
point & young man at Mr. Morgans' resi-
dence, presumably his son, said that a
slight explosion had taken place, and that
Johnny Raymond, a loader, had been pain-
fully burned about the face and hands.
This statement appeared to surprise Mr.
Morgans, and he immediately voluntered
to visit the miner's cabin. He went alonz

Proxies Win the Renton Coal Company
, Flection—-Danlels Trustees Deposed.

The difficulties confronting the Renton
Co-operative Coal Company have appare
ently been settled, and in the settlement
there were more proxies voted than at the
preceding meeting. The Reese faction won
the victory, and the old secretary’s books
will remain where they have been all the
time.

A meeting was held yesterday in the Se-
attle National bank building, and there
was an attendance of 18 out of the 318
shareholders, and the 163 held 73 proxies,
so that the whole number of votes cast
was 236, The stockholders gathered pur-
suant to adjournment from the annual
meeting July 29, The meeting was presid-
ed over by William Prosser, of Black Dia-
mond, president under the former admin-
istration.

The first step taken was the introduction
and adoption of a long resolution, the pur-
port of which was that all persons claim-
ing to be trustees, and who had assumed
the duties of trustees, be removed. The
resolution, which carried with it all the
officers, was not discussed, and prevailed
by a vote of 231 to 5. The board consisted
of Rees P. Danielg, James F. Donnelly,
John A. Williams, Thomas H. Williams
and Tallesin Evans. The two last, how-
ever, had not assumed to act as trustees.

Wisconsin Lumbermen Return East,
Saying They Have Found It.

Three of the Wisconsin lumbermen, C.
F. Dundbar, John Stewart and H. H. Fos-
ter, left the city at 4:30 yesterday after-

the steamer for mverett,
joined the remainder of the
party. Last night ail of the visitors took
the train for the East. They intend to
spend a day n Spokane, and then will
run through to St. Paul without stop.

Mr. Dunbar freely expressed himseif as
to the trip. Nothing definite had been
decided on, but each of the party, he said,
intended to send men to “estimate’ tracts
in this section during the coming winter,
“We found a wonderful growth of tim-
ber,”” he said. ““There are many fine tracts,
bhoth in this section and in Oregon, and [
am not prepared to say that either is bet-
ter than the other. In each state we were
shown magnificent specimens.

“in my opinion the lumber trade of
Washington and the Pacific has a great
future, but Isthink that this region will
contribute more to the cargo trade than
to domestic. I am particularly pleased
with Washington red cedar. As material
1t has fairly outstripped white pine, and in
my state we no longer think of working
up shingles. The Sound also has the best
of us on siding.

“Estimates on the amount of timber in
the Middle West lead me to conclude that
the supply will be exhausted in about fif-
teen years, but what the big plants now in
operation will do T am not now prepared
to say. Iron is becoming such a factor in
building that one cannot predict the influ-

| ence it will have on Jumber, and I do not

know that the large mills of Wisconsin
will be transf to the Pacific coast,
From present indications, I think you
have enough mills here already, and what-
ever investments are made by our party
will be with an eye to the future. Un-
doubtedly we will send out men to make
estimates—‘cruising’ as it is called here—
and their reports will probably determine
the question of investment.”
