How Dimpsey Was Killed.

Monte Cristo, Aug. 31.—Special.~Follow-
ing are detatls of the kiiling of James T.
Dimpsey last Thursday: Dimpsey and
Thomas Rowe were below the dump of the
O, & B. mine, laying a foundation for
the ore chute, the timbers for which were
being lowered over a high cliff above by
three men with a rope. The verge of the
cliff was fringed with bushes, which fre-
quently stopped the progress of the tim-
bers. In such cases the men would haul
thém up a short distance and try again.
The stick which killed Dimpsey had
caught, and he had been warned to “‘stand
from under,” and 'had answered to “let
it come,” when the rope partly slipped and
was partly pushed off by the bushes, and
the stick, about the size of a large rall-
road tie, came down end over end about
150 feet, striking Dimpsey fairly on the
side of the head and taking him with it
about 100 feet down the mountain. A doc-
tor was instantly sent for, but Dimpsey
never regained consclousness and was
dead before he arrived. A litter was con-
structed and the remains brought down
by pack horse to Monte Cristo to be ship-
ped to the vault at Snohomish, where they
will remain until instructions arrive from
his parents in England.

Parker died suddenly
field

Ely Samuel Parker was a full-blooded
Seneca Indian, chief of the Six Nations,
snd was born on the Indian reservation
at Tonawanda, in 1828, His Indian name
was Do-ne-hoh-ga-wa, “keeper of the
western gate.” He was educated at Elli-
cottsville, N. Y., where he studled civil
engineering. He studied at the Rensselaer
Polytechnic Institute at Troy, graduating
as a lawyer, but at that time Indians had
not the right of citizenship, and on that
account he was not admitted to the bar.
Early in life he became interested in In-
dian affairs, and when he went to Wash-
fngton City during the '50’s to take a gov-
ernment post under Gen. W. F. Smith he
became widely known as an advocate of
the red men's cause. He lived for a time
at Galena, Ill., where he became a friend
of Ulysses 8. Grant. On the outbreak of
the war he received a commission as cap-
tain of the United States army from Presi-
dent Lincoln, and joined Gen. Grant at
Vicksburg in 1862, where he was made a
member of the general's staff, with the
rank of colonel. He served till the end of
the war, and during the latter part of the
struggle was Gran®s private secretary.

At the time of Lee's surrender at Grant's
dictation Gen. Parker wrote out the terms
of the surrender, and at the conference l.t
Appomattox Court House, when Lee's
clerk became too nervous to write, Parker
took his place. He was in possession of
the original draft of the conditions of the
surrender made in lead pencil by Gen.
Grant, and the gold pen with which the
document was signed. He was also the
possessor of all the medals given by Wash-
ington and other presidents to Red Jacket,
the famous Seneca chief.

After the war Gen. Parker was appoint-
ed first lieutenant of United States caval-
ry. resigning in 1863, He was brevetted
brigadier general of volunteers in 1865, and
captain, major, lieutenant colonel, colonel
and brigadier general of the United States
army on March 2, 1867. He was appointed
commissioner of Indian affairs in 1859 by
President Grant, and held the office until
1871, During his term he was instrumental
in bringing about the sale of the Iroquois
lands to New York state, and the trans-
fer of the Oneldas and Tuscaroras to Great
Bay, Wis. From 1876 to 1894 he was superin-
tendent and architect of police stations in
New York city, being compelled to retire
in the latter year, because of a stroke of
paralysis. Gen. Parker married Miss Min-
nie Sarkett in Washington City in 1867,
Gen. Grant attended the marriage cere-
moeny and gave the bride away.

Gen. Parker was at one time wealthy,
but he lost most of his money in the Jay
Cooke failure. Gen. Parker went around
the world with Mark Twain, who speaks
of him in “Innocents Abroad” as the “Old
Seneca.”” He was a Scottish Rite Mason,
a member of the Loval Legion, of the
Army and Navy and Union Clubs, and of
Eno Post, G. A. R, New York, an ardent
Republican and an eloquent speaker,

ROUND-THE-WORLD TRAFFIC.

WOMEN CANNOT VOTE.

Decision of the Supreme Court of the
Territory of Utah.

Salt Lake, Aug. 31.—The supreme court
has decided that women cannot vote at the
coming election in November. This re-
verses the recent decision made by Judge
Smith at Ogden. The case came up on ap-
peal In the suit of Saraly E. Anderson
against Charles Tyree, registration officer
at Ogden. involving the question of women
voting. Chief Justice Merritt rendered the
decision today. He said that Judge Bartch
and himself had arrived at a conclusion.
Judge King dissented on the subject.

Mrs. Anderson had asked that her name
be placed on the registration list. Judge
Merritt said the Edmunds-Tucker law had
not been repealed and would remain ef-
fective until statehood was achieved. Sec-
tion 2 of the enabling act had extended the
franchise among males, but had not re-
ferred to females. To allow females to vote
would be in conflict with the act, and was
forbidden. There had been stress laid upon
the fourth section of the enabling act,
where the “qualified voters of the proposed

state” were authorized to vote. In his view |

these gqualified voters were those qualified
under existing laws and the enabling act.
There had been no intention on the part
of the constitutional convention to allow
women tc vote at the first election In No-
vember next, but to allow them to vote
thereafter. This was clearly shown fn sec-
tion 11 of the schedule of the constitution.

PHILADELPHIA TO TRY HOLMES

For the Murder of Pitzel, Whose Skull
Has Been Exhumed.

Philadelphia, Aug. 31.—From today's de-
velopments in the Holmes-Pitzel case, it
is probable that the swindler and alleged
murderer, will be tried here for the mur-
der of Ben F. Pitzel. The body of the lat-
ter is buried in Mechanics’ cemetery in
this city. Today Dr. Higinbotham, of the
coroner’s office, went to the cemetery and
exhumed the dead man’s skull.

It had been stated by District Attorney
Graham that nothing further would be
done the case until the fate of the chil-
dren d been settled. This being estab-
lished, it is believed Holmes will be in-
dicted for murder here, and the skull will
be presented so that it may be identified
by Pitzel's peculiar teeth.

for mnaval defense under the presi-
dency of a president of the council,
which will act in conjunction with the
army board, consisting of the commander-
in-chief and the other four heads of the
military department., The office of com-
mander-in-chief is to be held for the term
of five years,
