CHANGES DESIRED TO BE MADE.

Second Str»wt far* to Go to Third
Street While Paving Continues

Tho Python DliwbM.

Corporation Counsel Scott will on
Wednesday n<"xt make an appeal before

the board of state land commissioners for
a readjustment of streets and alleys on the
tide fiats. In accordance with the recom-
mendation of the city council. Mr. Scott
appeals from the final order of the local

board of tide land appraisers, and bases
his appeal on the grounds that there was
an error tn the platting of the streets by

the local board, because they do not cor-
respond with the upland streets of the
city; that tha platting causes injury anl

destruction of the improvements on or
n*ar tha tide landa without any corres-

ponding benefit to the public; that the

streets and alleys are not satisfactory to

the city, and should be readjusted, so as
to conserve the interests of property own-

er* and improvers, as well as the in'er-

ests of the public ar.d commerce and navi-

fatlon. .

"Mr. Scott asks that the state board re-
eorsider the official acts of the local board

and make the following changes In the
plat:

Strike out block 137. or the Yesler trian-
gle.

Extend West street south from Yesler
?venue to Washington street.

Plat. Railroad avenue between Union and
TV-pot street.! as previously established by

the city of Seattle, so as to correspond

with existing franchises and constructed
railroad tracks.

Arrange the streets between Washing-

ton and Depot streets so they may run due
we#t from Railroad avenue to water.
Instead of southwesterly, ss Indicated on
the plat filed by the local board.

TO COLLECT AV OLD X. P. DEBT.

Suit Entered Against the Company for
Collateral Sold.

The first step in another Northern Pa-

ritlc suit was taken last night. The
American Exchange National bank, of

New York, claims a balance due from tho
Northern Pacific Railroad Company of

174.079 on two promibsory notes, and se-
cured service on the company through

Silas W. Pet tit. general counsel Th«
plaintiff Is represented bv Stratum, Lewis
A Oilman, of this city, *nd H. H. Strow-
bridge arid Michael H. Cardozo, of coun-
sel. of New York.

In its complaint the bank claims that
eri or about October 13. Vftt, the Chicago
* Northern Pacific Company, which was a
part of the defendant company, gave to
the plaintiffa proml*«»ory note pa\able on
demand, dated that day. for sl(*V<W>. with
Interest at 6 per c#nt For security \u2666ho
company put up s!6o.(»v> par \alu»- of chl-
«ago& Northern Pacific first mortgage

bonds.
On February IS, 189.1, the complaint says,

the same company executed another note

to the bank, payable in four months, for
s!<»>,(*»», Interest at 6 per cent., and se< urcd
by sl6o,nr*). par value, of the first mortgage
bonds of the company.

It Is alleged that thereafter the North-
ern Pacific Railroad Company entered into
an agreement with the Chicago A- North-
ern Pacific whereby the first-named com-
pany agreed to pay the two notes men-
tioned; that prior to July 31. IWS, the. plain-
tiff demanded payment of the two notes,

and gave notice to Henry C, Payne,
Thomas F. Oakes and Henry C. Rouse,

receivers of the Northern Pacific Railroad
Company, and to A. S Hopkins, receiver
of the Chicago A- Northern Pacific Com-
pany, that unless payment of the two

notes was made on or before July 31. 1x95.
at the plaintiff's banking hou«* «t 12S
Broadway. New Tork. the plaintiff would
sell at auction on that day at the New
T<>rk real estate exchange the S33VMi. par
value, of the Chicagp A- Northern Pacific
bonds.

On July 31, IS9';, Jt is claimed, the bonds
were sold at auction, and the plaintiff re-

alised from the sale SK>3,S7S. and that the
plaintiff's costs for the sale were $1,:!04.
leaving a balance of $152,271 as the net pro-
ceeds. The amount due on July 31, lOTS. on
both notes, the plaintiff continues, was
$::26,35f1, leaving a balance of $74,079, for
w-hlch the defendant is liable to the plain-
tiff, with interest from July 31, 1^95.

Rate C nttlnu to Louisville.
Chicago. Aug. 31.?Grand Army rates to

Louisville are stirring up some trouble
among the Western roads, though It is

hardly of such a nature that It will cau*e

any serious trouble. The original agree-
ment regarding rates from points west of
the Missouri river was that they should
not apply through Chi< ago and Omaha to

T,ouisv!He. This arrangement was not en-
tirely satisfactory to the Union Pacific,
but it finally put by Its abjections and
agreed to the wishes of the other roads.
'Now some of the posts which the Union
Pacific Is trylnic to secure for transporta-

tion to Ijoulsville say they are anxious to

come by way of Chicago. The other West-
ern roads will not listen to any relaxation
of the original rules. As a compromise

the Union Pacific has asked the consent of
the roads to allow It to make a rate via
Oinaha and Chicago built on the sum of
lo'-ai rates. This is an eminently reason-
aide proposition, but some of the other
roads are afraid it will afferd a chance to
scalp the Chi -ago-Omaha rate. The mat-

ter is still In abejance, and no decision will
be made for some days.

A STRIKE FOR MORE PROFITS.

Fl«lilng I rew Wants the t tteb Sold at
Hiither Prices.

The crew of the sehooner St. v Lawrence
has gone on a strike the trouble all aris-
ing from the profit sharing system.

The men complain that the catches are
not disposed of at the best prices, and
make the charge that Capt. Silas «'alder
disregards their requests to get higher
bids, but continues selling to Ainsworth
A- Dunn, when others are willing to pay
more One of the crew, en the arrival
of the schooner last Friday, took it upon
himself to go to two other dealers for
bids, and claims that from one he received
an offer of 2>i cents a pound and from
the other 2'<j cents, while in the face of
this but 2 cents was received. This caused
the six men in the crew to quit and the
boat will not leave until a new crew is
secured. Capt. Caldec is owner of a small
interest in the St l,awrence and Ains-
worth A- Dunn are the real owners.

The sharing system in use here allows
the boat one-fourth: and the crew, includ-
ing the captain, divides the other three-
fourths. paying all rxpenses. When the
captain Is not the owner, he gets a per-
centage of the boat's shire also, and when

Is the owner of course he has a sure
one-fourth .
