Evidettre in Dnrrant Ca<o Tlor-

ril>le and Indelicate.

THE COURT ROOM PACKED FULL.

Tnihaken Testimony of the Snrsreon
Who Performed the Autopsy.

Ho Declares That Blanche Lamont Was

Miwtig led by Hitman Hands, but

Not Know Whether >he Wa«
Assaulted?Tltc» Prisoner Bocotnlng

Interested In ti;e Trial.

San Prarcisco. Sept. 4 ?The trial that
will determine whether or not Theodore
Purrant will haig for the murder of
Blanche is now in full spying, and
the evidence is being hurried in so rapidly
that if nothing unexpectc i occurs the ver-

dict will be recorded very much sooner
than was expected. On Tuesday the

ground was cleared by the recital of the
evidence against Durrant by the district
attorney and the visit of the jury to Eman-
uel church. Today was given jjp to the
proof of the death demanded by law, the
evidence of the physicians who made the
autopsy on the blackened corpse that was
taken from the belfry, and the explana-
tion of a model of the church, with plans
and photographs that will niak-' it easy
for the Jury to understand the sis:nifiea:.ce
of all the testimony as to the movements
of the prisoner and the victim about the
murder-stained hfiuse of worship.

The list of things done at the trial to-
day does not make an attractive bill of
fare, but while this routine testimony was
being given point after point of sensa-
tional interest cropped up, and the fascin-
ated listeners sat through it all and never
once worried, though the session was long
and the courtroom close and crowded.
Much that was told in court can only be
hinted at; the full testimony could only
be published fn a medical journal or in
some anatomical text hook.

Dreadful as were the details, they were
listened to by a courtroom full of men
and women, and those whom the inflexible
rule of the court barred from the room
complained in the corridor of their ill
fortune, and stopped everybody who came
from the courtroom to gain at second-hand
a hint of what was eoing on within the
doors from which they were kept by the
police and the sheriff's men.

When the medical testimony was at its
m >st delicate point one woman arose, .r.d.
with a frightened, flushed face, crowded
past the people on her row and left the
courtroom. The other women whose drap-

P'-ries she crushed as sh 1 pushel by them,
looked at her indignantly. Not one i 1-
lowed her example. The nature of the
case compelled an exhaustive cross-exam-
ination on these points, and nothing was
softened *or omitted, but the women sat
through it all.

Durrant followed the med:. il testimony

with the closest attention. His term as a
medical student helped him. and he did
not try to disguise his Interest in the ex-

amination. Eugene Deuprey is a special-
ist in medical jurisprudence, and would
rather put hard questions to a doctor ">n
the witness stand than follow any other
branch of his profession. Just why he
should try to attack tho professional
knowledge of the physician who merely
testified to the condition in which he found
tho body brought to him at the morgue
was not apparent. The Intellect il In d
between the doctor and the attorney w.;h

a special knowledge of medicine was inter-
esting. but what purpose it served in the
case is a mystery as yet. Only one point
was brought out that would seem to bene-
fit the defendant. That was that there
was nothing on which the autopsy physi-

cian could base an opinion as to whether
or not tho Kirl had been outraged, .s w is

the other girl whose murdered body was
found in Emanuel church. It was only
negative testimony, but it will furnish a
basis for the defense to argue that the
people's theory of the motive of the mur-
derer has not been proved.

It was this portion of the evidence that
most affected Purrant. lie took in every

word and whispered to his attorney, seem-
ing to suggest questions and anticipate an-
swers. He was not excited. He never has
shown signs of as intense a feeling as ex-
