CROWD# CHEER TIM VICTORY.

Seattle People Rejolef at the American
Yacht's ??utve*.

The excitement in this cltv over the race
was at fever heat. The bulletin board at
the Post-Inteilig*ncer office drew such a

crowd that the street was packed during

the forenoon, and the bulletin was
posted stating that the Defender had
caught find passed the Britisher a deafen-
ing shout went up from the patriotio
Americans on the street and wdewaik.
This waa followed by such expressions as
"I told you BO ' and "Johnny Bull isn't
in It."

Among the crowd could b° seen a num-
ber of local yachtsmen, who were of
course highly pleased at the outcome.
They argued that if the Defender can
beat the Valkyrie nearly eight minutes in
a light wind, she can beat her easily in
a strong blow. They base their opinion
entirely on the reports sent out from New
York during the preliminary tpius of the
racers.

A number of the English resident* of
the city were positive that the Valkyrie

would show her heeis to the syndicate
boat, and backed their belief with money.
They had no trouble in finding takers, and
after the decision had been made known
they exhibited that "tired feeling."

Both telegraph companies gave out bul-
letins of the race. The Postal Telegraph
Company had a cable steamer moored
eight miles out at sea, and during part of
the race had a decided advantage over
the Western Union, but after all it was a
Western Union message that gave the
decisive news, "The Defender wins," that
srt the eager multitude here cheering,
then laughing and shaking hands. Roth
companies handled the news splendidly,

both in Seattle and at the other end. The
people in Cherry street knew the result
a minute or two later than those who
stood in Park Row, New York, although

the clock in New York then indicated
f.:25 o'clock and in Seattle three hours
earlier. The Western Union bulletins
wre shorter than the Postal's, and both
were accurate.

I.TTTT.F INTEREST IN J.ONDON.

Englishmen Evidently Knew tho Val-
kyrie Would lie Beaten.

T.or.don, Sept. 7.?Crowds consisting prln-
cially of Americans gathered around the
"tickers" at the various hotels, restaur-
ants and offices and watched the reports

of the yacht race. The Americans were
greatly depressed at the early reports,

which showed that the Valkyrie crossed
the line first and was leading in the ra?e.

This occasioned much prat ideation to the
English contingent, but the spirits of
Americans rose rapidly when later ad-
vlces announced the Defender to be the
winner. In reality little Interest in the re-
sult was noticeable on the streets on the
city, only one paper issuing an extra for
the purpose of announcing the defeat of
the Valkyrie.

In the course of an article on the inter-
national yacht race the Pall Mall Gazette
this afternoon says that there is less in-
terest in the race than in any the Earl
of Dunraven has tried for the America's
cup, but. despite any rash or unfair criti-
cism which may have been uttered in the
excitement or the moment, these compe-
titions tend to unite the two nations more
closeiv. The love of sport for sport's sake
is characteristic of the Americans as well
as of the English. All gratitude is due to
the Earl of Dunraven, as should he bo
beaten again it would be another incen-
tive to him and to others to try afeain.

T. P. O'Connor's Sun fn its issue today
says that over the claims of Americans
to be ranked as sportsmen of the purest
water there hangs a cloud. Itis only nec-
essary. the Sun adds, to glance over their
methods to be satisfied that they are most
dangerous opponents.

dians. Finally the ag' attempted to ap-
pease the wrath of the Indians by consent-
ing to compromise OB the reduction. Tha
Indians were not satisfied, and further
trouble Is apprehended. Crow Dog. the
slayer years ago of Spotted Tail, has
been lodged In the agencv jail for the part

he took in the present difficulty. Fort Nio-
hrara is the nearest post, but the troops

are absent on their regular summer field
vacation. Messages from Valentine state
that settlers adjacent to the reservation
aro becoming uneasy.
