POOR OUTLOOK TOR HOPS,

Prospect for an Overstocked Market—
Sales of Beer Decrease.

Both hop dealers and growers feel much
disconcerted over the fact that the great
factor in the manufacture of beer is not
likely to partake of the selling prosperity
that is expected to attend nearly every
line of field crons this season, The New
York Tribune says the last genercus crops
of that state and of the Pacihe Coast, with
the low prices which have ruled for a long
time, permitted brewers to stock up heav-
ily, and the contract interest, which
should ordinarily appear at this time, :
no probability of resuming its place.
Rreat reage of the West, most promi-
nent in Cregon and other Pacitic regions,
when added to what can be grown in
New York, makes it apparent that the
market can be now easily overstocked,
and with the unsoid surplus of 1554 and a
sluggish market abroad, there seems to be
but small of encouragement for
the fairly large yields of the present year,

Up to this year, for many seasons, the
English market has taken American hops
