?. m . opinion, exceedingly !.ing»rous. and
I will not further risk the livs of mj' nvn
or the ship.

"Secon I?At tht start of the first race
the crowding w v so great tha' we could
not s*-e the marihoat and could not tell
when we were i.«nr the line, and we were
much hampered b*' steamers, especially on
the race home. fo race under these con-
ditions is, in my opinion, absurd, and I
decline to submit myself to them again."

"I shall sail this race tomorrow as a
sportsman, because I have no occasion to

do otherwise. 1 bi i(eve in the ability and
honesty of the regatta committee of the
New York Ya-'ht t'iiih. I believe that no
effort has been made to influence their de-
rision. and whlle« I do not care to say any-

thing . !«>u.t the Valkyrie, yet I think Mr.
Wats>n has also fulfilled his engagement
to build for me a good boat Ido not ex-
pert that Mr. Iselin will offer a chance fc-r
a resail or anything of the sort. While It
Is very certain that the America s cup is
